Referring to our recent mention of

the Ccnteniiial ice manufacturing

machine established by Messrs. Brand
& Esneailt adjoining the Brand saw-
mill, near Donaldsonville, the New
Orleans Democrat says:

This machine was tested and gave the
result above mentioned to the satisfaction of
all concerned in the enterprise. It was eon-
structed by Messrs. Leeds & Co., of this
city, and guaranteed for I daily capacitt of
5000 ponids, but will average at least 6000
pouiols of a very solid and transparent ice.
It is the invention of Mr. E. Fixary, and
consists in a very simple air extractor placed
on the freezing nox and by which the air
contained therein and in the water is ex-
tracted during the operation, thus allowing
the ice to be made transparent, though con-
gealed very rapidly.

Two ploposed amendments to the
Ohio constitution were submitted to

the voters of that State at the recent
election, and notwithstanding the
measures were acknowledged by both
parties to be salutary and wise, they
were defeated by a lien vv majority,
for the reason that not one-fifth of the
people took the t ouble to vote on
them, and nearly all of these did so
luecnuse they oppoisei1 the proposi-
Lions.
