A SENATGORIAL STRUGGLE.
At lia unational capital the` pasl

week has been matked by an extra,
ordivaryetrngglefor political sepreln.
,acy in the Senate. Strengthened b,
the votes of Senators Davis of Illi.
nois, Conover of Flo.ida and Patter-
son of South Carolina, the death ol
Morton and the absence of Sharon of
Nevada, the Democrats in the Senate
mmiade a determined and nearly suc-
+rcestftl effort to take tl1e'caf'e if Butn
ler of South Carolina out of the hand.
of the Privileges and Elections Com-
iaittee and seat the claimant. The
first part of the programme was ac-
complished on Tuesday, by a vote of
29 to 27, after a continuous session of
twenty-eight hours, which was occu-
pied by the Republicans in filibuster-
ing and dilatory motions, their object
being to consume Tuesday's session,
prevent a vote until Wednesday, and
timus delay the consideration of a mo-
tion to admit Butler until the latter
day, when the Kellogg case would
have preference over all other busi-
ness. These tactics were successful,
and when Mr. Thurman followed the
adoption of the resolution discharging
the committee with a motion to ad.
tmit Mr. Butler to a seat, objection to
its consideration was made and the
matter went over according to the
rules.

A motion to take up the Kellogg
case prevailed and the Louisiana con-
test is now undercousideration. The
vote on this motion was a tie, which
the Vice President decided in the af-
tirnmtntive. Mr. Conover voted with
the Republicans, and is expected to
favor the admission of Kellogg when
a final vote is reached. Thursday's
dispatches represented the Demo-
cratic Senators hopeless of defeating
Kellogg, and it was even anticipated
that he would be seated yesterday or
to-day. The chances of Mr. Eustis
for the short term are believed to be
good, as several Republican members
of the Senate are said to have indica-
ted an intention of giving him their
votes, while the Vice President will
doubtless favor him from the fact of
his election by a majority of the Gen-
eral Assembly as constituted under
the well remembered Wheeler com-
promise of 1874.

'lThe battle for political control of
the more imuportant legislative- branch
of the government somewhat singu-

arly hinges upon the very States
whieh decided the Presidential con-
test: Louisiana, South Carolina and
Ilorida. The result, whatever it muay-
be, will presumably be reached by the

imne this number of our paper is pub-

ished, for the ;ldmission ur rejection
f Kellogg will be regarded ais the
lecisive stroke of the contest.

A disaatrons freshet, caused by re-
markably heavy rains, has visited
Maryland,SQuthern Peunsylvania and
Northern Virginia, inflicting immense
damage, to liroperty of all kinds. The
Potomac, James and contiguous rivers
oveillowed their banks, the waters
rising to a point considerably higher
than that reached by the memorable
floods of 1871) and 1842. The city of
Richmond suftfered heavily, the lower
localities being subcmerged and much
property dammiaged or destroyed. The
gas-works were flooded, leaving the
city iit totial darkness, increasing the
consternation prevailing among the
inhabitants. In Danville a like cir-
cumnstance occurred, and at this place,
Stauntoiin, Harper's Ferry, Chambers-
burg and other points great damage
to property resulted, the aggregate
being estimated at several millions.
Railroads suffered heavily, several
barges and othler water craft sank or
sustained injury, while the ,Kanawha
and James river canal was well nigh
ruined. The only loss of human life
is reported from the vicinity of Bu-
chaimn, where twenty colored persons
were drowned. The freshet reached
its climax Monday afternoon, after
which time the waters began to recede
rapidly.

THE SAME OLD FIGHT.
A modest telegram from Washing-

ton informs the expectant world that
ex-Marshal Packard of Louisiana
lunched with President Hayes one
day last week, andi spent two hours
discussing the situation. The effect
of this momentous confab upon the
situation is probably to be observed
in' the significant report that if the
Senate fails to confirm Col. Eting-
ham Lawrenuce for Collector of the
Port of New Orleans, during the ex-
tra session, Mr. Packard will be ap-
pointed to fill the position. As Col.
Lawrence is deemed the political rep-
resentative of ex-Gov. Warmoth, the
sudden willingness of Mr. Packard to 4
accept this office at thm hands of the
President indicates a continuation of 8
the old Packard-Warmoth quarrel, s
which -was a prominent cause of tie
demoralization of the Republican ar-
ty in Louisiana. Having fought au'til k
all the meat has been dovoured, the fi
cQutest is continued over the bones b
of the political corpse. We can
not see, hiowever, that the people of
Louisiana have much interest in the
squabble, one way or another. The
extent of their desires would probably
be reached in a conclusion similar to
that which attended the famous bat-

tie of theiKilkenny cats.

During a heavy storm on Saturday
last, the United States war steamship
Huron was driven towards shore and
wrecked twelve miles from the Kitty
Hawk life saving station, near Fort-
ress Monroe. Of about 144 snals on
board the ill-fated vessel, o:ly four
officers and thirty men reached landi
alive. Commanuderl Ryan was among
the survivors; Lieutenant Palmer
was lost. A life boat ,'itlt nine men
from the station aLtenmpted to succor
the crew of the wrecked vtssel, but
the boat capsized and! ive of the muein
were drowned, includling Capt. Guth-
mie, chief officer at Kitty Hawk.
