The Sugar Crop.
[5t. Charles Herald.] .

Notwithstanding the brilliant an-
ticipations of our planters a few
months ago enncerning the sugar crop
of this year, truth eompels ns to ad-
mit that the caltare of sugar in Lou-
isiana in 1877 has proved a sad fail-
ure. The late apring, the long dry
snmmer, the suddenness of the severe
frosts before the cane was wstured,
and other causea, have combined to
prnliice this unfortnnate result. Some
planters, on being questioned, dooy
their losses and boast of muking good
crops, but this is wrong, for all prae-
‘tienl men know that no planter has
realized according to his expectations.
In every case the calenlations of
planters and eoverseers havo fallen
short.  This ix a moest deplorable con-
dition of things. Many ipterested in
this fuvorite ealture of southern Lou-
isiang, led astray by enlenlations
based on the two previons years, had
incarred henvy expenses for improve-
ments, ete., and gone in debt, whoe
now find that they come ont short.
T'his is n serious loss to them and their
New Oileans factors, and is ealenlated
to disconrage the enterprise of our
people. The truth is, and it might
Just as well be told, that the short-
ness of our sugar season, the uncer-
tainty of our weather, the rate of
wages and manuer of running onr su-
gar estates, the removal of duties on
sugar into San Fraucisco, aud the
chaneesthat the great West will short-
Iy demand a material reduction of the
duty on this article, if not the entire
abolition of the duty, makes the pros-
pect of the sugar plauter blue indeed.
Many of them this winter will fail
and earry with them their eity factors.
In this melancholy state of affaics it
behooaves our people to sevjonsly eou-
gider their sitnation and begin to study
what preducts ave suited to rich agri-
enltaral lands ; and to loss no time in
adapting them to what wvatore and
elimato clearly demonstrate to be
profitable. Our genial climate and
_ rich soil are certainly fitted for many
products which are advantageons and
paying, and such prodoets should be
stadied and caltivated without un-
neeessary delay, however strong may
have been onr attachwent for the rais-
ing of sugar. The price of sugar and
molagses ut present in the large citics |
of the Union would not justity a per-
sistence in this branch of indostry,
even if weather and climate suited,
Let us take tine by the forelock,
cease to be foolish, study onr trae in-
terests, niud enltivate what naturs in-

tended.,
