EDITOR CIEF':
Washington is pinmiug.herself with

vast satisfaction. Washiangton feels
highly respectable..

For these a
recently arranged charity is doing
wonderful things in the way of giving
free excursions down the Potomac
hfr their especial benefit. Owners of
excursion boats, barges and tugs,
give the use of their boats; grocers
contribute eatables, ice, lonIns,
ft uits and all, are donated by the
various dealers; and who can estim-
ate the good done by these small ef-
forts and sacrifices ' Worn amnd
weary mothers take their sick babies
off for a day on tie cool water and
green banks, leaving behind their
cares and anxieties for the day; and
come back to their poor homes and
meagro fare with renewed strength
and courage,

It is no wonder people here grow
enthusiastic over their " beautiful
Potomac." It is their only refuge
during the two or three months of
intense heat in summer. Every eve-
ning thousands of persons go downt
the river, sailing all night without
landing, merely fur the luxury of a
cool atmosphere.

Our Letter from Europe.
The Paris Exposition.

XIII.
It is a fitting tribute to the genius

and character of the age that the two
graadest halls in the great Exposition
should be devoted exclusively to ma-
chinery. There are mighty engines
there carrying in there Titanic sinews
almost limitless power, keeping in mo-
tion a world of wonderful machinery,
and':YitlyW'thare ciin be no higher
revetation$of the genius of man and
the power of mind over matter than
that afforded by this magnificent dis-
play.

At foirk enter the Porte Rapp, the
grand avenue which exactly dilides the
Exposition building, lies before yon ;
sentinels grim, but polite, guard the I
entrance, and beautiful works of art
invite you onward ; only a few steps
from the gate is a marvelous vase by
Gustave Dore. It is of collossal pro-
portions and looks as if it were in-
tended to tell the story of the Deluge.
Myrfads of little struggling forms
cling to its green encrusted sides
seeking to escape the terrible death
that threatens them; on sotim of the
faces is an expression of mortal agony,
rwhile others seem almost paralyzed
with fear. 'Here and there a smile
may be seen lighting the face of
some little climber umore fortunate
tha:l the rest, who has escaped for the
moement his impending and seemingly
inevitable fate.

But whatever your desire to exam-
ine this miracle of art, the mighty
voice of hundreds of engines calls you
back, asking you to pay your tribute
to that which is to-day the ruling
power of the earth. Close to the door
a crowd gathers about a machine
which excites universal wonder; it is
a giant plainer, under whose keen
tooth the shavings fly from a solid
iron plate as if it were only a board.
A. little beyond a mighty trip hammer
perforae in a few minutes the work
of a hundred: nen; It is a curious
thing, and one of the most instnue-
tive sights. in the Exhibition to see its
Titanictrokes, under which the great

atild4ing rimrates and trembles, guided
by the band of a little child. Not far
away tlhe)ingeniosn sawyer turns out
froae the sold block fairy chairs and
aduiaitire fwruiture and all sorts of
intricate pzzles. The mystery of -
disamnie polish is aravelled, and-you
see all the mysterious processes by
whic' Lth rough i as* are cut and
polished and made fit to glitter in the
crowns of Kingi. But see how that
crowd across tae 'hall struggle to get
a sight of something appplrently of
absorbing interest. These are the
wonderful mechanien swimmers, who
act their characters to the life. In a
tank of about four feet in circamfer-
ence a aminiature mian and woman I
have plunged, both clad in bathing
suits of the most approved pattern.
The man strikes boldly out, and the
woman follows him ; le approaches
the side of the tank and looks implor- t
ingly tup at the wondering crowd, as t

unch as to say " ase you not going tohelp wue out; are yon going to let a
fellow swim about in this miserable
tub all day 1 ~ It is true it is only a
toy, perhaps to amuse children, and cyet, fomt morning till night, grey-
headed old men, Princes and Dukes, f
grave Senators and learned doctors
struggle anl fight to get a sight of the
meclianical swimmers.

Among the melthAnical wonders of
this Elxposition there are perhaps few
more delightful places than the bower
of singing birds. .I hJave frequently
heard a single little mechanical singer
whose enchanting soug has filled me
with wozrder and delight, but here is
a whole grove of linnets, nightingales,
mocking-birds, thrushes, bull-finches,
skylarks and canaries, that make the
air vocal ( ith a flood of melody snch
as seldom blesses mortal ears; they
leap from bough to bough, they twist
their beautiful little heads, and look
up in your face as much as to say,
" now keep your eye on me." They
plumne their dainty little feathers with
the most coquettish of airs, and all of
a sudden make the air tremble with a
magnificent burst of song, which rises,
swells and thrlills till the vast hall,
fioam one cund to the other, seems alive
with singing birds. While the exhi-
bition of machinery is exceedingly
grand and instructive, there is no
muagnificent engine that overtops all
others as the Corliss engine exceeded
everything else of the kind in the city
of Philadelphia two years ago. Many
of the printing presses on exhibition
are miracles of genius, throwing off
from their lightning cylinders from
twelve thousand to twenty-five thou-
sand impressions an hour.

description. When everything was
ready the distinguished Persian
squared himself for the task before
himn, and amazed the company with
the rapidity -with whide the dlffbint
dishes of the fe*at disappeared be-
neath his imperial jacket.

Latest advices from Zew Orleans
show that the fever is slowly on the
incr.ane, despite all attempts to arrest
its progress. The people :are flying
in all direqtious ,to void the pesti-
lence. The authorities seem to Ib
doing all in their power to cleanse
and purify the eity. How far they
may be successful, time alone can
show. Without any csit? ,; quee.
tion their labors in this respect here-
tofore, tihe impression nevertheless
obtains tlihat to their negligence` and
criminal carelessness, the presencee of
the scourge may be now attributed.
Whether imported or of home origi,
can matter but little in the resuTts.
A clean city is, at no time, a subject
for malarial diseases, there being no
foothold for it while proper precau-
tions are taken to ward off its pres-
ence. Somehow or other even dear,
sad-bought experience seems to have
no effect apon the people o(.New Or-,
leans. At one time it was believed
that yellow fever could never again
secure a foothold in that city, espe-
cially after General Butler had fully
demonstrated the fact that cleanliness
was the main preventive. His ex-
ample, in that respect, should have
been rigidly followed. Had this been
done, in all probability New Orleans
would be as free Irom the disease as
any city under the sun. All the
bright anticipations of an early, pros-
perous busy season are dashed to
the earth--tlousands of dollars are
being carried elsewhere by those
who desire to shun the contagion,
while months, perhaps years, may
elapse before confidence in the city's
health may again be restored. These
are startling facts, but they are true.

How he contrives
to humbug the laboring people so
well is a mystery. Probably there is
no man in public life to-day who has
sucked so much money out of the
United States in an adroit way as he.
