'Theatres and Theatricals, Old and New -

The Actors and Play-houses of Fifty
Years Ago-Politics and Pedes-

trianism-Business Revival.
Naw YoItK, Oct. II, 1879.

EDITOR Crs.F :
Nothing is more indicative of the

vast change that has taken place in

this city, than the utter destruction,

and I may say annihilation, of all the

places that were forty or fifty years
ago, the centres of amusement for old

New York. Of the theatres, only one

remains, and all the public gardens

of forty years ago have vanished. I

was passing up the Bowery the other
day on the Elevated road, and as we

dnshled by Old I)rury, as the Bowery
Theatre used to be called in the olden
time, it seemed as if a ghost hadtl

started from thIe grave, and the deepl
gap of forty years hind suddenly been

filled up. The liowery Thealtre, which

for twenty years has been little more

tillan a ruin, is once mole decked •alt
in gay colors, and looks as bright and

as chippelr as when Tonui llmbli,l,
Ingersoll, Cooper. Forrest and Booth

trod its boards, andi exemplified to old

New York what good acting really

was. Admirers of the present nmlluby-

pamby, walking-stick school, irrev-

erelntly speak of tilh men I have

ienamed as blood and thunder actors, s

but if the present style of so-called

society plays are allowed to demnor-

alize the stage suach longer, it will n

itterly an,,ihIilate the race of good t

actors in America. There was a tlime

when there were many young men n
corillg forward, who promised to be 3
ornaments to lthe American stage; t

but they have been elbowed out of

the way by Ihe sweepings of Londlon f
concert roois)d rmusic halls, while I
our young women have been driven

away from the stage by a brazenl
-lrd, whose vulgar diAplay of so-called a

counglomrnaotionr of sounds that would
have affrighlted the denizens of Babel,
whiilc the horrible perinume of D)tch
pipes, schweitzer kasse and garlic,
almost make a fellow wish that Castle

On Church street stood the
National, managed by Harry Wallack,
the uncle of the present Wallack,
who, at sixty-three, still insists on
playing the juveiile lovers. The
Natioiial divided honors with the
Park. In 1842 it was destroyed by
fire, and disappeared from the list of
o ir theatres. A few years later.
Jtnies Wallack, the father of the
present - Lester Wallack. opened a
theatlre on the west side of Broad wa y;
the company was goodl, the acting
was unexceptionalb l e , blt it seemed
fuomn the first to be a failure. Mr.
Wallack abandoned it after a very
diisastrouis experienice. It was tlihe
taken by Mrs. Sinclair, the divorced
wife of Edwin Forrest ; after a time
she gave it up, and its last m;anager

w as the late Baur.ey Williams, after
whichl it fell a prey to colllmerce and
disappeared. The Broadway 'l'heatre,
on the east side of Iroadtlway, after
a checkered experi-ence of fifte-.n
years, met the saile fate ;Is thile rest.

caistle. and the rest of that glorious
blnld, gave us an Operia lcl nife, which
ouar daughters could listen to witbhot
a blnssh, beforel FLrench indecency liha
corraupted our heearts, or foreign
vuglgarity, had s#pped the foundation
of orl Inmorils. The Richlimond Hill
stood on the site of Aaron ilulrts
hiouse, and from it he went forth on
thie morning ho shot liamilton,-al
Weecliawken. Thirty years have
ppassed since the Riclihmond Hill dis-
llppeared ftrom the list of theatres,
and even thlie peolle living on its site

iiave never hleard of its iname.
F'amiuioia among the theatres of

forty ycrs lago was the old Cihathamil
Theatre, wlihere Charley Thorne, then
in his iriine, gatheted airoinld him ia
comllpiny of antors which it would le
ditlienit to matilch at the present time.

The dramatic dltnli-god of those days
was Kirby, ita an with moore genius
in his little finger than is to be found
in the whole body of nine-tenths of
your present day actors. Mrs. Thorne,
one of the most talented arllli agreea-
ble actresses on the Americali stage,
was then in the zeniith of her beauty,
eiis!alais! foir my early mlldreams, the

fairy for in has vanlished. Slie is now

a staid matron on thle shady side of

sixty, whose aIverdupois could only
be ditermined 'by a lir ilof hny
scales.

Niblo's (Garldenl, on the corneir of

Broadway and Prince street was the

nmost fashionableo p-towni resoirt for

those who desired rational amuse-

ment, comlbineid with a' 'breath of
country air. The garden dlisappelared

ny yearsil. ago, anld on its site is the
MetIropolitan -lotel, which Tweed
the light wollld e• tite headl-quarters
of the Ring, and--the mletropolitan
thea tie- where the Black Crook was
first prI'duced, by WVii. Whealltley,
Ilarry PI'inher and Mr. Jarrelt. A
fatiorite resort for the Bowery lboys,
was old Vauxlhall Garilen, which
stool at tihn headll of ilte lowery,
almlost optalsite the site now occllied
by tlhe Cooiper Institte. Here the
tire I;tldies and their girls were wont
to paiss thle lsulier nights, Inxnria-
tiing oil pIork and bleans, aniid einjoyiang
Ilie delights of the maizy datlnce. A
clothinlg slto sl alld a staible noW cover
Ihe itl•-.ir-heds nlll tiborin of that
faiitous resort, and• it will inot le
many years before the last lman will
liave passed away who remembers
I lihe spot where it stood.
