In ashaltow pond of water,
abont 200 fest long by some 30 or 40
teet wide, (the remains of & lake cov-
ering usually from 50 to [0 ncres)
were cougregated thonsands of fish,
of all sizes, and several kinds, in the
midst of which were pluinly to bo
seen g number of gar, somoe being of
great aize. Usnally gar prey upon the
smaller fish, but in the presence] of
enmmon danger they seemed to Lo
careless of their proximity. Nordid the
tish acem to fear their deadly ‘ene-
mies, Lut Honndered around themn in
the muddy water in shoals. Con-
ceiving it to ba a gond time to de-
stroy the gar, pistols and gnna were
procured, and abovt i dozen of the
voracions creatures sliin.  Onejwas
killed which measured in length 6
feet 74 inches and 33 inches in girth,

Yellow Fever in Louislana,
Thibadoux Sentinel, Oct 25,
This disease atill lingers in  Ber-
wick's Bay, Moigan;; City, DBayon
Baaf amd  aleng the Atchafaluya
river and Bayou Techie as fur as Cen-
treville, but frow the best infurmation
obtained here, the futality is not
great, My J. B, Pevking, who residen
near Ruceland, after losing three per-
gous in bis family removed with the
other members of hia family to As-
sumption, There is still sickness in
soe parts of the bayon near Raceland
Lt aut evnsidered yellow fever, nud
no  deaths ceenrring.
