The Leaders Kent to the District Court for
Trinl—Unfounded Humors of Threat-
cned Distnrbanoce. ;

On Saturday lnst, Bheriff P. A. Jones
amd Depnty Sherift W. J. Neamns pro-
ceeded to the Burnside plantationsin the
fifth ward and executed warrants issned

ville for the arrest of Prinee Whitesides,
Powell Gathright, Henty Hayes, Banders
Carroll and James Howell, leaders of the
gang of strikers from the Conway and
Orange Grove places who visited the
Ulark, Donsldsen and Riverton places
il ordered the hands there to stop work,
The Sheriti and bis deputy met with no
opposition whatever, the strikers avow-
ing that they had no desire to do any-
thing unlawful, but simply sought te
axereise their rizght of peaceably demand-
ing an inercase of wiges.

It was reported that the prisoners
waould liwve n preliminary examivation
on Tuesday, and on that day a large
erowd of colored people congregnted at
the river ferry opposite Doualdsonyille,
giving rise to the rumor thal an attempt
wonlil be made to reseue the acensed by
foree in case the Justice of the Peace
fuiled to discharge them from enstody.
