Where do they all come from? is
the questivn that forees itself npoe
Fou as you walk up aud down Broad-
way. Night or day the great human

tide flows on, but never seematoebb;

and yet there are honrs when the tide
soews to swell 3! the worn sidewnlka
almost tremble and groan beneath the
tread of weary, hurryiog feet. The
charatter of pur popuolation differs o

the great avenues that lead down |

towu, ot different hours of the day.
Abwve Grand street, the First and
Second Avenucs, and all the streets
that cross them, constitute a great
Getman bive, from which all other
{oreiguers are driven ont. German
sicus greet yon on  every hand,
Schiweitzer "kase, pretzels, lager and
buologna are attieles of general con-
sumiption, while the grocery store
that would Ve rash enough to start
bosiness without a geod supply of
sauer kraut might svon be cxpected
to sink into utter bankrupiey. it is
a region ofstrange sonods, and strange
and unholy peefunies, and when, as
in last June, the thermometor tonches
the vinetiea, it almost seems like
pracle ww all these people Hve; yer
live they do and grow fat. Ou cither
gide of these prent Avenues, and on
all the by-streets are immense Tows
of tepement liouses, six, seven aud
eight stories high ; perhaps the liousce
has from 160 to 200 occupants, bat all
of them find something to do. The
(rermuuns are o thrifty and a busy peo-
ple, and idleness bhas no place in their
voeabulary., Whoever eats is expected
to work, and they have about them
that  sturdy which
makes bepoary their last resource,
and wheo misfortune overtakes them,
they have among thew so many char-
itable associations, that compuratively
a small proportion of them ever scek
charity from the city. Between the
liours of 6 and 7 a mighty and vesist-
less tide rolls ouf frome ull these tene-
ments—old mnd yousg, women and
gitls, and even little childreu—each
carryivyg a small rell of paper, a basket
or tin can, in which is the little funeh,
which is to sustain them till they
reach lome, weary and worn iu the
tho they troeq, thousands
and thousands of them, till they reach
the great facteries down town, where
paper boxes are made, and wholesale
clothing is mavutuctured, and different
kinds of uick-nucks are pat ap, which
find  their markets, not only iu the
United States, Lot ju all parts of the
world. Almost as silently as the great
ocean, these liuge factories swallow
up these living streams, and thon, for
au ltour or 8o, thers is a poereeptible
Toll in the flow. Then cowes a dif-
ferent cluas altogether, but not from
the Avenues—they pour into the eity
ou the vailroad teains and ferzy Douals,
and are aeomfortable, well-fed class,
wealing fine clothes und rvieh jewelry
—there are ltank cluks and book-
lkeepers in insurance companics and
large metsantile hovses. The pulees
of lifo are aguin quickened, nnd onee
mare the streets ave filled with a
secthing, human tide,

Admost in the middle of the eity,
the Chinese aund Iialians have their

At the fivst glanece 1t seems that these
people Ied the most miserabile of lives,
the tensigehits iv which they live are
oid .and i‘h%naus, the walls and ecil-
ings being broken aud divty ; filth in-
conceivabie is every where; the cel-
lars are full of rags, wusto paper,
broken scrapa of iron, and all the
debris of a great city. Daring the
day it is comparatively guiet, but at
night activity is every where.

A few
years ago thess streot stinds were ull
in possession of the Frish; bnt by hinok
ar by crook tho Itsliana have iootad |
them ati ont, and are pow i posses-
sion of the entire eity. The business
musf be a profitable oue, for an old
Ivish woman died in New York about
w year ago, who fir wore than a gnar-
ter of a ceotury kept an apple-staod
on the corner of Fulten and Nassau
streets.  Rain ovshine, winter or sum-
mur, the old woman was always al
Lior post, and when she died, she left
an estate worth 250,000, The Italians
have got all that business now.  They
also monepolize all the hand-organs
in the city. They are not a desirable
class of eitizens. There miay be, anid
doubtless nre, honorable exceptions,
Lut the great body of them are filthy,
wurderous brutes, having the lowest
and basest of humau passions, drink-

There are but
few missing handkerchiefa or aucks,
while the shirts, insteud of retnrning
like battle: flags that haid been throngh
the great rebellion, have a decent,
liome-like appearanee, and are white
a8 Lhe driveu snow.  The Freueh col-
ony lies apart by iteelf, and has little
or no copnnunication or affinity with
tlic Germans or Ftalians.  As a genetal
thing they ate the Germnans with a
good, hearty, solid and entturing hale,
Thiey do vot driok the suue drinks
or ent the same food, or patrovize the
spme amusements, ot have auy thing
in gommun with their neiglibors.
