SCIENTIFIC MISCELLANY.

—It was estimated in a recent lectare
that sixty tons of soot are daily seut into
the air by the chimneys of S8heffiald. The
opinion is rapidly gaining gronnd in
England that tle way to aveid smoke is

to burn the solid and gaseous sonstito-
cnts of the fuel separately.

~—The iargest library of the world, at
Paris, contains many a curious and in-
teresting work, Among them may be
fornd a Chinese ehart of the heavens,
made wbont 600 years B. ¢, In this chark
1450 stars are correctly inserted, na cor-
roborated by the observations of modern
astronomers,

~-It hiaa been fonnd by seversl micro-
scopista that the causs of whooping
congh is apecnliar fangoid growth, which
first germinates nnder the tongue and
theu pervades the afr passagea. Quinine
is found to be & very valualls antidote
by virtuo of its well-established power to
destroy microscopic vegetable organisma.

—A vatchmaker at Copenhagen is re-
purted to have made & wateh which re-
quires no winding up, inasmuch as it
perfurms that work itsclf by meaus of an
electric enrrent. An electro-magnet fixed
insida the wateh keeps the spring per-
petually in a state of temsion. To keep
the wateh in running order all that is
neeasaary is to preserve the battery in
proper working condition, for which pur-
pose one or two spections a yedr are
suid to snffice,

—Nenr Herenlancum the ruins of &
once magnificont bathing establishment
have lately’ybeen discovered by Prof.
Guiseppe Novi, The remains were found
under a layer of more than thirty feet of
asLes and lava, and are said to eclipse
all previous discoverios of a similiar na-
tnre both in Herenlaneum and Pompeii.
The fountaing and tauks are made of
oriental marble and adorned with scnlp-
tures, the foors are of colored glass mo-
saic, while the walls of the wvarious
brildings are elezantly ornamented with
paintiigs and stueco-work.

=-Dwellings which hnf@mmnineﬂl
empty may become fever ders when
reoccupied. It is asserted by an English
sanitarien that typhoid, dipbtheritic snd
zymotic affections have been found to
arise under these circumstances. The
canse is supposed to lie in the disuse of
cisterns, pipes and drains, putrefactive
provesses going on in the impure air they
eontain, while this foul air graduvally
permeates the entire house. Persons
moving from the city to their conntry
homes for the swmmer should see that
the drains and pipes are in perfect order,
that the cellars and cisterns are clearedl
of rubbish, and the whole house thor-
cughly aired bofore being ocenpicd. Car-
bolic acid freely used in the ccllar is &
cheap and effective disinfectaut.

—Among the petrolenm springs of Ba-
ku, on the western sliore of the Caspian,
is one communieating with the sea,
which prodices at times s very striking
phenomenon. The fleating oil that cov-
crs the surfuce of the sea is froquently
igmited by aeccidant, turning the smooth
water into a veritable lake of fire. The
most famons of these conflagrations—toe
which the supersiition of the natives
gave the name of * Shaitann Noor,” or
Devil's Light—otenrred in 1£72, It broke
oub in the middle of the night, and was
declared by o Russian naval officer, who
witnessed it from the deck of a gunboat.
to be the most remarkable speetacle he
had ever seen.  Thesheet of flame waved
to and fro in the wind like a flag, light-
ing np sea and shore for miles, and throw-

Schwat-
ka, the Aretic explorer, makes these in-
teresting comments: “ The generally
received opinion that the Arctic winter,
especially tn the bigher latitudes, is a
Iong, dreary oue of perfect opaqne dark-
ness, i3 not atrictly correct. In latitude 23
degrees 20 minntes X, the Lighest point
ever reached by man, there are 4 hours
and 42 minutes of twilight on December
22, the shortest day in the year in the
Northern  Hemisphers. In latitnde H2
degroes 27 minutes N, the Lighest point
where white men Lave wintered, there
are b hours and 2 minutes in the shortest
day, and 328 geographival miles from
that point inuss yet be attained Lefore
the true Platonie zone, or that ous in
which there ia no twilight whatever,
even upon the shortest day of the year,
can be aaid to have been enterad by
man. The North Pole itself is only
ahronded in perfect blackness from No-
vember 13, to January 20, a period of 77
dags. Snpposing the sun has set (sap-
posing also a cirenmpolar sea ar Lody of
water inlimited to vision) on Beptember
24, not to rise until Mareh 13, fur that
