Teachers Needed-A Parish Su-
perintendent Suggested.

The friends of edscation in Ascension

parish ought to be doing something in
its behalf. What are they doing 1 Prac-
tically nothing. That is the only answer
which can be given, and it is a sad one.
It is very depressing to any one who has
seen the success of the public school sys-

temn in other States, to compare it with
our own. If I mistake not, there is a suf-
ficient amountt of money in the ha.1ds of
the Parish Treasurer which, with the
State appropriation, will sustain our
schools from the 1st March, 1881, until
the 1st .lanuary, 18'2.

If this be the case, will these schools
be reopened!I The sooner the better.
Why can not the School Board meet at
once, and malike arrangements for a sue-

cessful school year I If they will not act,
let this matter le agitated, and other
tmen io appointed who will do their
ditty zealously for our youth, too many
of whom are growing uip in abject ignor-

aitee.
One of the great needs, perhaps the

greatest, is an etlieient corps of teachers.
Good teachers can not be ohtained with-
out they are paid living salaries; would
it not be well for the School Board to
secure is few godl principal teachers, at
double the salaries which they have been
paying, and let each principal teacher
have one or more asuistants, at less ex-

pense, according to the nutttber of edu-

cable children in his wanrd I Here a'td
there, also, some pupils will be found far
enough adlvnced to assist in teaching
the primary classes. If there is nott a
sttflicient lmount of money to carry out
this plan, I do not doubt that if the
Bioard were to state the facts plainily to
the parents of the children taught in the
public schools, they would be willing to
contribute a small amonit each month
to make tip a good salary tfr the princi-

pal teachers. At any rate something
ought to be done, and at once.

If the Board can get an intelligent
man who will visit the schools once
every three or four months without

compensation, except actual traveling

expenses, it would be well to appoint

him Parish Superintendent or Inspector
of Shoots for one year. I hope you will
agitate this matter of our public schools
and continue to agitate it until some-
