MYDEAR FIOY :

I wonder how many times you have

been stigmatized as poi0son8 d'Avril this

'unorning, already ? Incredulity shllould

be sedulously cultivated upon the fable

bringing first of April, and I am resolved

not to wear my true colors to-day, which,
,like your-owa, are a steadfiast faith and

gentle trust in those around us. That

inuquestioning belief has already suffered

a severe shock carly this morning, and it

behooves ume to enshroud myself for the

remainder of the day in a veil of icy

composure and disdain of the thrilling

tales the mischievous proclivities which

the day encourages and develops, that

nothing shall produce a startling effect.

Now, my dear, I am not going to join

the van that coinmmemlorates the day, and
write yon that to which you can not un-

reservedly give credence. Wghat I shall

tell you is strictly veracious, and you

must not turn a deaf car.
The two great events of the week were

the meeting of our prominent divines for

the purpose of conferring upon the most

cffi:ctual way of keeping holy the Sab-
bath day, and the "Commencement Ex-

ercises" of the young M. D.'s The

disregard and violation of the Sabbath

in this community has long been pro-

verbial, and thoughtful people while

deploring this state of affairs seemed at

a loss to infuse into the minds of the

masses a sense of the importance, nay,
lnecessity of a more sacred observance of

the Lord's Day. Finally, our ministers

of the christian denominations, and even

the large-hearted, high-minded Rabbi

Mr. Gutheimn, held a conference last Mon-

dtay (at which were present several prom-

inent laymen), and organized a Sabbath
league for the defense and encourage-

ment of the better observance of the day.
That the ineed is widely felt no one can
doubt who obtains a true insight into the
approved method of spending Sunday
here in this christian city of New Orleans.
Surely, it should make us blush for our
own when visitors have declared that
they would not locate in this city, nor
invest their money here because the
Sabbath is so disregarded. No one can
visit the churches and not be struck
with the sparse attendance at most of
'them; and apart from the spirit of wor-
ship which should animate us all, one
can but wonder that such men as Dr.
Thompson anmd Dr. Palmer do not always
attract vast crowds by force of their
mighty pulpit power. Have our people
not, even "itching ears? " Alittle leaven
leaveneth the whole mass, and in like
manner may the moral force and suasion

of these representative men, permeate
the land and engender a strong souti-
w uoentinn favor of the sanctity of this one

overflowing with the beauty and fLshion
of New Orleans, on Wednesday, to wit-
Jiess thie gradiuation of sixty-four disci-
ples of Esculapius. Without wishing to
be hyper-critical, I can not but doubt.
the efficiency or umany of these young
physicians to bring healing to the sick
and suffering. As Voltaire pithily said:

they pour drugs about of which they
know uint little into stomachs of which
they know less," and empiricisim is not
appreciated by the suffering humanlity
any more than crudity or incompetency.

A physician of standing in this city
related to us not long ago a series of ad-

'ventures and failures which character-
ized the beginning of his practice; how
impossible lie felt it to be for him to pre-
scribe any thing for his first patient;
how utterly bewildered and nonplussed
lie was and how at last in sheer despera-
tion he wrote down in conscious igno-
rance, "Dover's powders," which he was
sure would not kill if they could not

0cure! The patient rapidly convalesced
under his failure of treatment, which
attests tile recuperative energies of na-
ture, and not his skill. After years of
careful study and continuous practice,
lie lhas a strong consciousness of his own
power and can afford to laugh at tie ap-
prenticehood of his great work and the
blunders which he as a tyro commnitted.

It hlts been said that no doctor ever
attains a high eminence until he lis
filled a graveyard! Is inot that a start-
ling t hoiught? And does it not deter one
'front pinning one's faith to many who
boast of their gift of healing? But I
fear the young physicians who bore their
diploltnas so triumphantly aw; y, the
olher day, would pronounce nue almost
insano for speculating upon their ac-
quired knowledge. Not until their learn-
iiig is actually put to the test will they
realize fully the difficulty of making a
successfill application of it.

