A Vienna chemist hns made a new
glage, which seems fo bean interesting
production. Tts composition is not given,
but it is sal to contain neither silex,
potash, seda, lime, nor borax. It is per-
fuctly clear anid transparent, snd cun be
cuk and polished, while it is reported to
e more brilliant in appearance than the
common erystal. It ia completely in-
solnble in water, and is not-effeetad by
finorie acid, bt Lydrochlorie aud nitric
acids corrode it.  When fused it adheres
to iron, Lronze and zine, and.wonld prob-
ably form a valuable proteetive conting
for those metals.

Lockyer's suppodition ithat part or ali
of 1he so-called chemical elements nre
really compomul bodiea is based upon
apectroseopic observations of the sun nuii
stars. It appears that the supposed
hottest wtars—8iring, for instauce—give
speeten showing only very thick hydro-
gen lines and a very fow thin metallic
linew charscteristio of clemsnts of low
atomic weight ; while the eooler stars,
like onr sun, indicate by their spectra a
mueh Lirger uumbet of metallic eloments,
bot none of a non-metallic charncter;
aml the cooless stara aifnd evidence of
compounis of motdllic with non-metallic
elements. Theso observations sare very
simply explained by considering that, as
the telwperntnro inereases, the componnds
are firat broken up into the constituents
which we lave® Leon secustomed fo
regard as their clements, sl that these
subslances then undurge decomposition
into lighter eclomenty,

In ‘;ha white sand of the Ergent Monn-
taing at Sareptn, Asiatie Russia, are
fonnd some eurions sfones, They bhuve
rowid, ecylindviead wml  burges-shadped
forme, aml ronge in size from Ilumps
smaller than walnuta to wnsses of more
than fourteen inches in length and from
two to seven inehes in thickness, Each |
of the eylindrical etones—whiel are of-
ten forked gd rouvt-tke in appearance—
ia fownil to contais a bronn kernel with
@ white sput in the centre.  These singu-
lur formations bave perplexed many
persons, inclnding Alexander von Hum-
Loldf, who, whils declaring the stones
to be of reeent date, could not explain
their erigin. Alex, Becker now believes
that he can with cortsinty assert that
they kave been prodoced around the
roots of plants containing milky juice.
Several such plants grow aboudantly in
the white sand.
