Deputy Sheriff and Tax Collector for this
parish, has returned from a visit to New
Orleans and Baton Rouge, having gone to
the former city to collect sundry drafts
and checks and to the latter to make his
settlement with the Auditor for the collec-
tions of taxes and licenses during the last
quarter of 1882 and the first quarter of 1883.

STEAM COTTON GIN.-Mr. Horace Thomp-
kins of the seventh ward paid us a visit last

week and we were pleased to learn from
him that crop prospects in that neighbor-
hood are satisfactory and that the health of
the community is quite good. Another
item of interest to the New River people
which we obtained from our visitor is the

Sprospective establishment by Messrs. A. M.
Guidry and Thompkins of a steam cotton
ginnery at Mr. Guedry's place, which will
be in running order in time to begin opera-
tions with the opening of the cotton pick-
ing season this fall. By means of their new
and improved apparatus, Messrs. Guedry &
Thompkins will be able to do better, faster
and cheaper ginning than can be done with-
out steam power, and there is little doubt
that the bulk of the cotton crop raised in
the New River section of our parish will be
prepared for market at their establishment.
We heartily wish these enterprising gentle-
men a full measure of success in their ven-
ture.

It gives us pleasure to state, upon infor-
mation received, that the Church Wardens
have removed their fastenings from the
large gates at the foot of Iberville street,
thus allowing Father Ceuppens free ingress
and egress with his horse and buggy. This
commendable action was superinduced by
the consideration that the priest ought to
be always able to respond at any moment
to the call of the sick, and that no differ-
ences of opinion upon other matters should
be allowed to interfere with this privilege..
The exercise of more of this spirit of mod-
eration and justice displayed by the Board
of Wardens in this instance would doubt-
less soon bring about an amicable adjust-
ment of the pending dispute concerning
the temporal affairs of the church, particu-
larly as it is now apparent that no settle-
ment can be effected through legal chan-
nels until next year unless one of the con-
tending parties abandons its present posi-
tion.

We had the pleasure of examining re
cently a map of Donaldsonville which we
believe to be the largest, best and most
complete in existence. The map was made
by our venerable friend Mr. Aimb Berce-
geay, an experienced and accomplished
draughtsman, and is the result of assiduous
and prolonged labor, comprising a careful
investigation of the public records in the
Clerk and Recorder's office to ascertain the
measurement and ownership of the legion
of lots and tracts of which the town is com-
posed. The original dimensions of the
town and the tracts that have from time to
time been added thereto are contradistin-
guished by different colors, and the names
of owners of property, of streets, squares,
churches, etc., are very neatly and plainly
marked. This admirable map ought to be
purchased either by the town or parish and
deposited in the Court-House, as it would
prove of great advantage in facilitating
transfers of property, making up assess-
ment rolls and determining measurements
and boundaries.

A friend from the upper portion of the
parish, left bank df the river, informs us
that Messrs. Crossley & Sons are about to
erect an additional mill on their Southwood
plantation, with a view to grinding the
crop of the adjoining Riverside place at
Southwood the coming season. The project,
as reported to us, is to have two five-roller
mills; to transport the cane from Riverside
by tramway, and to do all the work of ex-
tracting the cane juice and converting it
into sugar at the Southwood sugar-house.
It has been suggested to us that this plan
will not be advantageous to the Riverside
place, as it will tend to demoralize its labor
and lead the hands to seek employment
elsewhere during the grinding season. and
that a better and cheaper method would
have been to grind the cane and boil the
juice at Riverside, then force it over to the
Southwood sugar-house in pipes for granu-
lation. The presumption is, however, that
the Messrs. Crossley are not proceeding
without due consideration of the relative
cost and advantages of the proposed plan,
and that it may possess points of desira-
bility that might be overlooked by the
casual and inexperienced observer.
