A Briefketh of MWis .Ii..
From Our Washington Correspondent.

In our- last week's issue we gave a por.
trait of t-Tyoungest member of Congress,
and as t-asequel,we give this week an ex-
eellent-Iikess of the oldest member of the
House, the Hon. William D. Kelley of
Philadelphia.

Mr. Kelley was born at Philadelphia,
April 12, 1814, and is /therefore nearly
seventy years of age. He received a very
thorough English education and began life
as a proof-reader in a printing office in his
native city. After a few years' servicee in
this capacity he became an apprentice in a
jewelry establishment. Having learned the
trade he removed to Bostozn where he
worked five years as a journeyman jeweler;
he then returned to Philadelphia and began
the study of lawand in the course of time
entered the profession, also devoting him-
self to various literary purseite.

Mr. Kelley was twice elected Prosecuting
Attorney of the city and county of Phila-
delphia, and served•fourteenyears as Judge
of the Court of Common Pleas of that city;
was a delegate to, the National Republican
Conventionaat Chicago in .1860, and one of
Lincoln's heartiest supporters. He became
the Republican candidate for the Thirty-
seventh Congress and was elected, and has
been returned.oonsecutively. avery term
since his frstrelection, by an average ma-
jority of ten thousand over his Democratic
opponent. -

Mr. Kelley has been and still is a con-epicuous figure in our National Legislature,
his utlerances commanding; aprestige con-
sistent with his long se~ice. and varied
experience in publie lihfe. His greatest
ambition is toeontinue jduring life in his
