New Year Notes-AIDebt Burdened City-
The Rulers of Gothamn - The Bartholdi
Pedestal Fund-Operatic aud Theatrical
Matters-The Villard Failure.

NEw YORK, January 7, 1884.
EDIToR CHmIP:

So here we are fairly ;launched on an-
other year, and for a starter I can't say
that the prospect is altogether pleasant.
There has not been a more wretched, mis-
erable day since we heard the New Year's
chime of 1884. A cold, drizzling rain sent
a chill to the hearts of the most energetic
callers, and drove the people from the
staeets. The saloons did a land-office busi-
ness in hot whiskies and egg nogg, and all
the temperance evangelists in the world
could not persuade the people that pouring
down whiskey was not the proper way to
celebrate New Year's Day. Baskets hung
out everywhere to notify the hungry
trampers that the occupants of the house
were not receiving; but here and there a
hospitable door was open, and those who
braved the storm were welcomed whether
they were known or not. The sudden and
somewhat unexpected collapse of Mr. Vil-
lard has been the sensation of the street.
Ninety days ago he was piloting lords and
dukes-and dudes-to Fairy Land over the
Northern Pacific. Thousands were howl-
ing themselves hoarse for the brilliant and
eloquent and wonderful young financier,
who, like Midas of old, had turned every-
thing he touched into gold. It has been a
terrible shock to the street, and, as far as I
can learn, there are not many who have
any reason to rejoice. It is rumored that
Henry Clews made a plum, but you can't
believe all you hear on the skeet. It is not
so very long since Mr. Clews himself went
by the board, and his paper on 'Change
was worth about two cents a pound; but,
by grip and perseverance, it is said that; he
has won fortune again. If he has, he is an-
other illustration of the truth of that
homely old adage, "He wins who waits."

Our outlook in the city is not as pleasant
as we could wish. The Board of Estimate
has figured our expenses at thirty-five mil-
lions and a quarter of dollars, or at the rate
of about thirty-three and a half dollars a
head for every man, woman and child in
the city. If the expenses of the general
Government were equal to the ratio of ex-
pense of the city of New York, they would I
reach, in round'numbers, from sixteen to
seventeen hundred millions of dollars. The
question with our city officials is not to see
how little they can get along with, but how
much the city will stand. The budget was
cut-down a little over a million, but the
startling fact still remains that the budget
of 1884 is nearly three millions and a half
more than it was in 1883. Notwithstand-
ing its immense revenues gathered from
year to year, the robbers who control our
public affairs have involved the city over
one hundred million dollars, the interest %
on the city debt figuring in the budget at e
eight millions and ninety-three thousand
dollars. This, at the present rate of inter-
est on Government bends, would represent I
a debt of nearly two hundred and seventy
millions of dollars. Verily, verily, we are "
very much in the situation of the unfortu- I
nate gentleman who went down to Jericho I
and fell among thieves. What do they do a
with all the money? Well, I don't know c
that I can tell you what they do with all of
it, but I can account for a part. a

Take a walk any fine day through the 1
Park; take a court day or some day when d
the Board of Aldermen is in session. If it f
were not for their dress and their dia-
monds, you might imagine that Sing Sing
or Auburn had been emptied. Hands that
have figured in slugging matches and ocracking bank safes are finely gloved or
blazing with diamond rings; noses that h

have been broken in the P. R. are hidden g
behind imperial Havana cigars, and backs i
that still bear the marks of the lash for the I b

