Hosaran a Mu waa--A AMla Beheaded by
a "W'oran.-Intelligence reaced us yes-
terday of a revolting murder committed on
the plantation of Mr. Robert Maurin, in
Bruley Maurin, Assumption parish, last
Wednesday evening, and if the details
which we have received are correct, the
crime deserves to be classed as one of' the
most bloodthirsty deeds ever peirpetrated
in this section. William Demion, a colored
.an. working on the Maurin place, had a

q•arrel with Marcia Williams, the womnan
who passes for his wife, while the couple
were visiting some house in the neighbor-
hood, and threatened to chastise her. Upon
their return home the quarrel was renewed,
and while Williai was seated *at the table
eating, the woman approached him from
behind and struck him oil the head with ain
ax, following hip the blow repeatedly, until
the victim's head was completely severed
from his body. The crime was not made
known until next morning, when the man-
tger of the place went to Demon's cabin to
ascertain why he had not turned out to
work. The murderess declared that the
man was still asleep and must not be
awakened, but the manager insisted upon
enterijng the house. Finding' the bed
empty, he called an old colored gardener to
asist him in searching the premises, and
together they found the decapitated body
of Demon lyingfin a pool of blood. The
.woman was placed tinder arrest andis now

confined in the Napoleonville jail. So far
from' attempfing a denial of the murder,
she freely acknowledges it, and says she
Would not hesitate to do it again Under the
same circumstances. The ax she used is in
the possession of the authorities and will
be produced in'evidence when the case is
brodght to trial. We shall take steps to
ascertain whether the foregoing statement
of the affair is correct, and will report the
result of the inquiry in next week's CHEr.

This im-
pediment is nbw removed, and the settlers
are free'to ob•in patents from 'the State
which will' settt:rest all further approhen-
sioni concerning the ownership of the lands
they occupy.

We cannot doubt that the decrees of the
Supreme Court in these cases will speedily
becoie final,'es we believe them to be
foanded on good law and based on hound
principles of justice and equity that will not
be disttrbed should a rehearing of the suits
be applie'd for. Thp belief we have all
along expressed thai the ultimate disposi-
tion of this contest would be favorable to
the'actual settlers on the lands has been
verified, and the.CHIEF most sincerely and
heartily congratulates the people of the
seventh and eights wards upon- the out-
come of a confroversy that' has been a
source of vexation anduanxiety~to them and
their forefathers for more than three-
quarters f' a century.

OREVASSES.
An old and defective rice flume caused a

break in the levee at 3 o'clock yesterday
morning at the Davis plantation, St.
Charles parish, near I)avis station on the
Texas and Pacific railroad, and when this
moring's pasenger train from the city
came -by, the break was thirty-five feet
wide, with an estimated depth of twenty
feet in the centre where the water rapidly
cut the earth away along the course of the
old flume.-'Measures were taken to protect
the ends of the. broken levee and prevent
further widening of the breach pending the
arrival of workmen and materials with
which to begin the work of closing the cre-
vasse. The morning train 'succeeded in
passing up safely but by evening the
track was covered to such a depth as to
cause a suspension of travel.

A break of-thirty feet occurred at day-
light yesterday morning in the Flathers
levee, six miles below,Algiers, on the right
bank of the river, but a large force of men

was put to work on it at once and it is
probable that the crevasse has been closeda by this time.

There is also a break thirty feet wide on
the left bank of Bayou Lafourche 'two

miles above Thibodaux, and a still larger
e crevasse near Lockport. So far as heard

The report of the committee on resolu-
tions and address was received and adopted.
The platform is, thus briefly summarized
by the city press:
1. We reaffirm the principles opted by the

Republican National convention of 1880, and we
invite the cooperation of all the political ele-
ments which favor protection to home indus-
tries and material aid in the maintenance of the
Mississlppi levees.

9. No favoritism or prejudice in legislation

for or against any religion or creed, consistent
with the public morals.

10. Education should be encouraged both by
the Nation and the State.

11. The rights of the colored people should
be respected.

The committee reported favorably on
resolutions indorsing the State debt amend-
ment to the constitution, indorsing the ad-
ministration of President Arthur, and pro-
viding for the appointment of five commis-
sioners by the State com;nittee to proceed
to the parishes where there are rRepublican
divisions and report which factiops are
entitled to recognition.

Mr. Stevenson was escorted to the plat-
form amid hearty applause and addressed
the convention briefly, but in well chosen
terms, accepting the nomination without
reservation, thanking the delegates for the
honor and declaring his readiness to take
off his coat and go to work for the success
of the ticket, with a view to forwarding the
agricultural and manufacturing interests
of the State. The convention then ad-
journed.
