In
the frantic haste to atop the rush of water
which is the first iinpulse of those unac-
customed to the proper manner of proceed-
ing in such emergencies, muoch time snd
labor were wasted. Stakes were driven
and beforo secncely braced, planks and
savks of dirt were placed against them, and
conseqrently a portion of the work gave
way, but a few experienced men finally as-
sumed control of the operations, directing
them to & socoessful conclusion. By 10
o'clock Monday mornibg the finishing
touches were given and the levee was once
mare water tight and pecure. Messrs, Ber-

all the spades, axes, sacks, etc,, that were
required.
