Immediiat*.ly after the news of the nom-

ination of Senator Blaine for President
reached New Orleans, a number of citizens
met at the St. Charles Hotel and effected
an organization under the title of the
Pioneer Blaine Club of Louisiana. with the
following officers: Capt. H. N. Martin,

President; Major Samuel H. i'4llen, first
vice president; F. K. Jones, Esq., second

vicepresident; C. K. Burdeaux, Esq.,. treas-
urer; F. B. Earhart, Es.l., secretary. Infor-
mation of the organisation and congratula-
tions upon hi, brilliant victory were fel-
egraplied to Senator Blaine. A second
meeting of the club was held last li'uesday

.evening at which the following preamble

and resolutions were unanimously adopte',:
" WaE nAS, The material interests of Louis-
iana appeal in this Presidential year with sober
emphasis to all herdevoted sons. who believe
her growth and development, her need of
protected labor, her hospitality to new indus-
trial enterprises and to immigration, her ex-
pansion in commercial reach and financial
power, and her amelioration by education to
be questions paramount to all others in her
politics; and

Wihereae, The right of private ludgment is
the marrow of our American political syistem,
of all wholesome measures of developminpt,
imd of all soundindividual faith and action

Be it resolved, That we declare for the
maintenance of the Republican policy of
finances tariff and internal improvefents as
;being absolutely vital to this commonwealth
and to the valley of which she is so important-a
.factor.

Besolved, That to this end we declare for the
candidates presented by the National Republi-
can Convention at Chicaro and for an electoral
ticket thp personnel of which may command the
respect and confidence of the labor and capital
of Lontlana. .
oResdolkte'l `at the better to "insure practical
aid from the Congress of the United States, it
is fit and imperative-that she should, hi her
declaration through a Republican ticket, avow
her faith in the pesant financial, tariff and
internal inprovement policy of the country, to
which sha annually appeals and niever without
avail.

ResO.ved, That she should touch elbows- With
the Statas'which pronounce for protected in-
dustries, protected pbckets, protected com-
marco and protected polls.

Resolved. That we distinctly disavow all con-
nection with Custom-house influence and with
personal competition for public place and ear-
nestly invite honest, progressive citizens
throughout our city, and State to establish kin.-
dred Blaine organiations and copoerate with
the Pioneer-Blarne Club of Louisiana in main-
tenance of the substantial interests now se-
riously menaced on the part of the Democracy
of the State and natiom by ansearly reaffirma-
tion in convention of digmns wwhich are inju-
rons in character and to which that party is
historically committed.

Another organization of similar charac-
ter has been formed in New Orleans under
the title of the Lodisiana Central Repub-
lican Blaino Club, and Col. John M. San-
didge, a prominent conservative. Demo-
crat, an en-Confederate officer and one of
the best known and most highly respected

residents of the city, has been chosen as its
president. In his letter of acceptance Col.
Sandidge avows his adhesion to the prin-

DONALDsoNVILLE, June 10, 188i.
Pursuant to notice Messrs. Henry McCall,

Searing Taylor, Pierre Klopman. Ri. T. Hanson.
Henry C. Brand, Jos. L. Brent, Jos. Gonzales
and O. A. Bullion met this day in the rooms
of the Police Jtry of the parish of Ascension.
Having each exhibited his commission from
the Governor of Louisiana as Police Juror from
his ward, and having been duly sworn accord-
ing to law. General Brent was called to preside
as temporary chairman. He took occasion to
make some appropriate remarks, and at his

suggestion the Jurors proceeded to effect a per-
manentorganization, which was accomplished
by.the unanimous election of Messrs. It. T.
Hanson as President and R. Prosper Landry as

Clerk and Parish Treasurer.
The following letter was read:

0~rcF STATE Cox•IRSIO-xns. WORLD's IN-
dustrial and Cotton Centennial Exposition.

Port Allen, June 8, 1881.
1y. McCall, Esq.:

My Dear Sir-I regret to see that there is no
move in your parish as vet towards making -an
exhibit at the World's Exposition. I sincerely
hope that you and other enterprising planters
of the parish- will deem this oppoitu-
nity of displaying to the world Louisiana's
resources of ensficient importance not to let
your parish go unrepresented. We desire con-
cert of action and earnest cooperation, and I
should feel highly gratified to know that your-
self anti other prominent gentlemen were taking
an active part and determined not to let your
parish be excelled I would ke pleased to have
you communicate with me freely and offer sug-
gestions for the success of our State exhibit.

Yours truly, C. J. BARROW,
State Commissioner.

A similar letter from the same gentleman ad-
iressed to the President of the Police Jury was
also read. The President said he would an-
swer Mr. Barrow.

To show that the Police Jury did take an ac-
tive interest in the Exposition, Mr. McCall re-
ferred to the resolutions adopted by this body
on several occasions. In accordance with the
request of the G(overnor they had, on the 19th
of February last, appointed a mumber of gon-
tlemen from each ward, who had formed a
permanent local organization called "The
Ascensioni Parish World's Exposition Associa-
tion."' On the 11th of larch last they had rec-
commended a gentleman who was thereupon
appointed by the Governor Commissioner from
this parish. On the 18th of April last they
pased .the following resolution which, at his
request, was read by the Clerk:

Resolved. That for the purpose of raising
funds to pay for expenses of, Commissioner,
etc., in collecting a parish exhibit, the Police
Jury are ready to appropriate a reasonable
amount of money, provided the citizens' com-
mittee raise by means of private subscriptions
in eaoh ward a respectable amount of money.
Said action on the part of the citizens' com-
mittee to be reported at the next meeting of
the Jury; the Clerk of the Police Jury to fr-
nish the chairman of the citizens' committei
a copy of this resolution.

He desired that this resolution be published
as part of the proceedings of this meeting, in or.
deragain to bring the matter to the attention of
the World's Exposition Association of the Par-
ish of Asc.nsion.

Mr. McCall offered the, following resolution,
which on his motiop, seconded by Mr. Klop-
man, was adopted;

Resolved, That the President appoint a com-
mittee of three, himself included, to fix an or-
der of business for the purpose or regulating
the procodure of our sessions, and report at
the next meeting.

McCall,
was adopted:
