DALMAS.-At his residence in Donaldson,

ville. La.. on Tuesday, Jnuly 2,1884, at 386 P, x.,
Jwr Louis DAlxa,. native of Tonet de Benuil,
France, born-January 18, 1825.

The sudden death of this old and respected
citizen of our town was a surprise and shock to
the community. Mr. Dalmas had been in poor
health for the past six months, but was not be-
lieved to be dangerously sick. He went to
Grand Isle two weeks ago, accompanied by his
friendand neijhbor, Dr. Je. E. Duffel. When
•i•ey returned last Tuesday morning Mr. Dal-
mas was very much worse and rapidly declined
until half past a o'clock, when his spirit passed
peacefully away. The funeral took place Wed-
nesday evening at 5 o'clock and was attended
by a very large concourse of people, ilclhiding
delegations of the Phoenix, Hook and Ladder,
Hose and Babcock fire companies in uniform,
preceded by the St: Joseph Bras. Band. The
remains were interred in theCatholiocemetery.

Mr. Dalmas was of quiet, reserved and kindly
disposition, upright min his dealings and much
respeited by all. Hehas many reIatives in the
old country, but leaves among Ins only a widow
and a pephew, $ho have the sympathy of the
entire community in their bereavement.
