a controversy with Land Oofficer urch of
Missouri. Baurh's s-on had taken up a
very large tract of the best land in Mis-
soari, and tarch wanted to get apatent fbr
the young qsi, contrary to law and right.
Hendritcs anpt the grab and stayed in
pocac leagr aegh to see that it shoauldnot
pgain be attmpted.

Mr, Hendricks' seletion for the second

place oni t•eficoket by the Chicago Conven,.
tion, week bleorp list, was so unanimous,
it may be onfjestyed that his notmination
will be as popularly raeived by his party
at large.
