Ex- Gongreﬂsm:u: Joha Hill, who will be
remembered as the Father of the Cheap Pos-
taga bill, died at his home in Boonton, Mor-
ris county, N. I, Joly 24, at the age of
64, He was born in Catskill, N, Y., ii_l 1821,

and in about 1844 he settled in Boonton, and |

was elected from there to the Hiats Assem-

bly in 1861-762, And again in 18%. I)urmg.

the Iatter term he served as Hpeaker ¢f the
Honse, *He was' elected to’ the ‘Fortieth,
Forty first and Forty-sdeond (mngrees, his
last term enditip’ 1988, He was frequently
mentionad in connsnzh

sey, and'wos copsidered the foremost Re-
publican in the Htate. Mr. Hillwas inter-
estad in postal reform and the gquestion of
redueing postage for many yenrs, and about
pixteen years ago, when he first entered Con-
gress; he introdoced s bill to abolish the
Hranking privilege, and after two years of
effort of hard work it was accomplished.
About the same tinie he introdueed the ono-
eant postal card bill, and after two years or
more it was passed, iigainst much oppo-
gition, In his remarks on those bills «1 that
time, in April, 1872, he advocated a reduc-
tion in letter postuge, considering the aho-
lition of the franking privilege and adopting
the oné-cent postal eard stepping stones to
reduetion in lefter postnge. After the oi-
gnmﬁ‘dhon of the Honse in December, 1681,
Fheu introduced his two-vent” postage IJ;H,
which was referred to the Post-Office and
Post Road Commitiee, who delayed repori-
ing it to the House during the first sescion.
He called the attention of the House to the
Bill, made mvemlmmeslmson the snbject,
and made every effort o zet it before the
Hanse for conrideration; Tn Nuovember,
&BB.. be went to Washington to see Post-
master General Howe and brought the
matter before him. He also called on the
Predident in regard to the matter, and
found him favorably dipored toward the
‘1neasure, and in his message to Congress a
few weeks later he recommended ‘the re-
duction of the letter postage.
