“Parie is Franve,” sags the provorb,
bat although this may be true to a certain
foxtent, it i also troe that the Frenchman
of the provinees possessea the nstional
virtues in a far greater degree than does
the Parisizn, while fhe national vioes erop
out far more prominently in the dwellers
in the national meiropolis. The eoutrast
between the citiea of London sud Paris is
very greal, and in not one point, not even
cn the score of visible wickedness, is the
comparison onfavorable to the continental

city.

The Frenoh Metropolia ia located on both
sides of the river Beine and on the islands
of the City and Bt. Louis, by far the larger
portionbeing upon the northern bank, Its
population is abont two and a quarter mill-
ions and its walls are twenty-two miles in

extent, and have 66 . The annual
reoeipta of the municipal government are

about $25,000,000. The central point of the
city ia the Place Boyal, along which passes
the great thoroughfare of the eity, from
routheast to northweet. This grand avenus,
from the Place de 1a Nation on the south-
east margin of the city to the Place de la
Bastile, is known aa the Bue de Faobourg
8t. Antoine; from the Place de la Bastils to
the Hotel de Ville, it ia called Bue 8t. An~
toine; from the Hotel de Ville past the
Louvrs to Place de la Concorde it is the
Rue de Rivoli; from the Fizce de la Con-
corde to the Arc de Triomphe, tho Avenue
des Uhampe Elysées, and beyond the arch,
the Avenue de la Grande Armée; all north
of the Beine.

Among the numerous pointas of intereat in
the city, it is somewbat difficult to decide
what should be seen firet; but the Place de
la Concorde, on the north bank of the
Beine, is noi surpassed in interest by any-
thing either within or beyond ihe walls. It
is ome of the most historic localities in
France and is the most magnificent * Place™
or poblio sguare in the world. In the
center stands the obelisk of Laxor, ons of
the most perfect and beantiful monoliths
ever designed. Ii was presented to Lonis
Philippe by Mehemet Ali and was brooght
from Egypt in 1836, Iis insoriptions refer
to the time of Besostiris, nearly 3400 years
ago, Do either side of the obelisk is a fine
brouze fountain and surrounding the Plase
are statnes representing eight of the prin-
cipal cities of France. To the east are the
gardens and palace of the Tuileries, with
the Louvre beyond; to the wess the Champs
Elysées with the Are de Triomphe in the
dintance; on the south ia the Beine with the
Popt de la Oonecorde connecting with the
buildings of the Oorps Legislatif on the
other bank, and on the north are the offices

of the Marine Depariment and at the end
of Rue Boyul, the Madelaine. This square
has had abloody history. Here ai-the
marrisge of Louis XVI and Marie An-
toinette in 1770 & panio resulted in the
death of more than one thovsand persoms.
Here in 1793 the guillotine was set up and
numbered among its thousands of vietims
the King Lounie XVI, Charlotte COorday,
Marie Antionette, Danton, Bobeepierre and
others. Here also occurred one of the

works of the beat priists of all nations and
all sahools.

Abont 1 holf a mile east of the Louvre is
the new Hotel de Ville, or Oity Hall, built
on the site of the old strueture which was
destroyed in 1871. The new Hall is said to
fally equal if not surpase its predecessor in
point of magnificencs and architectural
beauty, Still farther om we see the tall
Oolumn of July rising to s beight of 154 feet
in the Place de la Bastile, famona as the lo-
cation of that sncient prison, destroyed in
the first revolution, the outline of whose
foundations iz marked in white stone in
the pa { of the aq Ths eolomn
waa erected in 1840 in memory of the # July
heroes,” and bears the naines of 615 viotima
who foll daring the Revolation.
