ASCENSION'S CAUSE CELEBRE.

Judgment Rendered 5by Judge Duffel in
the Church Suit.

We present herewith the full text of the

decision rendered by our District Judge,
last Saturday, in the noted case of the

President and Board of Church Wardens of
the Roman Catholic Congregation of Ascen-

sion vs. Rev. N. J. Perchd, Bishop, et als:
This case has consunied six days in its.trial,

and through it all has received the close atten-
tion of the court. Thedifferent points of it, as
they arose, were ably argued by able counsel on
each side. As the trial proceeded, the plead-
ings were subjected to tests which were not at
first applied to them by the litigants. New is-
sues, new constructions and new interpreta-
tions were being continually brought forwaird
and argued lengthily. The court is reluctant to
attach to the long continued trial a long and
possibly a disconnected judgment, but as it
has followed laboriously the different phases of
the suit, and had again to wade through the
voluminous record, and to recall and review
the many arguments delivered in the oase, it
may now be the best and most convenient way
to take up one by one the points made, and dis-
pose of them.

Plaintiffs allege that in their corporate ca-
pacity they represent the Catholic inhabitants
of this parish, who owned long previous to
thecharter of 1817 the property known as the
"church property." That the Roman Catholic
Congregation of the Parish of Asconsion was
incorporated by an act of the Legislature, ap-
proved 18th February, 1817; that said charter
was renewed by act of 182t, and again by acts of
the Legislature of 1836 and 1856, and was to ex-
pire bythe limitation of the act of 1856, on the
first day of March, 1881, and did then expire.

They further represent that they formed a
corporation by notarial act, dated 12th Febru-
ary. 1883; and took under it the control and ad-
ministration of the common property. They
averred the utter nullity of the action of the
then church wardens under the charter of 1856,
to-wit : their resolution of 880t Mily, 1874, and
the nullity of their subsequent action, to-wit :
the notarial act of 18th Juno, 1874. by which
said wardens undertook to transfer to the-
Archbishop, N. J. Perch,. the administration of
the church proderty and its revenues. They
averred that said Archbishop did note vei ful-
fill the conditions of the pretended donation or
mandate, and pray that he and his curate and
agents Father F. X. Ceuppens, and the said
Ceuppens individually, as curate, be enjoined
from interfering with their administration of
said property,, etc. etc., etc., and that said
Archbishop and curate he cited to answer, etc.
Defendants filed their exception of no cause of
action, which, after having been argued during
six hours, by five attorneys, was overruled, for
the reasons adduced in the written opinion of
the court. In the argument defendants' coun-
seel admitted that the charter of act of 1836,
amended by act of 1856, had expired, and also,
that the donation of 16th June, 1874, had be-
come extinct by the death of the usufructuary.
They argued that plaintiffs were fighting
against wind-mills; that defendants were not
in court; that there were no defendants in ex-
istence; that the curate could not represent
the Archbishop in this suit; that no money
judgment was asked for by plaintiffs, and that
it was time and labor lost to try this cause.

After reading the exception. and defendants'
answer, which followed (to be considered in
case the exception be overruled), and after
hearing arguments of defendants' counsel, the
court seriously considered whether judgment
could not at once be decreed in favor of plain-
tiffs. At this point of the trial it appeared to
have been admitted by defendants that they
weie not in court, nor in existence; that they
were not threatened with any money judg-
ment; that they were not seeking to regain
possession of the:property or its revenees orbe
maintained in possession, and that they simply
sought as a matter of curiosity to have the
charter of 12th February declared null and
void. Two days afterward, and when plaintiffs
had introduced five witnesses to prove the
amount of revenues received by defendants,
the progress that had been made on the new
church, which defendants had- bound them-
selves to build " the fereitur dof the property
for the taxes, which dcendants had promised
to pay. and other matters concerning the ad-
ministration of defendants, all of which testi-
mony had been taken in presence of counsel for
defendants, and without objection, they
moved to strike out several pages containing
said testimony, on the grounds that they were
irrelevant and foreign, and not necessary to the
decision of the case. The motion, after long
argument on the part of defendants, was re-
fused, without hearing plaintiffs' attorneye, for
the reasons assigned in the written decree
thereon.

