StoAn SQuIBs.-Grindingi.over, we un-
derstand, on every plantation in Ascension,
b•ht on a-few places-New Hope, Clark and

perhaps one or two others--the work of

drying second and third sugars is not quite
concluded, New Hope sugar-house will

probably be the only one in the parish to
have steam up later than New Year's day.

Mr. R. M.Sandys, architect and chemist,
under whose supervision the new sugar-
house was built and has been operated dar-

ing the past season, claims that it requires
one-half less fuel to make 1000 pounds of
sugar at New Hope than in any other sugar-
housein the State. The structure was put

up in about six months, from Mr. Sandys'
own plans, and besides being a creditable

specimen of architectural skill, it possesses
advantages and improvements that will
no doubt make it the equal if not the su-

perior of any mill in the State.
We are in receipt of three samples of the

sugar manufactured this season at New

Hope, being the first, second and third

qualities, or white, yellow clarified granu-
lated in the mvcunm pan and yellow clari-

fied granulated in the hot room. They all
compare favorably with any samples we
have seen of this year's crop.

The salaries and wages of employes on
sugar plantations are to undergo a 

1aeavy
reduction after the 1st of January. Mana-
gers and their assistants are to suffer a re-
duction of fifty per cent. as a general rule,
while the watchmen, hostlers, laborers, etc.,
will be paid considereoly less the coming

year than they have been heretofore. The
extraordinarily low prices brought by cane
products have crimpelled our planters -to
reducd their expenses greatly or go by the
board, and so tfar as we are informed there

t appears to ba' a general disposition on the
part of employes to recognize the necessity
for the sat and to accept the situation with
1as goo.i grace as possible. Laborers are to
be pr id from sixty to seventy cents per day,
only the best of plowmen and field hands
to receive the latter figure. It is indeed a
a dark hour for our sugar interest, but we

e believe the cloud that hangs over us has a

1 silver lining and that there are brighter
days ahead.
