A study and Qcomparieo~ of the ocean
temperature records of the " Challenger "
exploring expedition have shown Dr. James
Croll that the surface of the Atlantic mu.nt
be lower at the equator than farther north,
the maximumin heig:ht of the North Atlantic
being reached between the fortieth and fif-

tieth degrees of latitude. This difference
is due to the difference in the specific grayv-
ity of the water. In the latitude of4Havana
the Atlantic's surface must be two and one-
fourth fedt higher than at the equator, and
in that of Chesapeake Bay the difference
is a foot greater.

Encke's comet, which travels around the
sun in about three and a half years without
going beyond the boundaries of the solar
system, and which .has the honor of being
the first known comet of short period, is
chiefly remarkable on account ,of the ri
tardation of its motion. This has amounted
to about four days since 8199, and is sup-
posed by some astronnomers to prove the
existence of a resistinrg medium in space.
The date of the comot's perihelion passage
this year is March 7, and its return was
first observed Dec. 13. It is visible only
with a telc cope.

It has been: found by I)r. Lawson Tait
that, as a rule, the ear in women can per-
ceive higher notes-that is, sounds with a
greater number of vibrations per s0oond-
than the ear in men. The hih' sat limit of
and ability for the hno.wtiiear is somewhere
between 41,000 and 42,000 vibrations The
ears of inost persons seem to be unequally
,ensitive to acute sounus, the right ear
usually hearing a higher note than the left.
To show the ear's range, it may be added
that very low notes of about fifteen vibr~-
tions per second may be perceived, but
when the vibrations become 4 little slower
they cease to produce the effect of a con-
tinuous sound, and each gives a seperate
impression upon the ear.

Great as are the wonders the microscope
reveals, it will not-as is somnetirmes sup-
posed-show a fly magnified to the size of
an elephant, nor a flea of horse-like propor-
tions, for the le:son that under a high
power only a very small part of either of
those creatures can be seen at one time.
The size of the field of viotw covered by
ordinary lenses has been computed as fol-
lows: W\ith a power of 2i diameters, about
one-fourth of an inch: with 5A) diameters,
one-eigthtrh of all inch: with it0) diameters,
one-sixteenti of ;nu inch; with .r•) dianie-
ters, one-eightieth of anuinch: uild with It1f)
diameters, one one-hundred-fifthith of an
inch, a sl)aice ordinarily invisible to the
naked eye. E;ven the smallest- creature
shown to orl un:l:id:d vision, therefore,
cannot bte seen etire when magnified 1()0
diameters.
