An outbreak of Asiatic cholera is said to

have occurred in Crimean ports, Russia.
Monsigneur Capel, the celebrated Catho-

lic prelate, has been lecturing in New Or-
leans this week and last.

An explosion in the mines of the Dem-
bran Ornan Mining Company, at Trappen,
Austrian Silesia, buried forty miners; all
are believed to have perished.

The Russian mission was tendered to
Hon. Jos. E. McDonald of Indiana, but
declined on account of Mr. McDonald's
buslnese engagements in this country.

Mackin and Gallagher, the two Chicago
Demodratic officials convicted of election
frauds and sentenced to the penitentiary
for a-turm of years, have been granted a
writ of error and released on bonds of ;50,-
000 each.

Mr. E. D. Clark of Mississippi, recently
appointed Assistant Secretary of the In.te-
rior, died in Washington before entering
upon his official duties. lion. Henry L.
JMuldrow of Vicksburg has been alppointed
and confirmed to the Assistant Secretary
ship.

The refectory and Sisters department of
St. Joseph's Academy at Emmittsburg, Md.,
were destroyed by fire on the 20th ult.,
Loss, $55,000; insurance only $.85W. The
institution is under the charge of the Sis-
terd of the order of the Sacred heart, who
will at once rebuild the burned portions of
the Academhy.

The following diplomatic appointments
have been made by President Cleveland
and confirmed by the Senate: Edward J.
Phelps of Vermont, a soil of ex-Senator
Phelps and a prominent lawyer, Minister
to Great Britain; Hon. Robert M. McLane,
the present Governor of Mar'yland, Minis-
ter to France; ex-Senator Geo.

Henry R. Jackson of Georgia, a leading
Savannah lawyer, Minister of Mexico; Con-
gressman S. S. Cox to New York, Minister
to Turkey.

Mr. Aquilla Jones, Sr., has been com-
mnissioned Postmaster at Indianapolis. He
was urged for the place by Vice President
Hendricks, in opposition to a candidate
supported by Congressman Bynum of the
Indianapolis district. Mr. Bynum con-
tended that it should be his privilage to
name the appointee and this pretension
was backed up by the entire Indiana dele-
gation in Congress, but the influence of
the Vice President and his friends proved
triumphant and Mr. Jones was landed in
the office.

OUR FOREIGN POLICY.
"Gath," the 1ioted correspondent of the

Cincinnati Enquirer, writes from Washihg-

ton that "Now Mr. Bayard has found it

necessary to do just what Blaine did. He

has notified Guatemala that she shall not

eat up Nicaragua. Bayard has followed

Blaine's policy, and Mr. Whitney has sent

a ship of war to watch Guatemala, arid we

are really having a foreign policy. But it

is the same one that Blaine had. So far

from having any dislike of this foreign pol-

icy, I have always believed in it. We ought

to have the force of arms to impress our

just views on those minor Republics. The

United States ought to build the ship canal

across Nicaragua. The reason that Gua-

temala announces the necessity of a great

Central American Republic is that she and

her boss, whose name is Barrios, want to

steal some of the money the Americans are

expected to spend on that canal. Mr. Bey-

ard will have to drop a good deal of his

gasconade and believe in material things.
His only salvation as our Secretary of State

is to make the moral influence of this

country impressive with physical power on

the shabby little Republics which have

been deluded by ourselves and by Europe

ever since they escaped from the throttle of

Spain."
'The CnurE also admires the forcign policy

of Mlaine, which was that of Monroe and

the sturdy statesmen of the Ropuble's ear-

lier days; and its adoption by the present ad-

minsitration should be a source of gratifi-

cation to the people. Had such a course

been suggested during the recent presiden-

tial campaign, however, there would have

been a legion of Democratic voices crying

out against it as contrary to the spirit of

our institutions .and mischievously cal-
culated to lead the country into unnecessary

broils with foreign powers. There is scarcely

a doubt that the "Monroe doctie " is en-

dorsed by a majority of the people of the

United States so large as to make the senti-

ment virtually unanimous, and any admin-

istration, be it Democratic or Republican:
