prompt collection of taxes.

The relative speed of English and Ameri-

as slow as the slowest trians in America,"

though the average speed is greater in Eng-

land because of better road-beds, avoidance
of grade crossings; a better system of
signals, and shorter stops. On the other
hand, " we carry our passengers, high and
low, far more cheaply than.they do in Eng-
land." The paper compares the other
points of the rival systems closely and in-
'terestingly, and is rich in illustrations by
S. G. McCutcheon, Alfred Parsons, C. S.
Reinhart, and others.
