An act to provide for supplying the
loss of public reuords, books and other papers
conaupedl Jy the burning of the court-house of
the pariah of Vermilion, on the morning of
April 7, lt'ti.

to be closed op Sundays. etc.

No. 19. An act to repeal section 12 of act No.
131l of the acts of 1810. approved April 10, 1110,
and to prohibit the exactiop of advance costs
from defendants in crimi itl prosecutions in
this State.

THE SUNDAY LAW.
Governor McEnery loft no time in affixinj

his hignature to the act passed by a large
majority of both houses of the General As
sepibly requiting the closing of stores
saloons and other. places of business or
Sundays. The bill refiaed him on. Satur.
day last, we believe, and was approved on
Monday. The provisiopn of the new lea
are as follows:

Section 1. Be it enactell by the Gencrel As.
seu4hly of the State of Louisiana; . That from
and after the 31st day of December, 4. D. 1886,
all stores, shops. saldoiit atid.it- slces -o
public business, which are or may be licensed
under tie law of the tltate of Loaisinas, or un.
der any parochial or snitniiipal law or ordi-
nance, and all plantation stores are hereby re-
quired to be closed at 12 o'dloek on liaturday
smghts. and to remain cloped continuously for
twenty-four hours, during which period of time
it shall not he lawful for the proprietors there-
of to give, trade, or barter, exchange or sell,
any of the stock or any article of merchandise
kept in any such establishment.

Sec. 2. Be it farther enacted, etc.. That who-
soever shall violate the provisions of this act.
for each offense, shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and on trial and conviction shall
pay ia fine of not less than twenty-five dollars,
nor more than two hundred and fifty dollars. or
be imprisoned for not less than ten days nor
more than thirty days, or both, attbediscretion
oi the court; provisions of this act shall not
apply to newedealers, keepers of soda fount-
ains, ptaces of resort for recreation and health,
waterinu places and public parks, nor prevent
the sale of ice.

Sec. 3, lie it further enacted, etc., That the
provisions of this act shall not apply to news-
paper-ollioes, printing otlices, book stores, drug
stores, apothecary shops. undertaker shops,
public and private markets, bakeries. dairies,
livery stables, railroads, whether steam or horse,
hotels, boarding houses, steamboats and other
vessels, warehouses for receiving and forward-
ing freights, reetaurants, telegraph oflices and
theatres or any place of, amusement, providing
no intoxicating liquors are sold in the prem-
iees; provided that the stores may be opened
for the purpose of selling, anything necesepry
in sickness and for burial purposes; provided
that nothing in this act shall be construed so us
to allow hotels or boarding.houses to sell or
dieposaof alcoholic liquors, except wine for
table use, on Sundays; and provided further
that no alcoholic, vinous or malt liquors shall
be given, traded or bartered or sold or deliv-
ered in any public place on said day. except
when actuallyadministered orprescribed by a
practicing physician in the discharge of his
professional duties in case of sickness; in such
case the physicians administering the intoxi-
cat ing liquurs may eharge therefor.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc.. That all
laws or parts of laws contrary to or inconsist-
ent with the provisions hereof, be and the same
are hereby repealed.
