New Uses for A estos Cloth.
Some years ago, when the disaster at the

Ring Strass theater in fienna-in which so
in sy fell victims to th flames-had drawn
attention to the great nger arising from
the want of some certa and rapidly ap-
plicable means of separ4ting the stage from
the body of the theater, 'the Roman minister
of public security issue lan order that every
theater should be fitted with a fire-proof
curtain, capcable of ent oly isolating the
stage from the theater, , and he indlcated
an asheatos cloth curtais as one that would
mest the case. Shortly afterward fire-
proof asbestos curtains were supplied for all
the principal Roman theaters, and although
I am not aware of any of these having been
put to a practical test, I have no doubt of
their ability to resist the action of fire
should the case e er ariss. In Germany a
strong, coarse make-or this cloth is largely
used for protecting the clothes of men em-
ployed in the inanufacture of iron and
of acids, and of tlre-p. oat clothes for fire-
men,

` Witther the fire-
resisting properties of asbestos could not be
utilized in the form of bags for the carriage
of gunpowder, espccia ly in time of war, as
I can conceive many cases in which it
would prone itself to be of muc'i value. Tho
most recent application of asbestos in this
form with which I am acquainted is at the
Midland hotel, Sit. I arnras. There is a
balcony entered from the reading room, and
in summer this balcony is a favorite resort
of smokers. To protect its frequenters from
the sun this balcony had a canvass awning,
which, through carelessness, has, on more
than one odeasion, been set on fire, thus en-
dangering the safety of the building. An
awning of asbesto: cloth tor this balcony
will so;,n be put into position. I believe
this step has been taken by the railway
company so as to soeure their premises
against the danger of fire. -rot James
Boyd's Lecture.

I WHEN JACKSON'S TERM XPIRED.

Impressive Scenes at the White House
When "Old-Hickory" Left t1e Chair.

Among the many interesting incidents in
the life of "Earthquake Allen," a sobriquet
which his powerful voice gained him, was
his account of his visit to Andrew Jackson
late on the night of March 3, 1837. Mr.
Allen had come to Washington to enter the
senate at noon the next day, when the prism
ideptial term of Gen. Jackson would expire.
On reaching the White Rouse Mr. Allen,
who was well known to the attentants, was
shown into the president's bed-chamber.

Chief justice Taney and Senator For-
sythe, of Georgia, afterward minister fo
Spain and secretaiy of state, were already
in the room, and Jackson himself, Motive
and to a certain extent restless, as usual,
stood in the middle of the floor, smoking a
short corn-cob pipe. He congratulated
Allen warmly upon his election to the sen-
ate and then, calling to a young Irishman
who acted as his body servant and waiter,
turned to his visitor and said: "Gentlemen,
I think the occasion will warrant lite
in breaking one of my own rules.
Let us drink a little Madeira"
The wine was brought. Jackson took #
small glassful-it was the first liquor he bit
been know to touch for several months-.
and then, asking his friends to excuse hind
for a few moments, he finished writing
a letter upon which he was engaged, sealed
directed it, and lighting his cob pipe again,
took a whiff or two and stdqd silently
watching the face of a greats, tall, old-
fashiohed clock which stood In dhh corner.
It was five minutes before midnight, five
minutes before the beginning of the day
upon which Andrew Jackson would cease to
be president of the United States.

Slowly the minute hand moved aronad
the dial The silence .n the room became
almost painful It w As broken by the clear,
sharp bell of the clock striking the last
hour of a day which had gone forever.
Then Jackson, starting suddenly and look-
ing toward his friends, said with a quick,
nervous laugh: "Gentlemen, I am no longer
president of the United States, but as good
a citizen as any of you." Subsequently he
expressed to thenm a feeling of great relief
at the prospect of escaping from the offisial
cares which had begun to weigh most heavily
upon, saying to Allen, among other things of
the same sort: "I am very glad to get away
from all this excitement and bother." That
day Van Buren was inaugurated president
of the United States and Jackson, at the
end of his second term, left the White
House-left it so poor that he was obligedto
borrow from his friends $5,000 with which
to rebuild "The Hermitage," his old family
mien., on, which some time before had been
burned to the ground.-Ben: Perley Poore.

Rats Becoming a Great Nuisance.
A strange nuisance of rats has developed

itself in some parts of New York city,
I reaching such an eitent as to call for an
examination of the circumstances by the
proper city authorities, and making dwel-
r lings almost uninhabitable. These animals
are known to possess a remarkable migratory
instinct, congregating in large numbers,
and overruning whole regions, to afterward
as suddenly and strangely disappear. Dr.
I Buckland relates instances of their migra-
tion from house to houme at certain times of
the year, influenced probably by the lack
or abundance of food.

In a certain part of Berkshire, Eng.,
there were situated a number of isolated
barns on the bleak, barren downs; and the
rats were frequently met in colonies at early
morning, marching in long lines direct from
and barn to another. They were watched,
and seen to go directly acro. s the country
in a'straight line; and the most curious part
about the circumstances was the instinct
shat told them where to go, or to find those
barns which contained grain.

At Central park there is no unusual num-
ber, though they find in spring plenty of
food along the lakes in the grain fed to the
swans and other aquatic birds. This grain
Is placed in boxes at some little distance
from the water's margin, but the rats are
not thus hindered from purloining it ; they
swim to the boxes, extract the grain, and
then swim with it back to the shores. In
the winter they collect about the animal
houses. -bcience.

The Rabbit Plague in Australia.
The latest attempt to exterminate rabbits

in Australia ended in failure. It was a truly
internal device-namely, the importation
of rabbits sun ering from the gabbit scab
from Europe, In the Lope that the con-
tagion would spread among the Australian
rabbits and ultimately kill them ofI Pro-
fessor Watson, of Adelaide university, was
granted six months' leave of absence in or-
der that he might pur hase diseased rabbits
in rEuroi e. He bought two dozen thor-

ROSE POLYTEOHNIC INSTITUTE.
The Rose Polytechnic institute has an in-

dependent endowment fund (f $E00,000.
That, besides its ample and thoroughly
equipped buiklings and grounds. It is said
to be as well fitted up in all the require-
ments of a scientific school as any of the
older polytecanic insli utions of the eastern
states.

It contains a library of 5,000 vo'umes of
! choice scientific works. Many of these were
