PAUL HAMILTON HAYNPE
PORTRAIT AND SKETCH OF THE

CHIEF SOUTHERN POET.

HIs Four-Roomed Cottage Among the
Sweet Smelling Georgia Piaes - His
Pieturesquely Adorned Study - The
Poet and His Books.

A feeling of regret sad sadness fili l the
hearts of those who read recently that Faul
H. Hayne, the southern poet, had been sud-
denly attacked with blood clot on the brain
and died next day. Mr. Hayne has long
been almost an invalid. He has had slight
hemorrhages from the lungs for years. It is
only the watchful care of a lovely and lov-
ing wife that has kept him able to do any
literary work at all

The whole country will share in the regret
at the announcement of Mr. Hayne's death.
Gradually hbe was becoming more and more
favorably known as a poet, and his literary
contributions were more and more frequent
in the best periodicals of the country.

P.ul Hayne's history is rather romantic.
He comes of a South Carolina family of
long descent His uncle it was, CoL Robert
Y. Hayne, who had the memorable contro-
versy with Daniel Webster m the United
States senate on the occasion when "Black
Dan" passed his celebrated encomium on
Massachusetts and said: "There she stands
look at herl"

PAUL H. HAY'E.
But he did not have so had a life of it at

irst. He was born in Charleston in 1830.
His family was well-to-do and he enjoyed
all the advantages of wealth and a choice
society.

At the time Hayne passed his young man-
hood there, Charleston was also the center of
a literary life which has never since
been equaled. It was the home of John
C. Calhoun, of Gilmore Sims and of Legare.
From these Hayne drew incitements to his
young ambition. A good-looking, gallant
youth he was, slight and graceful, with
piercing black eyes and a clear, dark com-
plexion, whose fteshness he retained at the
age of 56.

He siulie hlaw and was admitted to the
bar. He never prac iced his profession.
Probably in those days he was too b:usy iu-
diting "sonueti to his lady's eyebrow" to
look after clients. He was married at 22 ~e
his devo'ed, sunny wife.

He was and is still an ultra sontheer .
When the war brokebtut h entered tha-Con.e
federate army as a member of G n. Pickens'
staff. His health had never been robust,
and the xxposures of a soldier's life did noi
help it any. After that, troubles came thick
and fast. His mother had been wealthy
"befo' do wahb." That swept away all.
Haynes' future was not promising. He was
too much of a poet to enter on a Luainess or
pro•essional career and recoup himself from
his losses.

COPSE HILL, HAYNES HOME
Under the circumstances, he certainly did

the wis st, wholesomest thing. He retired
to thq lands known as the "Pine Barrens,"
sixieen mines from Augusta, Ga. In the
midst of the oak and pine trees he built a
cJttage of four rooms, and lived there and
wrote poetry. He is a lover of nature, and,
like Bryant, the poet of nature. But he had
printed verses long before this, in his youth.
His first volume was published in Boston,
when he was 2o years old. Before the war
he had printed three volumes During the
years following 1I60 he published his most
famous poems. Surred in all the depths of
his soul, he wrote war lyrics. "Beyond the
Potomac" was the one most widely c.rcu-
lated. He has itsaed two volumes since liv-
ing in the lonely, sweet-smelling woods at
Copse HilL

works. He is un b ubtedly the chief living
southern poet His style is characterized
both by strength and daintiness of expi es-
sion.

The family at Copme Hill consists of I hi e--
father, mother and son. Wi lism, the pretty
boy of a few years ago, is now a grown man.
They have never been anythin: Lut poor,
yet they arn very happy. The way sweet
Mrs. Hayne decorated her husband's study
partakes of the heroic. "She patiently cat
picture after picture from maga-.nes, from
il.ustrated pipers, anywhere she could find
them, and pasted them upon the pine wood
wl•I till it was all covered. There is infinite
variety in this.pretty and pathetic monu-
inent of a wife's love A copy of an old
church painting of Christ hangs not far
from a pic:ure of a horse race.

Mrs. Hayne also, with her owq ands, up.
holstered the chair in which the poet sits
among his books She even made the booktase, which was originally a number of pin•
boxes.

CHEAP CIGARS AND CIGARETTES.

Are They Made from Disearded Cigar
Ends?-A Dealer Talks.

