Fe' the guidance of those
of its readers who may visit the great
fair, Th.b Chief furnishes herewith a
b:ief description of a few Pike features
that are well worth seeing.
"NEW YORK TO THE NORTH POLE."

The stage required for the presenta-
tion of the beautiful scenic production,
"New York to the North Pole,"
measures 150 feet in length, 100 in
width and 78 in height. The proscen-
ium opening, next to that of the "Gal-
veston Flood," is the largest in the
world, and the mutorama calls for a
tank 120 feet long, 20 feet wide and 8
feet deep, containing nearly a million
gallons of water. The first thing that
meets our eyes is a view of New York
and the North river. There is tho un-
doubted real water moving at our feet
and stretching across to the wharves
and dockb of New York, which are
evidently real and solid; we see the
shifting shadows, and the reflection of
the water. We see, and recognize im-
mediately, the imposing array of sky-
scrapers which adorn lower New York,
while the river itself is alive with
shippin'. An ocean steamer, proceed-
ing up to her dock at Hoboken, passes
another one on her way out to sea. The
moon rises and adds its radiance to the
splendor of the night. Darkness fades
away and the daylight returns, with
magnificent sunrise over the city. In
mid-stream lies anchored a barkentine
rigged steamer. It is the vessel in
which we are to make the voyage to
the great frozen north. At sunrise
there comes across the waters the
clanking of cables as the anchor is
raised, a-nd with a farewell scream
from hur siren, the ship starts on her
voy age to the north pole.

Slowly the "Discoverer" creeps
down the river.. New York is slipping
past, we -re nearing the battery, and
soon we begin to draw abreast of Gov-
ernor's Island. We look back to catch
the vista of the East river and Brooklyn
bridge. Governor's Island is left
astern, and here is Bedloe's Island,
with the statue of liberty, but these,too,
are left behind us as we head for the
Narrows. The low land of Long Island
.s all that is in sight, and as the ship
breasts the waves and heads for the
oper; ,ea, slowly down into tbh ocean
sinks the sight of land. The water
stretching away to the horizon is real
water. The clouds gather, an unnatu-
ral calm settles and the "Discoverer"
is revealed hy a blinding flash of light-
ning. Flash after flash of lightning,
followed by the crashing reverberation
of thunder, adds to the awful terror.
The storm flies away, the rain changes
o sleet, the sleet to snow. The tem-
perature is far below zero, and our
ship is already white with frozen spray
and ice. We encounter icebergs, and
soon we pass the beginning of the ice-
pack. We aro fairly arrived at the
frozen north. The arctic twilight is
all around us, and we now get the
northern lights in all their glory. The
ice closes in ray dly, and soon the
"Discoverer" is hard and fast, caught
tight in an icy embrace. We have
evidently .eached as far north as we
can get in the vessel and decide to
make a dash for the pole itself over the
ice. Our expedition is soon equipped
and the vessel 'aft behind. The sur-
face of the ice field is constantly chang-
ing, and all around us is the splendor
of the trct'c night. Millions of stars
light oar way, and the glory of the
aurora borealis indicates our goLl.
We are nearin- the pole. A hasty ob-
servation shows that we are long
past the limit of the farthest north
thus far r'ttaiLed. The first rays of
the returning sun, which herald the
end of the long arctic night, glint
across the snow and lighC up the ice
peak, which our instruments tell us is
as ne.,r th. true apex of the earth as
man ",gill probably ever come. With a
cheer our p;;rty dashes for the peak.
The aurora lfdes. The slanting suu-
beams show t little group of men
standing rouud a flag-the American
fleag-the flag we have accompanied.
The first m&*, the first flag, at the
north pale!

"UNDE1t AND OVER THE SEA."
Those who have read Jules Verne's

fascinating story, "Forty Thousand.
Leagues Under the Sea," or been in-
terested in the later exploits of Santos-
Dumont in the upper deep, should not
fail to avail themselves of the oppor-
tunity afforded by the Pike to experi-
ence both in a delightfully realistic
voyage under the sea to Paris,
returning by the Rainbow Route. You
descend by a broad companion-way
to the cabin of a submarine vessel,
the hatches are closed and battened
down, and the order is given to the
man at the wheel to descend one hun-
dred fathoms below the surface. Then
the vessel starts on its 5,000 mile
voyage to Paris, while the delighted
passengers, through the transparent

