Crop Comment.

summary of weather conditions for
the month of SBeptember, and the re-
port. shows that the highest tempera-
ture reached duaring the summer was
atpained yesterday, when the mercury
climbed up to 100 degrees. The min-
imum for the month was 66 degrees,
registered on the 10th. The total rain-
fall was 7.23 inches, of which 2.5 inches
fell on the 6th and 2.15 incoes on the
23rd. There were B rainy days, 20
clear days, 9 partly cloudy and 1
wholly s0. The prevailing direction
of the wind was easterly. ;

On' the whole. the cotton farmera are
having favorable weather for the bar-
vesting of their erop and the work of
gathering the fleecy staple is being
steadily prosecuted. A scarcity of la-
bor 1s generally reported. el
H. Hiehardson, a well-known
cotton planter of St. Amant; informs
The Chief that the crop in his neigh-
borhood will be about fifteen per cent
short. He states that in adjacent sec-
tlons the shortage will greatly exceed
this figure, but that the fartmers of his
locality are as a general ruleconfident
that they will make a falr crop, al-
shough not near what they expected
some four or five wecks ago. Labor
is very searce in Mr. Bichardson’s
territory. : :

Cane continues to grow, bub is not
ripeniog as fast as the planters would
like to see it do. A few weeks of cold
weather are needed to put the crop in
proper shape, and unless such weather
materializes very soon the percentage
of sucrose in the cans will not be at
all satisfactory. Of course, the ton-
nage bids fair to be excellent, buf the
planters would rather have the cane
ripen than grow agy more. :

Alfred Reckner, ‘manager of one of
the Miles Planting and Manufacturing
Clompany's plantations pear Jurn-
side, states thab the prinding season
will be started at the big Houmug Cen-
tral refinery about the seventesnth of
October. Mr. Beckner says thab the
erop on all of the Miles places is in
first-class shape so far as the size and
quantity of the cane is conecerned, but
that as yet the stalks have hardly
fishucked”’ at all, indicating that the
eane is unusually green for this season.
of the year. Faill planting will be be-
gun on the Miles places as soon as the
ground is in proper shape.
