known sugar planters of Louisiana,
who is extensively engaged in both

the agricultural and manufacturing
branches of the industry, received

from a firm of wholesale brokers and

commission merchants doing business

in an Alabama city a letter to the fol-

lowing effect:
Some of our merchants have made

inquiries of us that we are not in a
position to answer. They desire to
know your opinion of the present mar-
ket, also your opinion of what the
market may likely be after the first of
the year. We have been in the broker-
age business for the past fifteen or six-
teen years, and have never experienced
the present existing conditions of the
mar ket. We do not understand why
granulated and yellow clarified should
advance in the face of the receipts of
a large new crop of sugar. It has been
our experience during the last several
years that during the arrival of the
receipts of the new crop the market
has been much lower. Please write us
fully your opinion, and such a letter
as we may place before the buyers,
and it may be possible to influence
them to accept the situation and place
orders. Your very prompt attention
to this matter will be highly ap-
preciated.

In the meantime be kind enough to
forward us samples of any sugars you
may have to offer, naming your lowest
delivered price in carload lots, for
prompt shipment.

The reply of the Louisiana planter
was about as complete, terse and clear
an explanation of the sugar situation
and the causes operating to bring it
about as could possibly be presented
in equal space, and we are glad to be
favored with the privilege of repro-
ducing the body of the letter for the
information and edification of our
readers, nearly a-iof whijm are either
directly or indirectly interested in
the subject of which it treats:

There are several reasons for the ad-
vance of sugar, and as the writer keeps
fully posted, he will lay them before
you.

First reason: European crops are
1,000,0)0 tons short, owing to un-
precedented drouth in Europe.

Second reason: Consumption of
sugar has increased at least ten per
cent.

Third reason: Money is easy, and
while sugar planters are "farmers,"
they have learned to be wise and not
sacrifice their crops when they can
hold and make the advance them-
selves.

Fourth reason: The Louisiana crop
is yielding poorly, owing to climatic
reasons. Tonnage of cane is large,
and owing to greenness of cane, yield
of sugar is very light.

Fifth reason: Merchants have be-
come so accustomed to holding off and
waiting for planters to sacrifice their
sugar, that the majority of the large
planters of Louisiana have done as we
do, and that is, make raw sugar, for
which we get as much from the "trust"
as your merchants are willing to pay
for choice yellow clarified sugar.

Sixth reason: Cuba's crop is small
and will be held and not sacrificed.

The above information is furnished
you for what it is worth. We have
no interest in the matter, as we have
made less than 1000 barrelsof yellow
clarilied sugar, and expect to make
29,000 barrels for the "trust."

Your merchants will pay much
higher prices for sugar later on, as
speculators in New Orleans are buy-
ing up all good sugar that is offered.

Louisiana's Vote.
The compilation of the returns of

the recent election as made last week
by Secretary of State John T. Michel
places the vote for presidential can-
didates as follows: Parker, Democrat,
47,908; Roosevelt, Republican, 5205;
Debs, Socialist, 995. The People's
party, commonly known as the Popu-
lists, failed to get a sufficient number
of signers to their ndmination papers,
hence were debarred by the provisions
of the election law from having the
names of their candidates placed on
the official ballot, otherwise Thos. E.
Watson would doubtless have re-
ceived a few hundred votes for presi-
dent. The total vote of the state for
presidential candidates was 53,908, i
and that for members of congress in
the seven districts 52,507, an average
of only 7358 to the district.

There are a number of instances in
the populous states of the north where e
the vote of a single congressional dis-
trict exceeds that of the entire state of t
Louisiana, and it is such evidence of i
manifest inequality of representation I
as this that gives color and strength to t
the movement looking to a diminution
of the number of members of congress
apportioned to the states that have
disfranchised a large proportion of t
their citizens in contravention of both
the spirit and letter of the federal s
constitution. C

General Bullion Officially Decapitated.
Governor Blanchard announced a

number of appointments last week,
among them the members of the Board
of Control of the New Basin Canal
and Shell Road, as follows: Frank M.
Breedlove, P. E. St. Martin and J. B.
Honor, of New Orleans; T. M. Akers,
of Tangipahoa, and Geo. R. Deutsch,
of St. Tammany. As the Times-Dem-
ocrat says, "All of the gentlemen suc-
ceed themselves except Mr. Deutsch,
who is appointed in place of O. A.
Bullion, of Ascension."

The reason why Gen. Bullion was
singled out as unworthy to share with
his fellow members of the board the
distinction and reward of gubernato-
rial favor will be readily surmised by
all who are familiar with the ways and
workings of the Democratic machine in
Louisiana under the Blanchardian re-
gime. There is no pretense that As-
cension's worthy representative on the
canal board failed in the performance
of any duty or function appertaining
to the position. On the contrary, it is
admitted that he was one of the most
faithful, diligent and zealous members
of the body. A leading planter, mer-
chant and shipper of a section that
contributes largely to the traffic car-
ried on through the New Basin canal,
he probably had a greater and more
direct personal interest in the proper
maintenance of the waterway than any
of his colleagues, and his appoint-
ment would have been as small rec-
ognition as could have been accorded
his efficient public service.

But Gen. Bullion committed two un-
parlnnable sins as viewed from the
stn point of Louisiana's governor
ano his co-bosses of the reigning Dem-
ocratic oligarchy in this state. Exer-
cising the privilege of a free-born
American citizen and gallant Confed-
erate veteran, Gen. Bullion sided with
his con -rade-in <arrms, Gen- astremnski,
in the primary that preceded the last
state election, and afterwards sup-
ported the local ticket in. Ascension
that was nominated by the Republican
parish convention. No matter how
conspicuous his individual merits and
claims, they could not be accorded a
feather's weight in the balance against
these capital political offenses, and of
course his official decapitation was a
foregone conclusion. We don't know
how he feels about it, but if he has the
spirit we give him credit for he will
esteem the official disfavor-of the pres-
ent governor under the circumstances
more of a compliment than a rebuff.

