Dunedin, New Zealand.-It Is indeed@ very morose and unhappy person who
cannot find that many of the long hours
spent on an ocean voyage are happily
spent in the various games and pastimes
invented by the most energetic of the
passengers.

Hardly a day passes that some one
has not some new game to propose oa
that someTf the indefatigable card play-
ers are not proposing a series of rubbers.
He who on land is concerned in nothing
less than the management of a grea:

During the morning there are more
stirring games for athletically inclined,
races from the three-legged race to tha
potato race, men and women racing up
and down the slanting deck trying to
carry a large'potato on a tiny spoon.
