It was
due lo large measure to the good
sense and sound judement of our eiti-
zeng thabt the brutal oepro was ever
permitted to stand trial before & court
of law, and ‘we cannot repress s feeling
of pride and satisfaction than this was
the case. Valentioe's erime was of
such & dastardly pature, the cowardly
blow was so terrible in its conse-
quences to the estimabla lady who was
made the victim of the atrocious as-
sault, that after the negro’s confession
was made public threats of lynchinge
were openly indulged in and an out-
raged citizenry demanded that swift
and summary punishment be meted
out to the bleck fiend. We ere glad to
say, however, that calmer counsel
prevailed and it was decided to let the
law take ita course. The wisdom of
this course was fully demonstrated by
tha result of Valentine's trial and is
bound to afford much gratification to
all who are conversant with the eir-
cumstances, The verdict was io ac-
cordanee with the law and the evidence
and wat what the people of this com-
mupity expected eod demanded. While
some surprise was manifested that the
jury should reguire sc long a time io
whichito reach ap agreement, the result
of the body's daliberations met with
unanimpus approval and served to
ameliorate whatever criticlcism might
have been forthcoming on accou.t of
the length of time required in which to
return the only verdict possible in the
face of the evidence adduced and the
law concerning the crime.

Much eredit for the conviction is due
to Distriet Attorney Goodran and his
colleagues, Attorneys Pugh and Me-
Culloh. Mr. Gondran in his final ar-
gument made & splendid effort, mar-
shalling his facts with rare ability aod
presenting the state’s side of the case
with logic and conciseness.

Judge Leche con-
dueted the trial with his usual sbso-
lnte fairness and impartiality and up-
held the repotation he enjoys of being
one of the most able and competent
judges that has ever served on the
bench of the twenty-sevensh judicial
distriet. |

bebind the bars, despite the fact that
the only evideoce obtainable was of a
circumstantial nature and the witnesses
were not at sll positive in their identi-
ication of the eriminal.

Martin wos ustiring in his eforts to
enllact sufficient evidenee against Val-
entine upon which to secure’ s convie-
tion and Jabored Indefatigably uniil
he had woveo such a web around the
prisoner that the latter realized the
hopelessness of his position and de-
cided to make a full confession.

It is indeed gratifying to know that
the local application of the Taw is in
the hands of such able and zealous -
cers as those thatconstituts Ascension's
present judicial corps, and it is with
pride and pleasurs that we congratulate
the gentlemen upon the highly succesa-
ful termination of their eforts in the
Valentine case and upon the fulfill-
ment of their assertion that if the
negro were given a trial a convietion
would be obtained and full justice
meted out to the black desperado. The
people of Donaldsonville and viclnity
deserve credit for their law-sbiding
and commendable conduet and are to
be praised for curbing their first hasty
impulses and allowing the law to take

The much-heralded convention of
the southern states’ cotton growers
cawme to aclose late Thursday evening,
after having been in session sinea
Tuesday morning. Considering the
great size of the gathering—about two
thousand delegates having been pres-
enl—the numerous interests repre-
sented and the many different ideas

The
merchants and bankers have expressed |
their willingness to ald the planters in
carrying their surplus cotton until
such time as it can be disposed of with
profit, and the farmers have pledged
themselves to curtall the acreage, to
practice diversitication and to retain
their present holdings until a satisfac-
tory price is offered.

Of course: it i3 not to be expected

that the plans of the convention will
be carried out in full everywhere, but
thers is every reason to hope that suf-
ficieut co-operation will be manifested
to bring about at least the proposed
reduction of 25 per cent in acreage. It
may not be possible for all planters to
hold back the balance of their cotton
until 10 cents & pound can be secured
for 1t, but the disposition to hold is
undoubtedly very strong and it is safe
to assume thatevery farmer will retain
his cotton as long as he possibly can
and certainly until guotations have
improved sufficiently to enable him to
make a reasooable proft.

The convention declined to ge on

recotd a8 opposed to futures and re-
tused to adopt or indorse any plan of
public warehousing. Iostead of crit-
icising the government’s crop report,
as it was expected wounld be done, the
coovention anoounced its emphatic
and cordial approval of the govern-
ment’s efforts and called upon every
farmer to assist in making the reports
even more perfect and reliable.
