Capt. Woodward Appointed
Postmaster,

The postolice department held to
the opinion that Gen., W. J. Bebap,
acting postmaster at New Orleans, was
ineligible for appointment to that of-
fice because he was recently a legal
resident and qualified voter of an-
other parizh, and Messrs. F. B, Wil-
liams sod Lewis 5. larke, the presi-
dent’s referees in this state, were
called upon 1o submit another name
for consideration in conmectivn with
the vacant postmastership. The name
of Capt. Thos. J. Woodward was ac-
cordingly sent on, and no sooner had
the recommendation reached Wash-
ington than the president announced
the appoiotment and transmitted it to
the senate for confirmation, The fa-
vorabls jction of this body is rezard-
ed in twe light of @ foregone conclu-
siop, since the appointee not vnly has
a number of warm friends among the
Republican majority, but i3 known
and esteemed by leading Democrats as
well, while Senators Foster sod Mc-
Eoery, of Louisiane, both used the
telegraph to congratulate lhim upon
his appointment.

The Chief, for reasons stated at
leogth four weeks ago, favored the
appointment of Gen. leban, and in
this matter Capt. Woodward agreed
with us to such an extent thab be took
oceasion while in Washington recently
to express to President Hoosevelt the
hope that Gen. Behan’s nomination
would be decided upon.
Behan out of the race, however, there
is no man in New Orleans whom this
paper can more freely or eordially
indorse for the postmastership thap
Capt. Woodward, and it would have
been difficult for the referees to have
made a more fitting or popular selee-
tiomn. L

The following briet sketch of the
‘mew postmaster’s career is reproduced
from the New Orleans Pleayune, with
the prefatory remark that in addition
to his other acquirements aod advaa-
tages he is a lifelong aud rock-ribbed
Republican in polities:

Captain Thomas J. Woodward is
one of the beat-known and mnst re-
spected among the prominent citizens
of New Orleans. He has been closely
identified with the commuorcial interests
of the city for more than thirty years,
and has occupied many positions of
trust, honor and responsibility, but
none of a political nature, in this com-
munity. He is & native of Maine, At
tha agre of 17 he chose a seafuring life,
and was a mariner ino the foreign trade
between New York eity, Liverpool,
London and Havre, In 1861 he en-
tered the United States navy, and for
gallant services in the firse months of
ihe eivil war was promoted to the com:-
mand of the Tlnited States steamer
Shawsheen. He next commanded the
United States steamers Miami and
Commodace Perry, and io the last {if-
teen mopths of the war was captain of
the United States ironelad Atlanta.
He resigned the TInited States naval
service in August, 1865, and came to
New Orleans, where he was engaged
a5 commauaoder of the gew ship J. H.
Streton in the foreign trade betweep
New Orleaus, Liverpool and Bostoa.
On the 1st of Japuary, 1868, Captain
Woodward settled in this eity, agd en-
tered commercial life in partoership
with Pearl Wight, with whom he was
associated in what developed to be the
largest ship cbandlery house in the
south for thirty years. In 1898 Cap-
tain Woodward retired from active
business.

Captain Woodward has been presi-
dent of the New Orleans Maritime As-
sociation, president of the New Orleans
Board of Trade, vice president of the
New Orleans Chamber of Commerce,
member of the State Board of Health
and connected with manoy charitable
orgapizations. He is now president
of the board of trustees of Straight
University, vice president of the South-
ern Insurance Company and one of
the active members of the Board of
Trade and of the Progressive Union.
He was prominently eonnected with
carnival assoeintions, and was DRex,
king of the carnival, in 1800,

The ecaptain was the Repuoblican
United States Cowmissioner to the
World's Fair av Chicaro, and was
largely instrumental in seeoring an
appropriation from the state of Lou-
isiana to have a representative there.
He was prominent in the jetty confer
ence committee, whivh secured an ap-
propriation from eopgress for im-
provement at the mouth of the Missis-
sippl river. The eaptaiv has a large
acquaintance among old-time paval
oftieers and army officers, .and among
men promioens in the oation's public
life.

Weather end Crops.

A complete stop has been put to
plantation work by the cold, raioy
weather of the past two weeks, and
this state of affairs will continue until
the temperature has moderated and
the soil has dried oub sufficiently to
render field operations practicable
and profitable.
