Soldiers in the Philippines Object to
Publications Containing

Beauty Hints.

Religious weeklies and household
journals telling how to be beautiful
are not wanted by the soldiers in the
Philippines, according to Mrs. H. C.

Chadbourne, of this city, says the
Chicago Tribune. Ever since the
islands were occupied by the army she
has been sending boxes of books and
magazines to the regiments doing serv-

ice there.
Mrs. Chadbourne has collected the

literature and the government has for-

warded it without expense and has ex-

pressed much gratitude. For its part,
the public has had a standing invita-

tion to contribute its cast-off reading
matter to Mrs. Chadbourne. There is
where the trouble has come in. Mrs.

Chadbourne has been showered with
periodicals upholding the tenets of all
the religious sects of the land. Their
volume has been only less than that

of the prints devoted to the different

ways of making t hildren's cihlhes. of
doing embroidery and s fancy work. and
of keeping always youthful an i beau-

ti tl.

bourn de-l!ared. "is all right. He is
worthy of admiration--but he is not
religious, and doies not care to study

Sdot and I never sent them on, but just
s:ac!cd them upt and threw them away
when the heap g:ot too big.

"I thought, however, it would be

a, good thing for the boys if they would
read some of the religious pape-rs, and
I sent several lots of themi, experi-
mentally.

The papers were not read
either by the officers or the men. The

The lot I now am
making up is to go with the Sixth in-

`March 1. I want reading enough to

while away the hours of the long

journey out, and also to last after the

islands are reached. Anything for the

boxes must reach me before the last

of the week, as I will nail them up'
and send them to Fort Leavenworth."

NATIVES' LIPS ARE CUT CFF

Savage Ladrones of Philippines Thus
2lutiiate Sympathizers with

Americans.

Details received conc-rning the opera-
tions of Montalon and Felizardo. the
ladrone leaders, show that frightful
atrocities have been committed. Na-
tives who have expressed or shown sym-
pathy for Americans have been ham-
strung and their lips cut off. Justices
of the peace have been abducted and
killed.

Among the papers captured at Monta-
.on's camp was a document offering a
reward for the head of Gov. Trias and
also placing prices on the heads of other
supporters of the government.

The two bandits are now operating
separately and the troops are on the
trail of their bands. Persons familiar
with the situation declare that drastic
measures are the government's on:; re-
coturse.

The indications are that the :iisafect-
ed element is confined to two provinces.
Gen. Allen has reported that the situa-
tion in the island of Samar has greatly
improved.

Cuba Uses Our Currency.
Cuba has no currency of its own coin-

age. The official money of the republic
is United States currency, and all taxes
or public debts are payable in the same,
except fees of registrars of property,
which are collected in Spanish gold. In
commercial circles (wholesale) Spanish
gold is the basis of calculation, and in
the retail trade and in the country Span-
ish silver is almost, entirely used.
United States currency is always at a
premium over Spanish gold, but this
premium fluctuates according to demand
for Spanish gold and silver. During the
year ended June 10. 19u4. the American
dollar was on an average equivalent to
$1.O9 Spanish gold, or $1.18 Spanish sil-
ver. the fluctuation being from $n1.

•

to $1.08OS in gold, and from $1.42 to $1.35
in silver.

For Education in Philippines.
The house committee on consular af-

fairs recently authorized a favorable
report on the bill providing for the
setting aside of 25 per cent. of the
proceeds of all public land sales here-
after made in the Philippines for the
purchase of sites for ccnstruction and
maintenance of primary and indus-
trial schools, and an additional five
per cent. for higher education in the
islands. It is provided that this
measure shall not apply to the pro-
ceeds from the sales of friar lands.

Native Hawaiian Village.
A plan is afoot to establish ~3ar Hono-

lulu a native village in all .espects as
near as possible like the now extinct
illages which existed during the old

missionary days, and where all the old
customs "fit to show" will be shown.
It is considered that such a village
,would be an attraction to tourists.

Manila Rat Catchers.
A clergyman, returned from Manila,

lectured in San Francisco the other day.
tie said that in a municipal parade in
Manila among the processionists was a
company of city rat catchers, who
marched trap in hand.

SAVAGES OF PHILIPPINES.

Various Tribes of Natives Who Are

Blood-Thirsty and Difficult
to Cope With.

The Elongoces, inhabiting Principe
province, are a cannibal tribe, writes
L. M. Murphy. of Company C, Six-
teenth infantry, who has had an in-

teresting experience with them. When

he came in sight of their village, he
says. his appearance frightened the

natives, who immediately ran fcr the

thick brush that circled the clearing.
There they remained, watching him

furtively, and w-ondering what sort of

a creature he might be.
Night came on and hunger forced

the unwelcome guest to look about

for food. His unwilling hosts resented

this and approached cautiously. The

chief came closer than the rest and

accepted Murphy's signs of friendship.

