Boll Weavils Discovered in Sabine Parish.
Decrease in Insurance Rates-Light-

Secures Baptist College.

The Red river is falling above Nat-
chitoches, after having caused much
damage.

Heywood Oil Well No. 4 was brought
in as a 10,000-barrel gusher in the
Jennings field.

Pierre Didier, a white boy 14 years
old, was drowned at Alexandria while
swimming in Red river.

Gov. Blanchard has named Thurs-
day, Aug. 17, as Louisiana day at the
Lewis and Clark exposition.

The annual encampment of theLouis-
iana Baptist Young Peoples' Union
is being held at Lake Arthur.

The Independent Presbyterians will
build a non-sectarian industrial, nor-
mal and academic institution at Zach-
ary.

The police jury of the parish of As-
sumption donated $500 to the Eye, Ear,
Nose and Throat Hospital at New Or-
leans.
