The Lena B. cotton gin at Gonzales,
owned and operated for the past four-
teen years by the well-known firm of
Gonzales Bros., was sold on the 18th
inst. to the Farmer's Co-operative
Ginning Co., Ltd., an organization
composed of a number of the leading
cotton farmers and business men of
the New River section of this parish,
and conducted as a branch of the
Farmers' Union of Louisiana.

The present lower house of congress
has 252 Republicans and 138 Demo-
crats. It is quite probable that this
heavy Republican majority will be
somewhat diminished as a result of the
November elections, but there is no
rhyme nor reason in the contention
that it may be wholly overcome and
transformed into a Democratic pre-
ponderance. Both house and senate
will be under Republican control for
at least three years to come, and prob-
ably many more than that, therefore
the people of the sixth district ought
to be represented in Washington by a
Republican member of congress.

Paving Contract Awarded.
At a special meeting of the town

council held Wednesday night, (the
official proceedings of which will be
found elsewhere in today's Chief),
the Southern Bitulithic Company was
awarded the contract for paving Mis-
sissippi street and Railroad avenue,
the amount of its bid being $58,67.345.

R. M. Hyams, of New Orleans,
southern representative of the Bitu-
lithic Co., states that it will require
about ten days to have the necessary
contracts signed and recorded, and
an additional thirty days to complete
the preparatory arrangements, hence
the actual work of paving the streets
aforesaid will not be commenced until
about Oct. 1. From all accounts, bi-
tulithic is a very good pavement in-
deed, and the municipal authorities
acted wisely in selecting it for the con-
templated improvement of Donaldson-
ville's two principal business thor-
oughfares.

Ascension High School.
Work on the handsome 'ew high

school building being erectde in the
square bounded by Railroad and
Nicholls avenues and Opelousas and
East Houmas streets is progressing
satisfactorily, and the structure will
probably be completed in the early
part of 1907. The cornerstone was
laid Thursday of last week, the 16th
inst., and for the information and edi-
fication of generations yet unborn, the
following data concerning the build-
ing will be placed therein:

Ascension High School, Donaldson-
ville, La. Erected by the parish of
Ascension and town of Donaldson-
ville. The police jury appropriated
$25,000, and the town of Donaldson-
viule voted $25,000 of bonds towards
the erection of the building.

Contract awarded April 11, 1906, to
Jefferson Construction Co., of Bir-
mingham, Ala., for $47,683. Contract
signed April 26, 1906. Work began
May 10, 1906. Structure to be com-
pleted in two hundred working days.

W. C. Kelly,
St. Louis, Mo., superintendent of
construction. Jos. Landry, Donald-
sonville, La., local superintendent.

The Farce Played Out.
Comment was made in last week's

Chief concerning the "Pitiful Political
Farce" being enacted by the little
coterie of disgruntled back-number
Republican factionists led by Walter
Cohen, register of the United States
land office at New Orleans, who an-
nounced their purpose of nominating
congressional candidates and claiming
recognition under the new law regulat-
ing nominations by primary election.
The inevitable conclusion of this farce
was pointed out, but we did not expect
it to be reached quite so soon. It
transpired, however, that on the very
day our article appeared in print Sec-
retary of State John T. Michel refused
to receive the declaration of candidacy
and $250 forfeit tendered him by D. H.
McCaa, a letter carrier in the postal
service at Baton Rouge, who wished to
become a candidate for congress from
the sixth district under a call for a
primary issued by the discredited dis-
trict committee of which B. V. Baranco
of Baton Rouge claims to be vice
chairman.

The position taken by the secretary
of state is just what we anticipated it
would be and it is difficult to conceive
how he could have assumed any other
in view of the record and the law. In his
letter acknowledging the receipt of Mr.
McCaa's declaration, Mr. Michel says:

The Republican state central committee of
which Houn. F. B. Williams is chairman and the
Hon.M. J. MlcFarlaue secretary, was duly recog-
nized as the sole and only Republican party in
Louisiana. Act No. 49 of 1906 also recognized
the said committee as the governing board of
said party.