Dr. Chailld's address upon hygiene was
excellent, andl marked with his ready
'thought and vigorous expression. Edith
did not attend the exercises, and declared

'hie regretted it very much afterwards
:whten she heard that her great hero,
Cl:arles Kingsley, had been quoted and
'eulogized by the doctor. Who that has
eveu read ,he "Memuoirs" of this grand
preacher, poet, philanthropist and au-
thor, without loving him as a warm per-
soinal friend-one upon whom we can
lean anl d rest, even though we never
heald the tones of his voice nor stood
before him face to face. And he, as Dr.
Chailld observed, teaching out of the
fullness of a great heart and broadiy-cul-
Stured mind, was misunderstood for years
by one factioll of tile churchl and accused
'f plmpaga:tinga "mnscularChrisiiauita "'
c:lecause lie sought to eradicate insanitary

covils and eneourage all hIealthful diver-
ints and exelrcises, preaehinig uponl theitii
in the pulpit. Mis•t iae ;o") tipori sio no
will :Iutvllane the cause of Christialtnityi
.ry Ipo"tlfitlly and give us cheerful
'.:'r's and tfllowcrs of Truth and DuUty.

None but thle enpeptic persons can be

really good natored ald light-bringing,
and as Sidney Smith very wisely said:

"Many complain of a serious disposition

when there is in truth a serious indispo-

sition." So let us keep the physical laws

that circumscribe and govern our animal

lives as infiolate as those that direct the

moral and spiritual realm, for thus, only,
can we serve God acceptably. The law

of hygiene should be diligently studied,

and ttle truth that Dr. Chaill6 advanced,

that though disease can not be cnredex-

cept to a limited extent, it can be pre-
vented in an almost unlimited degree-
devoutly accepted and acted upon.

Is it not strange how impossible it is

for us to fuilly appreciate and sympathize

with -another's joys or sorrows unless

they touch us at the time, or at some

period ot our lives 7 The tide of human

feeling rues low until a kindred experi-
ence or seutiment stirs and sets it surging

up to the beach of universal fellowship.

Always the measure of our sympathy

and tender realizing pity for others, is

the measure of our own joy or sorrow,

pleasure or pain, gain or loss. We feel

for the suffelrings of thuose around us just
in proportion as we ourselves have eu-

dured and experienced a like disappoint-
ment. The answering needs and wants
of our own hearts alone lill us with a

sympathizing senouse of some other's

yearnings and desires.

Now, Florrie, we in our pleasant homes

warmed by the light of plenty and peace,

and resting in the full enjoyment of the

amenities of social life, can only imper-

fectly comprehend the utter desolation

and destruction which the flood-gates of

the Mississippi have poured out upon the

fair Southland that erstwhile presented

so beauteous and smiling an aspect. We

read the heart-rending telegranms and ac-

conlus in the daily papers, and think we

feel very sorry for the sufferers; but do
we at all understand the depth and ex-
tent of loss and misery which the flood

has entailed upon myriadsof follow-men I
AIr. Natily describes the condition at

Morgan City very graphically. Though

he shares the conmmon loss and has suf-

In a recent address in justification of

compulsory vaccination, Dr. W. B. Car-
penter, the eminent British physiologist,
presented some interesting statistics

showing the decrease of small pox in

Great Britain with the adoption of

modern protective measures. From 1660

to the comnmencement of the present

century the average annual number of

deaths from small pox was upwards of

4000 for each million of inhabitants.

For the decado 1801-10-the yearly small

pox mortality was 2040 per million in-
babitants. In 1831-35 it had fallen to

830. In 1810 tneans for vaccination were

provided by the government, and the

annual rate fell to 400 per million. Then

came compulsory vaccination in 1833,

and in the decade 1851-60 there were

each year but 278 deaths from small pox

in each million inhabitants. In 1861-70

the number was 276. In 1871-80 the rate

was greatly increased, but the circnmn-

stances were so decidedly exceptional

that these years can aftord no basis for

an argument against vaccination.