infraction of State's prison rules are con-
cealed beneath seal-skii coats or covered
by the richest fur beavers. They sow not,
neither do they spin; yet, verily, I say unto
you, Solomon in all his glory was not ar-
rayed like unto them. You will find them
at night in the gambling hells and in the
drinking saloons, and tin the day, on the
race-course, if there happens to be a race,
or sporting their magnificent persons along
Broadway, ogling every woman they pass,
and no doubt speculating at the same time
how they could knock her down with a
sand-bag and rob her of her 'diamond ear-
rings. Who are they? Well, they are the
henchmen of the Aldermen and the leading
politicians in control of our unfortunate
city; theycan stuff a ballot-box, or steal it,
if necessary; they can make one disfran-
chised criminal or one naturalized foreign-
er do the work of a dozen citizens at the
polls, and hence their services are always
in demand. This is the secret why prize-
fighting-the most brutal amusement
known to mankind-has now become a
regular pastime in our city. There are
dozens of places where you can go; every
night, and, for ten or twenty-five cents, you
can see one brute knock another out with-
out interference by the police. Every few
days the enterprising World, the moral
Times and the indifferently moral "Herald
devote half a column of their valuable
space to the disgusting details of a dog
fight or a cock fight. Can the first of
American journals find nothing better to
lay before their readers than this? Thanks
to their unholy enterprise they have given a I
prominence to, the criminal classes of
which any well regulated community
should be ashamed,jand which has kept
these murderous thugs cheek by jowl with
the rulers of the city.

It is a pleasant thing, however, to 'turn
from the contemplation of this disagreea-
ble subject to the financial result of the
Loan Exhibition in aid of the Bartholdi
Pedestal Fund. Fifteen thousand dollars
is the net result; not bad for a beginning.
The Academy of Design was an unfortu-
nate selection. As a resort it has never
had the favor of the masses-that is to say,
they did not know it. Then the disagree-
ment with the Academy committee about
the Sunday opening prevented an exten-
sion of the lease. It could have been kept
open a month or two longer, and the re-
ceipts would have netted at least $30,000.

Col. Mapleson of Her Majesty's Opera is
hack with Patti, the divine, and wonder of
wonders, Nicolini, Madame Patti's next
friend, who has been under a cloud with
our opera people since his arrival, scored a
veritable triumph in "Aida."

Edwin Booth's star is on the wane. Peo-
ple say, "Very fine," "Very good," but they
don't go to see him. He is a good actor,
but he is not, and never vas, a great actor
-correct in everything. He never had the
inspiration that distinguished his father
and took an audience by storm. He.never
has had the courage to surround himself
with first-class actors, and when in one or
two instances he was forced into the exper-
iment, he has always had occasion to re-
gret it. To Henry Irving's honor be it
said, whatever the critics may think of his
individual acting, that he has never shrunk
from Artistic comparison with the best
actors that England or America afforded,
and has always filled his own theatre in
London with the most talented artists
money could secure. Mr. Booth never did
this, as manager or actor, and the company
supporting him to-day is the very worst in
the city-hence his comparative failure at
the Star Theatre.

The comedy at Wallack's, "The American
Wife, " is a dismal failure. We may be ex-
ceedingly sorry thatit is so, but the hard fact
stares us in the face that all of our pro-
nounced successes on the stage come from
the other side of the water. We have the
actors and actresses, but the dramatic au-
thors are yet to come. Opr foremost pul-
pits in the city are filled by foreigners, like
Dr. Collier and Dr. Hall, and if you want
the native article with any degree of ex-cellence you have to cross the Bridge to our
sister city of Brooklyn. There you will

Senator Dwight M. Sabin.
CHAIRMAN OF THE REPUBLICAN

NATIONAL COMMITTEE.

Another Man Who May be Struck by Pres-
idential Lightning.

From Our Washington Correspondent.

Dwight May Sabin came into this world
April 25, 1843, at Manlius, Lasalle county,
Illinois, and not in Connecticut as many
papers have stated. His father was a far-
mer on a large scale in Illinois when
Dwight was born, and the son grew up on
the farm, a hard worker during the crop
seasons and a close student at the country
school during the winter months. He was
not satisfied with the range of studies
taught, and devoted his evenings at home to
the mastery'of the higher branches of math-
ematics and civil engineering. After his
father's death the son located in Stillwater,
Minnesota, in 1867, he then being about 25
years of age. He began dealing in lumber
on limited scale and capital, but so suc-
cessful was the venture that his business
gradually increased and grew to large pro-portions, so that at the present time, after

fifteen years, he is doing a business of over
$10,000,000 annually. Besides being the
owner of a large number of mills in the
pineries, he is the heaviest stockholder in

the Northwestern Car Company of his State
and enjoys an annual income from the
profits of his various enterprises of nearly
;2.500.000.