10 LHce irguleiInt5 III upportL 1 I 15f0 1U0LLOu
defendants' counsel reiterated that which they
had stated previously, and this so persistently
that the court interrupted them to ask what
person they represented in the case ? Surely
not the curate. F. X. Ceuppens, whose princi-
pal, the Archbishop, was dead, and not at all in
court, according to their admission, for how
then could this agent, the curate, stand in
judgment? To which they replied that the
agent was obliged to continue to administer,
notwithstanding the death of his principal, un-
til relieved parqui de droit, so that throughout
to this phase of the trial the curate, as the
agent, was bearing the burden of his principal,
the Archbishop, who was defunct, and who, ac-
cording to counsel's theory, was not in court.
When plaintiffs had closed their evidence, de-
fendants placed on the witness stand one of the
defendants, Father F. X. Ceuppens, and offered
to prove by him the mode and manner of the
formation of the charter of 12thiFebruaiy, 1883,
and its illegality, to which evidence plaintiffs
objected, because defendants by their general
denial had admitted the existence of said cor-
poration, because they had no interest in dis-.
puting it, because as they had admitted that
the donation to them had expired .1st March,
1881 and as they pretended to no claim on the
church property, and as they had never been
authorized to represent other Catholics of this
community, they could not be allowed, as their
proche amis, much less as amicii curice, to
question the validity of the act of 12th Febru-
ary, 1883, and to ask of this court a decision on
a theoretical question, which in no manner
touched them, Thereupon, for the first time,
counsel for the defendants stated broadly,
squarely and unequivocally, that although
Archbishop Perch6 was dead and not tii court
although Archbishop Leray had never accepted
his succession, end had washed his hands of the
whole matter, that one of the defendants, to-
wit: Father Ceuppens, was still in court indi-
vsidually, if not as curate and agent; that he is
a Roman Catholic and a resideint of the parish
of Ascension, and 'as such that he was cham-
pioning his own individual interests in en-
quiring into the validity of the said Act of 12th
February, 1883, in•birporating plaintiffs, and
had a standing in court end could, stand in
judgment, although no other Catholic of this
parish had joined him ip this suit so far.

This position was a new one and antagonistic
to the stand and admissions already made, but
for fear that an exclusion of the testimony
might delay the final termination of this case
before the Supreme Court, and the furtt~ir fear
that the exclusion might be prejudicial to
Francois Xavier Ceuppens individually and as
a resident Catholic of this parish, the evidence
was admitted.

The court thereforo oonsidered that at this
stage of the trial no one stood opposed to
plaintiffs, except P. X. Ceuppens inuividually,
who ex rei necessitate must represent the whole
Catholic com•inuiity of this parish and stand
in judgment for them, else it would be a vain
and idle thing to prosecute the present suit to
its termination, if the same issues are to be de-
cided again between plaintiffs and every other
individual :Catholic of the parish, who, like F.
X. Ceuppens, would desire to test the legality
of the notarial act of 12th February, 1883, in-
corporating said plaintiffs.

In the inal arguments in this case defendants
leveled all their objections solely against the
legality of said act of incorporation of 12th
February, 1883, concentrated their force against
said act, denying that it was in conformity
with existing laws, that it was a religious asso-
ciation, and asserting that it was manufactured
secretly in a corner, and no publicity given
prior to its formation, They averred, not that
they hold any title or right or possession over
the property in contest. or its revenues. but
simply that plaintiffs have no right of action,
cannot r.preaent any one but themselves, have
not the exclusive right to manage said property.
and to force other Catholias, in spite of them-
selves, to become memoers of the new corpora-
tion, or to submit themselves to their adminise-
tration, and pray that their pretensions be re-
jected. So that under these pleadings on the
part of defendants this court is called upon to
decide a question which does not touch upon
their rights, otherwise than as it simply inter-
ests the other Catholics of the parish who have
not taken an active part in the formation of
the corporation, including one of the defend-
ants, Father Ceuppens, individually as a resi-
dent Catholic inhabitant of this parish. The
act of 12th February, 1883, is said to have been
passed by virtue of sections 6E7 and 678 I. R..