The gathering of cigar st•bs gives employ-
ment to a large number of Italian women and
children. As a reporter wended his way
homeward early one morning recently, he
saw an Italian lad with a bag strapped upon
his shoulders walking in the gutters of the
streets in the vieinity of the city hall. The
boy was collecting burned cigar ends. At
dawn the public thromughares are thronged
with industrious little laborers, who before
the sun rises clean the streets of all discarded
cigar stubs. Until an inquiry was made at a
local cigar store the reorter was at a loss to
know what becanthof the cigar stubs gath-
ered. The dealer in tobacco said:

"You would be, .rpnised <t know the
amount of money Italian p ake bygathering
cigar stubs. I do not thiiin I put the figures
high when I state that no less than 50,000
cigars arse smoked in Brooklyn daily. The
number consumed may be more or les,
but nevertheless the fact remains that
nine out of ten men smoke. During the day
a larger part of the smoking is done out of
doors, and the stubs of the clgars, when
wholly or partly consumed, are thrown into
the gutter. In the vicinity of the city hall,
where large crowds of men gather at all times
during the day, the number of cigar stubs
found is scarcely credible.

"The cigar stubs are utilized in many ways.
After being gathered the butts, by -which
name cigar ends are sometimes known, are
sorted and graded, and the dark and light
shades of tobacco placed in- separate heaps
The tobacco in the stubs is then plted out
and thoroughly washed. The washing pro-
cess is done to eradicate ki ashes and burned
tobacco. After the tobebCo has been dried
and graded againit s ready forsale. Cigar
stubs are sometimes made up into a cheap
quality of live-cent cigars, or oftener sold to
cigarette manufacturers, who mix the stubs
with other tobacco."-Brooklyn Eagle.

The New Generation in Vlrginla.
A great deal of nonsense has been written

They lack, it is true, much of the goahead-
itiveness of the northern man, but it must be
remembered that most of those yet living
were brought up under conditions that
paralyzes energy.

Profitable Use Found for Seaweed.
An English chemist has found a way for

turning to account the practically illimitable
quantity of seaweed that the ocean supplies,
or at least as much of it as may be desired.
He boils the weed with carbonate of soda and
treats the filtered solution with sulphuric
acid, obtaienng from it in this manner a sub.
stance that has more viscosity than starch, or
even gum arabic, and that can be profitable
employed in stiffening various textile fabric!s
It is also said to be excellently adapted for
the making of syrups and for certain culinary
uses. From the cellular and fibrous matter
left after the extraction of the material-to
which he has given the name of "alguina"-
a very good quality of writing paper can be
cheaply made.-New York Sun.

Some Novelties in Postage Stamps.

NEWSBOYS LET LOOSE.

An Ieourslon in Whieh Pandemonulm
and Howling Rome Are Nowhere.

..The New 'York newsboy's lo: is not a
happy one at best. From rough usage at
the hands of his parents, when he is burdened
with any, to the rougher treatment of his
own set in the streets he acquires a warlike
spirit which fears only the "cop" and the
police justice. Might Is right with him, and
he is docile only when dealing with a cus-
tomer or in the presence of a stronger an-
tagonist. There is one day in the year
though when all restralnt is removed and
he, or several hundred of them, are ilowed
to let themselves loose.

This red letter day in the newsboy's life is
on the occasion of the excursion granted
him each year by John U. Btarin. It cams
off the other day, and the programme varied
little from previous years. First the largest
double-deck barge in the harbor of New
York is made ready at a dock early in the
morning, but no earlier than the boys begin
to swarm toward it. Each gamin has se-
cured a free ticket days before the event,
on his proving that he Was an all-wool news-
boy and at least a yard in length. A squad
of police are on hand to prevent bloodshed,
and keep the boys from going in swimming
of the dock. Thereare from 500 to 800 of
them, and the paademonpam they keep up
could not be described. After an hour or
so of waiting the order is given to go on
board, and then a smramble commenoes to
get them In lne so astoget them on board
Indian fl. Those not possessing tickets are
weeded out, leaving 350 to go on board. In
the meantim, a band of nine brave mu-
sicians have taken their lives in their hands
and intrusted themselves to the meroy of
the boys later on. But they are a green
band, they have never furnished music to a
newsboys' excursion before, -ind it is likely
that 8tain has not money enough to secure
their services again, at least he has never
yet been able to hire the same band twice.