sides of the ship, study the various
kinds of submarine animal and vege-
- able life and fossil formations, until
in a remarkably short time the vessel
ascends the river Seine and you find
yourself in the fair and wicked me-
t tropolis. You are immediately con-
ducted to the Eiffei tower and, ascend-
ing to the top of that wonderful struct-
ure, enter the car of an airship, whence
you look down upon the gay city for
S' few moments before departing for
A merica and the great world's fair.
Then tWe airship is unmoored, and the
aerial journey is begun. For a brief
space you gaze upon -. varied and
beautiful landscape, then dash boldly
out over the sea, at fi:st calm and
peaceful, but later torn and tossed by
a furious tempest. The scene is truly
terrific, but is soon left in the wake of
the swift-sailing airship. An' now
you are floating over New York city;
then you recognihs the Horseshoe
Pen 

. 
and other familiar scenes in

Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois;
the great Eads bridge _nCl fair St.
Louis come into view, !rnd, "Presto!"
you are again on the Pike, congratu-
lating one another on the beauties and
pleasures of the trip.

"FAIR JAPAN."

The Chief takes particular pleasure
in calling to the attention of all those
contemplating a v'sit to the world's
fair, the concession known an "Fair
I Japan". It was here that the writer
was entertained by real Geisha Girls
fr,m the orient, a class probably
nc v•er before represented in America.
In the beautiful little Japanese thea-
ter the Geisha Girls chanted the songs
of the far away orient, asd executed
the graceful dances so famed in song
and story.

The entrance to "Fair Japan" prob-
ably is the most imposing and pictur-
esque building in the entire world's
fair grounds. It is a replica, com-
plete in every detail, of the famous
entrance to the Temple of Nikko,
probably one of the most revered
places of worship in all Japan. Just
beyond the Nikko gate is a typical
street in Tokio, with booths, bazaars,
and Japanese forms of amusement,
such as would be found in any typi-
cal Japanese city of the better class.
Crossing t gently sloped bridge of
Japanese design, one enters the thea-
ter where the Geisha, the Japanese
fencers and other entertainers hold
forth. To the left of th' theater is
the garden, a replica in miniature of
the imperial gardens in Tokio, with
cascades, lagoons, dwarf shrubbery
and other artistic features. Locvat. d
in tho garden is a modern Vta house
in which fifteen of the beauties of the
most fashionable tea houses in Tokio,
Yqkahoma and other well-known
Japanese cities serve the public with
light refreshments of all kinds. Pass-
ing the tea house one encounters the
gateway of the Nio-Mon, or the Tem-
ple of the Two Kings, a rare speciman
of Japanese architecture of years
gone by, with engravings which prove
it to be more than six hundred years of
ag(. The Nio-Mon was dismantled in
Japan and after being shipped to
An•erica was reconstructed along the
original lines. The Nio-Mon was
erocted in the Province of Yheako by
Lord Satake of the noble Satake fam-
i7l fo:: the peaceful repose of the de-
pa.rted soul of his honored father.
The Gua-dian Angels-the two kings,
i other words--who guard the gates
of the Nio-Mon are Brahma and Indra,
carved from one massive piece of wood
i' the crude but still artistic method
in vogue in the centuries gone by.

Taking all in all, and in view of the
fact that just at present everything of
a Japanesque nature is more or less in
the public eye, "Fair Japan" is all
thalt its name implies, a&d is one of
those places along the Pike well
worthy of a visit from the pleasure
seekers who will flock to St. Louis this
summer.

"THE BATTLE ABBEY.'"

The Battle Abbey, srchit cturally
considered, is the most striking of the
many building: formin, the Pike.
The Abbey's measurements are heroic,
showving as it does a frontags of 450
feet, a depth of 300 feet, and in some
placer its pinnacles, towers and bas-
tious rise to a height of 13u feet. Its
architecture is Tudor gothic and con-
veys the impression that you are stand-
ing before a heavily fortified abbey of
the fourte .th century.

Within its walls are housed an elab-
orate pictorial and plastic history of
the war record of the American people,
arranged in epochs so thateven a school
boy can trace the evolution of the
arms and mighty deeds of our nation.
The epoch of the revolution is illus-
trated by a diorama of the batttle of
Yorktown, and the capitulation of
Cornwallis. The war of 1812 is por-
trayed by a diorama showing the battle
o0 New Orleans, where Andrew Jack-
son so signally defeated the British
under Packenham. A diorama of the
battle of the Alamo depicts the heroism
of Davy Crockett, Travis and Bowie
in the struggle for the independence d1
Texas. The Mexican war is illus-
trated by a diorama of the battle of
Buena Vista. The rebellion is por-
trayed by ;wo monster cycloramas,
Phillipoteaux's battle of Gettysburg
depicting a victory of the confederate
arms-thus establishing an equipoise
of sentiment which will gratify the
veterans of both armies. The Indian
wars are portrayed by a striking dio-
rama of "Custer's Last Fight," and
the Spanish-American war is perpet-
uated by an aquatic diorama showing
Admiral Dewey's demolition of the
Spanish fleet, In the harbor of Manila.
In addition, the matiy vast halls and
corridors are filled with a war museum
containing valuable relics of the differ-
ent epochs illustrated. Those of the
civil war constitute a collection im-
possible to replace. The Battle Abbey