The President's Message.
President Roosevelt's message,

which was read in both branches of
congress Tuesday, is an excellent
document and is receiving the hearty
commendation of the press of the
country, without regard to partisan
politics or sectional animosity. The
president expresses himself in a strong
and able manner on the questions that
he finds most interesting and deems
of paramount importance, notably the
Philippines, labor and capital, the
navy. etc., and touches briefly on the
tariff, public education, pensions and
financial problems, promising a later
special message on the tariff. His sug-
gestions are conservative and far-
seeing and his views are sound and
wholesome. All in all, the message is
one that cannot fail to give entire
satisfaction to President Roosevelt's
supporters and the country at large,
and is just what might have been ex-
pected from such an able and intelli-
gent chief magistrate as Theodore
Roosevelt has proved himself to be.
Next week The Chief will present the
salient points of the notable docu-
ment, together with additional edito-
rial comment thereon.

Items of Interest from Field and Factory.
Progress of the Grinding Campaign

in Ascension and Elsewhere.

The rain which commenced in the
early part of last week ceased falling
Monday evening and the mercury took
a decided tumble. Tuesday was damp
and cloudy, and in the evening the
weather grew perceptibly colder, the
thermometer having reached the 32-
degree mark at some time during the
night. Wednesday the clouds cleared
away, the sun shone brightly and the
temperature climbed slowly upward,
giving promise of a return of the beau-
tiful weather with which this section
was favored prior to last week. The
same conditions prevailed Thursday,
but alas for the frailty of human
hopes, yesterday the skies again be-
came overcast and early in the morn-
ing a steady rain commenced to fall,
continuing without interruption for
the entire day and part of the night.

The plantation roads are reported
to be in poor shape as a result of the
rains, and if the present spell of bad
weather continues much longer the
problem of conveying the cane from
the field to the factory will begin to
assume serious proportions.

The Ascension Club failed to hold its
monthly meeting Wednesday, as the
advent of clear weather had given a
new impetus to work in the cane fields
and sugar factories, thus preventing
the attendance of the country members
of the club.

Manager John W. Tucker, of the
Miles Company's New Hope place,
was beard to say that plant cane is
yielding thirty-five tons to the acre,
_ but the yield of sugar per ton is stil.
unusually small and has not percepti.
bly improved since the freeze. Nev
Hope has three weeks more of grinding
in prospect, not having lost a working
day since the beginning of this sea
son's operations.

Evan Hall was forced to shut dowr
for several days on account of the
rainy spell, which brought work in the
fields to a standstill. Operations were
resumed Tuesday morning.

J. A. Norman, manager of H. Mce
Call's McManor plantation, was in
town last Sunday. Mr. Norman obh
served a sedulous silence when askec
for information as to the results being
obtained at McManor.

It is rumored that the Lemann Com-
pany, Limited, have sold the crop or
their Belle Terre plantation to E. & J.
Kock, owners of Belle Alliance. Belle
Terre is situated on the east bank of
Bayou Lafourche, being one of the
several places owned by the Lemann
Company on this side of the bayou.
The company made an effort to grind
the entire crop on their numerous es-
tates at the Palo Alto refinery, on the
west bank of the bayou, but have
about realized that the task will be too
dificult to perform and are disposing
of a quantity of their cane.

Death of Joseph Bradford.
Joseph Bradford, a native and life-

long resident of Ascension parish,
died a-this home in St -Patrick -treet
at 10:45 o'clock Wednesday night after
a long illness, aged 55 years. The
funeral took place at 9 o'clock a. m.
yesterday, with services at the Episco-
pal church and interment in the Cath-
olic cemetery. Mr. Bradford, famil-
iarly known to his many friends as
"Coon," conducted a store in this
town for many years, and some eight-
een months ago instituted a hack line,
which he operated with much success.
His health was seemingly excellent up
to a couple of months ago, when it
developed that he was suffering from
an incurable disease. Despite the best
of care and medical attention, he grew
rapidly worse and at his own request
was taken to New Orleans for treat-
ment. He failed to improve, however,
and was brought home Tuesday, after
having been in the city for about two
weeks. Mr. Bradford is survived by
his wife, who was Miss Anaise Acosta;
two children, Mrs. Augustin Montero
and William Bradford, and two broth-
ers, M. F. and Thomas Bradford. To
them The Chief tenders assurances of
deepest sympathy.

Negro Murderer Arrested.
William Berry, a negro charged

with murdering his wife, was arrested
at Picard & Geismar's store Tuesday
morning by L. Newman, an employee
in the store. The crime was eommitted
Monday morning on Cora plantation,
Iberville parish, Berry having shot
down his wife and then emptied his
pistol into her lifeless body. After
committing the brutal murder the black
fiend made his escape. A description
of him was wired to the principal sta-
tions along the lines of the Texas and
Pacific and Mississippi Valley roads,
and when he appeared at Geismar he
was promptly recognized and arrested
by Mr. Newman. The sheriff's office
was notified of the capture, and Dep-
uty Jas. McCray was sent after the
prisoner. Berry was safely lodged in
the parish jail, where he remained
until Thursday, when Deputy Sheriff
Gervais Petit came down from Plaque-
mine and conveyed the murderer to
the Iberville metropolis.