He donned their garb and remained

in their country come time, gathering!
curios and taking picturea. These peo-

ple have associated with neighboring
tribes enough to have learned some-

thing about the value of mney. Mur-

phy relates how he at firs: did not

undersiand to what extent their

1:nowvledge went. If he was targain-
iin! for a f!ue

• specimen •f a "head

nite" full of notc--es, wh:!h :ndicate

how many heai"s its own'r has hung

under his tha:thed roof, he would

offer several pic' of coin. Later he

learned better. To thtese savages a

coin is a coin, and one of consideras-

able value is worth no more to them

than a smalle'r piece. Aftyr that his
trophies cost him less.

NWhie many of these tribes have un-

doubted courage, the, do battle in a

singularly cowardly mann e:
. 

A war-

rior will lie in wait at the side of a

trail, hiding in the thick bushes. for

days. When t!e riiva! t''b-uinan ap-
pears, he hurls a lonr spe''ar or lance

at him. If his aim i ' good the dead

man's head is promptly d,:ptsited iA

the "head basket" and
t 

carried to his

rattan hut in trioumph.
These constant wars beween neigh-

boring tribesmen have had their effect
on the population. The "'Long-Haired
Negritos." which was formerly a nu-
merous people 'en Luzon, now number
less than 300. The feuds are largely
the result, strangely enough, of a so-

cial custom. ' hen a young man

wishes to marry some 3 oung maiden of

the tribe he first has to gain ihe con-

sent of the parents. If he is not es-

tablished as a warrior, he is told to go

and secure a nead. This of course

keeps the feuds alive, because he will
certainly not present himself to the

parents of his ,:hosen one till he has a
gory head in his "head basket." T'he
skulls of victims are placed above the
entrance of the warrior's hut. If the
successful warrior belongs to the
Elongote tribe a feast follow-s his vic-
tory. An interesting ticn which inur-
phy stated as actually true is that the
victim is devoureld entirely. There is

nothing left uneaten but the bones.
The nmost sava:'e and barbhirous

tribe on the island is, Murphy says,
the Ifugoas, on Luzon. At the same
time, it is the most industrious. It is
this tribe which cultivates the won-
derful Ifugoa rice field, which is ter-
raced out of a mountain to the height
of 3.000 feet. The fiat, step-like areas
being sown with rico. In this tr'ibe, if
a girl is suspected of itranorsalty she
is immtediately b'helicaed. If et'e runs
away and marries a varrio;r without
the o-ns-nt of her parents, trho guilty
man is beheaded. "So." said 4Murphy,
"you see, even nv th their sa-vagery
they have some definite ideas of moral-
ity."

The marriage ceremony is si'nplicity
itself. Unaccustomed clothes are worn
for the occasion. The bride antl groom
stand beside each other whi e tom-
toms beat. They keep step to the
measure and parade through the
streets of the village to show that they
are now husband and wife. If the
next collection of huts is ncar by,
they march through that place as
well. That is their newspaper notice,
and constitutes all the ceremony
there is.

The Elongote burial service is equal-
ly simple. The corpse is deposi:ed out-
side of the family hut, in a Tomb above
ground, which is tnen isealed. When
another death a,-.curs in the same fam-
ily the t omb is reopened. If suffi.ent
lime has elapsed to make the plan
feasible, the remains of the prior ten-
ant are placed in ' sack and hung on
the walls of the hut.

A most interesting people which
Murphy also visited were those of
the Isabella tribe. as they are called.
They formerly lived in huts made in
the branches of trees. As there were
no firearms among their rival tribes,
this people had safe retreat in their
arboreal homes. At night they would
climb into their "home-tree" by means
of a notched pole; then they would
draw a pole up. During the first
year of the insurrection, Aruinaldo

gave their neighboring fees, the Alsa-

dos, a number of guns. The Isaballs

people were then attacked and imme-
d'ately climbed to their tree refuges
and prepared to hurl upon the ap-
proaching Alsados the huge rocks
which they kept cn hand for sacb
emergencies. But rocks could not pre-
vail against modern guns. and there
was a great slaughtering of the Isa-
bella folk that day. Murphy says
since then there are no more huts
built between the branches of the
trees.

Drink in the Philippines.

"Forty-five per cent. of the deaths of
American soldiers which have occurred

in the army hospitals in Manila during
the last five years have been due to the

liquor habit." declared Fredirco Sarabia,

a Filipino student in the Chicago uni-

versity, in an address on the liquor

traffic in the Philippines before the first
division of the Woman's Christian Tem-

perance union of Cook county. "There
were no saloons, strictly speaking, in

the Philippines prior to the advent of

I the American soldier"' he said. "Sincei the American invasion over 1.2;0O sa-
loons have bee~i established and all are

enjoying a prosperous trade."-Chicago
Chronicle.