From the records of this office it appears that
the only duly recognized and lawful district
congressional committee of the Republican
party in the sixth congressional district is that
presided over by Gen. W. J. Behan, H. W. Rob-
inson vice president and E. J. Barrow secretary.
For the reasons just stated I decline to file the
notice of intention or to accept your tender of
deposit of $250 required by act No. 49 of 1906.

A second attempt on the part of the
Cohenites to secure official recognition
met with a like result. Ed. Young -of
New Orleans forwarded notice of inten-
tion to become a candidate for con-
gress in the first district under the aus-
pices of the Cohen district committee,
accompanied by a certified check for
$250, but Secretary Michel declined to
receive the documents or to recognize
the pretensions of Mr. Young in any
manner.

The ruling of the secretary of state
is not only in strict consonance with
the law, but it is likewise in full ac-
cord with the equities of the case. It
was the Williams organization that
conducted the last state campaign and
polled the ten per cent of the popular
vote in the general election which
alone gave the Republicans of Louisi-
ana their party standing under the
law, and to have permitted the Cohen
factionists, who had no share in the
campaign and did all in their power to
defeat its objects, to step in and steal
the fruits of the contest, would have
been absurb, outrageous and illegal to
the last degree.

If the Cohenites wish to support Re-
publican candidates for congress, the
opportunity will be afforded for such
action, as nominations have already
been made in several districts and will
soon be made in others by the regular
party organization in accordance with
the new law; but it is a safe prediction
that the handful of dissenters will
either openly or covertly oppose the
Republican nominees and support
those of the Democratic party. This
has been their policy in the past, and
there is no reason to believe they will
change it. Their pretended organiza-
tion is not maintained with any view of
electing Republicans to congress or to
subserve Republican principles or in-
terests in any other way, but merely to
afford a basis for claiming recognition
in Republican national conventions
and keeping Walter Cohen in a federal
office.

The Right Man For Congress.
The candidate the sixth district Re-

publicans will offer for congressman
will be a Republican both in Louisi-
ana and Washington, not a Democrat
here and a Republican there. He will,
if elected, go into the Republican cau-
cus, and as a supporter of Republican
policies and measures from principle
instead of expediency, will be able to
wield vastly more influence with the
dominant party and the administra-
tion than either an old Robertson or
a new Favrot.

Even one Republican in congress
from Louisiana will be a tower of
strength to the material interests of
the state, and there isn't a better dis-
trict to send him from than the sixth.

Favrot and his supporters are show-
ing what little advantage has been
derived from the twenty years' service
of Robertson in Washington; Robert-
son and his friends are demonstrating
how much less is to be expected from
any, new man-Favrot particularly.
Why, then, is it not the part of wis-
dom for the people to elect a Republi-
can congressman, who can do more
for them than Robertson and Favrot
put together?

The sixth district voter, whether
Democrat, Republican or something
else, is invited to take this suggestion
home with him and think it over.

Earlier "First Bales."
Leon Picard, a leading cotton

planter, ginner and merchant of the
New River section of Ascension parish,
was in Donaldsonville on business
Wednesday, and in response to an in-
quiry regarding crop and weather con-
ditions in his neighborhood, stated
that the cotton crop prospects in the
vicinity of Dutchtown and Gonzales
have never been known to be better
than at the present time, and that the
yield will be at least seventy per cent
larger than that obtained last year.
Mr. Picard added that the statement
published in last week's Chief to the
effect that the first bale of cotton of the
1906-7 crop produced in this parish
had been ginned that day, the 18th
inst., at C. A. Kellar's gin on the east
bank of the river, near Darrow, was
erroneous, inasmuch as the firm of
Picard & Geismar, of which Mr. Pi-
card is senior partner, have the credit
of ginning the first bales of the new
crop, a distinction they have often
earned in former years. Two "first
bales" were turned out simultaneously
on the 16th of this month, one from
their Rescue gin at Gonzales for
Christophe Diez, an enterprising and
successful farmer of that vicinity, and
the other from their Live Oak gin at
Dutchtown for A. A. Chidester. The
bales weighed 604 and 605 pounds, re-
spectively, and on the 17th a 525-pound
bale was ginned at the same firm's
Geismar gin for Smith Stephens. As
noted in the last issue of The Chief,
last year's first bale was ginned at
Gonzales by, Picard & Geismar on
Aug. 17.