Mr. Sabin in :early life became iden-
tified with politics in Minnesota, and was
elected a representative three terms to the
State Legislature and two terms to the
State Senate.

He has been for several years a member
of the Republican National Committee for
Minnesota, and was also a delegate to
the Republican National Conventions of
1872, 1876, and 1880 respectively. He was
elected chairman of the Republican Na-
tional Committee Dec. 12, 1883, by a unani-
mous vote, and since that honor has been
conferred, Mr. Sabin's availability as a can-
didate for the nomination for the Pres-
idency at the convention in Chigago next
June is being advocated by a large number
of papers.

Mr. Sabin was elected to the United
States Senate to succeed William Windom,
and took his seat March 3, 1883, his term
expiring March 4, 1889. Hejis a little over
40 years of age, and reputed to be worth
$10,000,000..

The funniest
sight qf all was a mule dressed np with his
legs incased in white frilled pantalettes,
mounted by a gay troubadour. The suits
of some of the captains were very elegant,
made of satin and plush and embroidered
with gold lace, costing $800 or $400. The
outfits of some of the clubs coqt $2000. It
was all like Mardi Gras in New Orleans
without the method and artistic arrange-
ment. With shouts, whistles, beating of
drums and music by the bands, the merry
maskers, followed by thousands of people.
paraded the streets until midnight, when
they gathered around Independence Hall
to hear the bells ring out the dying year of
18838 and ring in 1884. As the clock struck
12, the crowd, fully 5000 strong, shouted
and danced as if mad-delighted at the ad-
vent of the new year. When the twelve
strokes had sounded for the hour, 108 were
given for the year of independence, and
then, one, eight, eight, four, for the new
year.

The parade wound up with refreshments
and a jolly-go-home, so that it was not un-
til the wee short hours of the morn that
quiet prevailed and down-town residents
were able to sleep.

In the upper part of the city away from
the deafening and discordant noises it was
soul-cheering to hear the lovely chimes of
Holy Trinity and St. Mark's ringing out
"Home, Sweet Home," "The Last Rose of
Summer," "Bonnie Blue Bells of Scotland"
and dear old "Antioch."

In some of the churches devotional ser-
vices were held to usher in the new year.
At St. Clement's Church the services were
very impressive. A few moments before
12 o'clock Father Converse exhorted the
congregation to ask pardon for the sins ofthe old year and pray for help that the
pages of the new year might be kept clean
and spotless. Then all knelt in silent
prayer until the new year had fairly set in.

In retrospecting the dead years, there is
nothing sadder than the contemplation of
the Coroner's listof unknown dead. Noth-
ing speaks more pointedly of the utter
wretchedness which falls to the lot of many
of the human family. In 1888 110 persons,
old and young, died with "none so poor to
do them reverence," or so much as tell
their names. Seventy of this number were
infants who died from exposure and star-
vation. The remainderwere white males-
strange to say, not a woman among them.
The Coroner's inquests during the year
were 1775. Of this number 100 were sui-
cides, 110 accidents by steam car railroads,
eighteen by horse oar railroads and eigh-
teen by sunstroke. The majority of the re-
mainder from natural causes.

The police made 45,000 arrests during the
year, and of these 25,000 were classed as in-toxicated. Drunkenness, you see, is the
great trouble. A fine of $3 50 and twenty-
four hours in prison is the penalty, but it
is no preventive. If the prisons are
crowded-and they generally are-the
drunkards are turned out in two or three
hours. Oftentimes they are reckless
enough to get drunk with large sums of
money about them. Not long ago a poor
fellow was picked up dead drunk in the
vilest part of the city. He, had just come
into possession of a nice property by the
death of a relative and had $1000 on
his person. Of course as soon as he was
out of prison he enacted the same roll
again.

Theball season has fairly set in and ther society people will be in a whirl until Lent
admonishes them to stop.