Thatan
appeal to the-mass of the people, through post-
ers, and by pblicatioinsin the newspapers dnr-
ing thirty days or. more, would have been the
best way~ may well be admitted, but as no law
directs these formalities, corporations may be
legally formed without them. The notarial'eot
is legal in form and has received the sanction of
the representative of the State here. It has
been in operation during nearly two years, has
caused injury to neither persons nor property,
and is susceptible of a speedy and peaceable al-
teration, and thepowers underit transferred to
other wardens undqr the 'annual elections for
which it provides. The incorporated appear by
the record to be Catholics-in good standing,
men of families, old residents, former church
wardens, sextone, and many who, in 1874. had
favored the passage of the act of 18th June,
1874. . By force of circnmetauces and a pressing
necessity they may have organized hastily and
on short notice, but the record 'howe there was
no secrecy.about it, that the question of the or-
ganization was talked of freely and openly In
the parish, that lists were circulated, that every
one who desired could join or could oppose the
proposed organization. The record shows fur-
ther that after its formation a number of Catho-
lics gave their active support to the corpora-
tion and cast the largest vote for wardens under
its first election than was ever polled before on
similar occasions. The act of incorporation in
evidence shows that it is almost identically in
words and figures'the same as were the charters
from the year 1817 down. It states that the cor-
poration is for the purpose of administering
the temporalities of the church. It provides
for the annual eleption of church wardens, the
curate to be ex oficio one of them, and if its
preamble does not contain the cabalistic words
for which defendants contend, the body of the
act and its whole tenor demonstrate that the
congregation of the Roman Catholics of the
parish of Ascension have formed a corporation
for religions purposes, for purposes of worship
and the welfare and benefit of the Catholics of
this community. It is difficult to conceive how
differently the act could have been worded.
Under said charter equal rights to all Catholics
are ully guaranteed. Thadoings of said cor.
porateon, their acts of administration have
never 'een attacked. N~o body of Catholics
h-ave so far even attempted to organize another
body corporate. and all that has been -shown
here was ,hat after the formation of said char-
ter a certain number of Catholics protested
against the same. Should this court decide
that the charter of 1883 be null and void, into
whose hands would fall the property and its
revenues? If plaintiffs here have enjoined de-
fendaits from the further administration of
said property and the injunction be disiolved,
then neeessarily the administration, the reve-
nues fall back in the hands of defendants, al-
though the naked ownership of the property
itself be in the Catholic community of this
parish. The defendants have already asserted
that they were the trustees of the Catholics of
this parish, and entitled to control as such the
property. They have said here in their plead-
ings and in their arguments that their usufruct
expired on the first day of March, 1881, and not-
withstanding that solemn admission, notwith-
standing their reiterated asseverations that
the property reverted to the Catholics of this
parish since 1st March, 1881, still have they
continued to enjoy its revenues, amounting to
60f&1 a year, without in any way attempting

or offering to account for them to the rightful
owners.

These reasons are not given on the ground of
expediency; they are founded on facts proven in
the trial of this case, and the court is seriously:
asked to declare, as utterly null and void and of
no effect, a boncafide compact, entered honestly
into by a large number of respectable Catholics
of this parish for the management of their prop-
erty, so that its control may again fall in the
hands of those who do not own the property,
who so acknowledge the fact, who have alteady
jeopardized said property, who have violated

every condition of the contract under which
they took possession of the property, and who
have here stated in open court that it never was
their intention to comply with said conditions!
Under this state of facts, and the record so
reads, the act of 12th February, 1883. wounl have
to be most glaringly illegal, most unjust, unrea-
sonable and obnoxious for this court to set it
aside. But nothing of the kind was shown. It
was simply urged that the act of incorporation
was not properly worded, that no pubicity was
given of its intended formation. and that it
could not include the Catholics who had not
participated. and a wide scope in verbal criti-
cism was indulged in. As before stated, the act
is in legal form, intended for religious pur-
poses, violates no law, and as the incorporators
have possession, and have administered hon-
estly, and as no counter corporation has been
formed to dispute their rights, said act of 12th
February is legal and vahlid.