is supposed to fill the position of ,the
rallying place for all veterans of our1 country's armies, and special provi-
1 sion has been made for their comfort
,in the vast building. The "Lady Ab-

besses" will preside, one selected from
Sthe Woman's Relief Corps of t'e G. A.
l R., and one from the Daughters of the
Confederacy. The Sons of the Revo-
Slution and the Mexican veterans will
all have special representatives. In
fact, no effort will be spared to have
the old soldier look to the Battle
Abbey for protection and comfort.

( "GALVESTON FLOOD."
1 The electric mutorama of the "Gal-

veston Flood" is contained in a beau-i tiful building 150 feat wide by 300 feet

deep, and represents the catastrophe,
the most appalling in modern times,
r which overwhelmed a city of 40,000

and [caused. the loss of some 1;,000
souls. The first scene de-icted shows
Galveston as it appeare. before the
i storc:, and from r point opposite the

entrance to the channel, h oking south-
west. With the ocean all aglow, the
sun sinks into the lea behind a bank
of crimson clouds, which dissipates as
l the daylight slowly lades. The lights
in the city appear; the lighthouse
displays its beacon; the steamers
anti shipping -re illuminated; trains,
brightly li" up, cr 'ss the bridge and
entei the iity; a :ril'iant cmoo" ap-
pears in the sky, throwing its silvery
ripples on thu waters of the gulf; over-
head the stars re twinkling.

Gradually the lights in the city are
extinguished and Galveston sleeps.
Heavy clouds gather in the sky and *
terrific gale of wind blovws from the
north and ea s. The fury of the wind
increases every minute and is accom-
panied by a tremendous downpour of
rain. Meanwhile, the water, which
has been peacefully lapping the beach,
gradually encroaches and lashes itself
into a fury. Thunder and lightning
add their terrors to the scene, the
wind shrlek., and the fierce, waves
rush madly into and over the doomed
city. The terrific downpour adds to

the pandemonium of the elements,
and the city is blotted out. Nothing
is seen but the t}ngry ocesn as it
sweeps majestically over its victim,
rejoicing in its might.

Soon the storm subsides, the moon
breaks through the clouds. There is
nothing to be seen but thb, long hear-
iLg o.:xans, of water. Tnh flood re-
cedes, and here and there various
buildings and points of land are grad-
ua.lly revealed as the water leaves
them. Then more of the.:s islands ap-
peor, till presently most of the city
emergei from the flood, brokeu by the
lon e lanes of water, which .~ili follow
every breaking wa., e.

The waters slowly rwcede and under
the pale light of the silver moon,
which slowly fades from our sight, we
see s" vision of Galveston as it is to
appear when the projected break-
water.s, which will remove the last pos-
sibility of a recurrence of th= disaster
of 1900, i-ra completed.

".HEREAFTER."

In a t uilding representing externally
the sombre gate of Hades, is housed
the concession known as "Hereafter."'
As you saunter down the Pike, a deep-
voiced spieler bids you "Go to H-l"
and should you grant his !equest and
pass through the great stone-arched
corridor, a remarkable metamorpho-
sis of your mind and body will occur.
A grewsome atmosphere you hiave
suddenly stumbled into: none else but
the cabinet of.the dead, and in order
to visit the spiritual world, you have
got to die. A grave and solemn
monk appears and warns you to
"Abandon all hope and follow on."
Powerless to do other than obey this
awful command, you follow into a
subterranean elevator and rapidly
descend to the realms of darkness,
the first circle of the nine in Hell,
through all of which you must pass
before again seeing the light of
earthly day. You keep close at the
heels of your guide, crossing Acheron,
the river of woe, in Charon's boat,
to the second circle; visiting ,he court
of Minos, the infernal judge, who
dispenses justice to the endless line
of wicked spirits; beholding the beauti-
ful visions of the unhappy Faust