REPUBLICAN PRIMARY.

Congressional Candidate to be Nominated

in the Sixth District Sept. 6-Meet-

ing of District Consinittee.

The Republican executive committee
of the sixth congressional district of
Louisiana met at Baton Rouge on
Monday last, pursuant to call, for the
purpose of taking steps for the nomi-
nation of a Republican candidate for
member of cougress to be voted for in
November. In the absence of Presi-
dent W. J. Behan, who is in Europe,
and of Vice President H. W. Robin-
son, who was represented by proxy,
George J. Reiley of Clinton was called
to the chair. Secretary E. J. Barrow
called the roll and a quorum of the
members was found to be present in
person and by proxy. On motion of
Mr. Bickham, reading of the t inutes
was dispensed with and the committee
took up the business in hand.

After discussion of the provisions
of the new law governing nominations
by primary election, the following
resolutions were offered by F. E.
Posey of Baton Rouge, seconded by
H. D. Bickham of Washington par-
ish, and unanimously adopted:

Be it resolved by the Republican executive
committee of the sixth congressional district of
the state of Louisiana, in regular session con-
vened this 20th day of August, 1906, 'That a pri-
mary election, to be participated in by all who
desire the triumph of the principles of the Re-
publican party, be held in this district on Sept.
6, 1906, for the purpose of nominating a candi-
date for the Republican party for congress from
this district.

Be it further resolved, That at the same time
there shall be elected for the district a new ex-
ecutive committee of the party, as follows: One
member shall be elected from each parish in
the district. Cnn.didates for membership on
the committe" It tile a declaration of their
intention to b net: such with this committee
as required or candidates for congress. As
saon as the roll of the new committee shall
have been ascertained, the present committee
shall fix a time and place for the meeting of
the new committee, and said members shall be
notified accordingly of said meeting. At the
said meeting the committee shall' elect a chair-
man, a vice chairman, a secretary and seven
members of the committee at large.

Be it further resolved. That should no candi-
date announce himself from any parish, the
committee shall elect the member for said
parish; that in the event of a contest from any
parish for member of the committee, same shall
be decided at the primary to nominate a candi-
date for congress, if one be held. If no such
primary be held, then this committee shall re-
fer this contest to the parish executive com-
mittee for settlement.

Be it further resolved, That in the event that
only one candidate announces himself for
the congressional nomination, then this com-
mittee at its meeting Sept. 3, 1906, declare said
candidate the nominee of the party for con-
gress without the formality of holding said
primary.

On motion of R. M. Byrne, proxy
of Henry McCall of Ascension, the
committee adjourned until 12 o'clock
m., Sept. 3, 1906, at Baton Rouge.

1Proceedings of the Police Jury
Parish of Ascension.

Donaldsonville, La., Aug 22, 1906.

The police jury of Ascension parish met this

day in special session, at the courthouse, and

was called to order at 12:15 p. m. Present--G.

B. Reuss, president, first ward: George Berge-

ron, second ward; Albert Esneault, fourth

ward;L. W. Armitage, fifth ward; J. C. Klos,

sixth ward; M. G. Sevario, seventh ward; J. T.

King, eighth ward; R. Prosper Landry, clerk.

Absent-Sidonius Goette, third ward.

The minutes of the last preceding meeting,
hold July 11, 1906, were read and approved.

Representatives of the citizons of the Conway

and Black Bayou settlements appeared before

the jury and made application for appropri-

ations to supplement the amounts raised by

public subscription for the purpose of erecting

schoolhouses in the localities named. Mr.