It was state ny n aerenoanIra LIL Lent-r Vnea
would stand or fall with the decision on the
validiLy of the ant of incorporation of 12th Feb-
ruary, 1883. and it might possibly be said that
this court need not go further in its judgment.
But as defendants have put at issue every alle-
gation of plaintiffs. and as it cannot now be
surmised what view the Supreme Court may
take on the other points of the case or what
course defendants may adopt before said tri-
bunal, it may he well for this court to adjudi-
cate further. The act of donationof 18th June.
1874, was void. The wardens were not author-
ized under their charter to pass that act; they
were not even authorized by their constituents
to do so, the signers of the petition addressed
to them and on which they predicated said act
of douation.

These constituents, the Catholics of Ascen-
eion, could not, as contendede.in argument by
defendants, divest themselves of the property
oven by revolutionary action, The property
was donated for certaip purposes by the original
grantor; the confirmation of the grant was made
by Congress for the same purposes, to-wit: the
benefit of the Catholics. The donor dedicated
the property for certain Catholics and succeed-
ing geonrations of-Catholics. An abandonment
of that property would cause its reversion to
the donor. The wardens had no authority to
transfer the whole administration of the tem-
poralities of the church to an agent; the charter
made them the agents. The donation gave
nothing to the donee under a faithful adminis-
tration, for he had to apply the revenues exclu-
sively for the benefit of the donors. The dona-
tion was never perfected according to the pro-
visions of the civil code, and under these facts
defendants may well be regarded as trespassers
from the moment they took possession.

If at all valid the donation expired with the
term of office of the wardens, and their term
expired on the day of the donation, the same
day that the act of 18th June, 1874, was signed
and said donation felt stillborn. Or it expired
on 18th June, 1884, the ten years having elapsed.
Or it died with the donee, or was at an end on
1st March, 1881, when the charter ran out. It
became extinct again by reason of the non-ful-
fillment of the conditions. the forfeiture for
taxes, the mortgage of $25.000). and as the con-
ditions were never intended to be filled and
were not, it died at its birth.

The venerable Judge Martin said in a some-
what similar case that the Bishop had no au-
thority except a spiritual one. but here he de-
sires to control the temporalities. He desires
to purchase at a tax sale property which be-
longs to the Catholics for the purpose of re-
turning it to them. The law mercifully pro-
vides that so much only of the property be sold
At• will suffice to pay the taxes, but defendants
insist on the sale of the whole property in
block that they may buy it, for what purpose?
That they may return it. and yet they now con-
tend that plaintiffs are not the Catholics to
whom they would have returned the property.
To whom, then? They have never been ap-
pointed stakeholders, the judges to settle dis-
pptes, if any exist. Courts of justice alone sit
to enforce civil obligations, they never attempt
to coerce the performance of those of a spiritual
character. They are jealous of their jurisdic-
tion and will tolerate no usurpation of their
functions.

At best defendants could not be considered
as acting in good faith since the extinction of
the charter on 1st of March, 1881; they can not
claimu that they have acted in good faith as usun-
fructuarnes or as agents, and when they come
into court to question the validity of the acts of
plaintiffs. they should have clean hands them-
selves. There is not a redeeming trait in their
defense. Spoliation from beginning to end
marked their administration. They increased
the revenues of the church, so as to share them
themselves. They mortgaged property which
did not belong to them, they attempted to divest
the rightful owners by a tax sale of their prop-
erty. They do not attempt to justify them-
selves under the gravest charges and strong
evidence in their support. hey simply con-
tend and have betn contending since nearly two
years in this court that they are not accounta-
ble to plaintiffs, and it would seem to no one
else. They do not stand on the strength of
their case, but on the weakness of their adver-
saries. Fortunately for plaintiffs, -they have
proven that they have to the best of their
knowledge and ability striven to do what was
legal, honest and just, and that all that can be
said against them is that they might have done
better. With deferndants it will be said from
the record that they could scarcely have done
worse.
Tie law. the evidence and equity are all on

the side of plaintiffs, and stand arrayed against
defendants, and therefore this court rejects de-
fendants' demands and -grants those asked by
plaintiffs.

Wherefore it is here ordered, adjudged and
decreed that plaintiffs herein do have judgment
in their favor and against defendants, and that
the injuuction herein sued out be maintained
and perpetuated, -plaintiffs quieted in the pos-
segsion and enjoyment of the property de-
scribed in their petition, and that defendants
pay the costs of these proceedings.