Armitage offered the following resolutions,

which were seoonded by Mr. Sevario and unani.

mously adopted:

Be it resolved, That the sum of one hundred
dollars be and the same is hereby appropriated
out of the fund reserved for prospective school
buildings to assist in the erecting of a school-
bouse at Conway settlement, in the seventh
ward of this parish, and that the further sum
of two hundred dollars be and the same is here-
by appropriated out of the same fund to, aid in
the building of a schoolhouse at Black Bayou
settlement, also in the seventh ward of this
parish.

Be it further resolved, That said amounts be
paid to the school board of this parish to be
disbursed by said board.

Referring to the resolution adopted by the

police jury at its last meeting, directing the

owners of Souvenir and Evan Hall plantations

to repair the bridge spanning the canal across

Sacramento lane, (permission to dig said canal

having been granted to the owners of said

plantations on condition that they should
maintain in perpetual good condition a bridge

over and across said canal for the constant and

safe travel of the public), District Attorney

Gondran stated that the owners of the planta-

tions named had disclaimed any liability in the

premises, declaring the bridge referred to by
the police jury to be separate and distinct from

the bridge which they are required to maintain

in good condition, the former structure being

built across a natural waterway or canal, and

thberefore being the property of the parish. As

it would require some time to make an investi-

gation with a view of ascertaining whether the

parish or the owners of the aforesaid planta-

tions are responsible for the maintenance of

the bridge in question, and the people of the

community would be deprived of the use of the
bridge in the meanwhile, the jury authorized

Mr. Bergeron to arrange for the immediate

repair of the structure at the expense of the

parish.
Mr. Klos offered the following preamble and

resolutions, which were duly seconded by Mr.

Armitage and adopted:
Whereas, the police jury of Ascension parish

is desirous of contributing in every way possi-
ble to the upbuilding of the public school
system of the parish ; therefore be it

Resolved, That the person who shall be ap-
pointed beneficiary cadet to the Louisiana
State University shall give pledge that upon
graduation at said institution he will, unless
physically disabled, give at least one year's
service to the public schools of Ascension par-
ish.

Be it further resolved, That the selection of
said beneficiary shall be by competitive exami-
nation, (for entrance to the freshman class),
to be conducted Sept. 10 and 11 by the examin-
ing committee of the parish school board.

The following resolution, offered by Mr. Ber-
geron, was seconded by Mr. Esneault and
adopted on call of the roll by yeas 7, nays 0:

Be it resolved, That the salary of the justice
of the peace for the third ward of this parish
be and the same is hereby fixed at eight dollars
per month, payable monthly.

Mr. King offered the following resolution,
which was seconded by Mr. Esneault and unan-
imouslvy adonted:

Be it resolved, That the salary of Consta-Sble Win. Delaune of the tenth ward be and the

same is hereby fixed at elghtdollars per month,
payable monthly.

On motion of Mr. King. seconded by Mr.
Esneault, the following preamble and reso-
lutions were adopted by a unanimous vote:

Whereas, complaint has been made that the
railroad crossings of the Louisiana Railway
and havigation Company at Prairieville and
back of the Oak Grove schoolhouse are danger-
ous, because of defective construction; there-
fore be it

Resolved, That said company be ordered and
directed to place said crossings in such con-
dition as to secure safe passage and travel over
1same.

Be it further resolved, That the secretary of
the police jury be directed to send a copy of
this resolution to said company.

and A. I. Picard;

The following ordinance was offered by Mr.
Klos, seconded by Mr. Esneault, and adopted
on call of the roll by yeas 7, nays 0:

Section I. Be it ordained by the police jury
of the parish of Ascension, That for the year
1906 there is hereby levied a tax amounting in
the aggregate to eight mills on the dollar of the
assessed valuation of all property, movable and
immovable, within the parish of Ascension, ex-
cept such as is expressly exempted from taxa-
tion by the constitution of this state, as per tax
assessor's rolls for 1906, deposited in the record-
er's office in and for the parish of Ascension.

Section II. Be it furtherordained, etc., That
