After Yentzen was taken out it was
a free-for-all try-out for pitchers, P're-
jean, Reed and D. Weber each having
a turn, and it was during these three
innings that the P.-3B.'s managed to
take the lead and win out. The field-
ing of the birds was great, the New
Orleans dailies saying: 'The visitors
played a more steady game than the
home crowd, and their tielding was
remarkable in that there was only one
error recorded against them, and tlhat
was a muffed: Ily ball.

Wallace Prejean,
the crack short-stop of the Donaldson-
ville Pelicans, played an infield posi-
tion for the Belle Rose aggregation,
and the game went against the Barton
bunch by the score of 8 to 5.

Weather and Crop Notes.
The Ascension correspondent of the

Louisiana Planter writes to that jour-
nal under date of the 22nd instant as
folloiws:

"With the exception of Sunday,
when heavy showers fell at intervals
from shortly before noon to after
nightfall, and Monday, when a brief
but heavy downpour occurred about
4:30 p. m., the week has been warm and
dry-especially warm. The weather
needs of the sugar planters at this
uartic uar time would best be suited
by motderately heavy showers at the
rate of two or three per week, with
clear and reasonably warm weather
during the intervening periods.

"Your correspondentjourneyed from
Donaldsonville to Napoleonville and
back, last week, over the Texas and
Pacific branch railway which extends
to Thibodaux along the east bank of
Bayou Lafourche, and gathered a
little batch of crop items fromr perso-
nal observation and conversation with
passengers familiar with the section
traversed. Viewed from the railroad,
the crop on S. P'rejean's Half-Way
,plantation looks quite good, but in
other portions of the place it is not
near so well advanced.

'" he Belle Alliance crop also
stacks up well from a car-window ob-
servation, but is reported to be poor
in spots and very grassy.

"Scattery, also the property of the
Belle Alliance Company, and Sweet
florme, the fine estate of Dugas &
Landry, have nice crops, while the
cane on C'oSa Natural is probably the
best in that vicinity and is being
bragged about to a considerable ex-
tent. C. U. Aleman, although no
longer located on Cosa Natural-hav-
ing leased and moved into Green
Gables, the elegant residence built
and formerly occupied by the late Jos.
A. Maurin, on Bayou Lafourche, a
short distance below Donaldsonville
-naturally takes a great deal of in-
terest in the plantation, and he smiled
in a self-satisfied way when telling
The Planter correspondent how good
Cosa Natural's crop is. A battery of
new boilers is being installed in the
factory on this place, but apart from
this there seems to be no work going
on at any of the factories of this
section, and no new equipment or
material of any kind is being in-
stalled.

"Mr. Aleman does not like the gen-
eral color of the cane, saying that it is
inclined to be pale, whereas at this
season o0 ine year it snouia oe a
healthy green. He thinks there is no
doubt that the crop will be much
shorter than last year's. At points
along the route Mr. Aleman indicated
patches of cane that looked green and
healthy, in marked contrast to the pale,
drowsy-looking cane in adjacent cuts.
The green cane was D. 74 and the other
native cane, the healthy appearance of
the former being due to its greater
vigor and staying powers.

"As a summary of crop conditions
on the places seen from the railroad, it
may be said that the plant cane is fairly
good, while the stubble is very small,
sparse in stand and generally unprom-
ising. Grass is plentiful, and there is
scarcely a field that is not overrun with
it.

"Thos. Tircuit, a well-known planter
of Iberville parish, says that the cane
crop in his impiediate vicinity, near
Plaquemine, is in excellent shape, hav-
ing been favored with fine Weather and
a generally propitious growing sea-
son; while on other places only a
short distance away, the crop is stunted
and backward, the result of bad
local weather conditions."

POSTPONED REGULAR MEETING.

Doualdsonville, La., Aug. 21, 1906.

Thle counciil met at o' clock p. in. in the
mayor's oilice at the powerhouse, with Mayor
Chas. Maurin in the chair and the following
aldermen present: Jas. Von Lotten and Wm.

Dill, of the first ward; D. Israel, Jr., of the
second ward; J. E. Blum. of the third ward.
Absent--W. D. Park and M. Tobias.

The reading of the minutes of the last pre-
ceding meeting was dispensed with.
Thtbe ltor submitted the following report,

which was received and adopted:

Donaldsonville. La., Aug 21, 1906.
To thei Members of tile Town ('ouncil:

Gentlemen-1 hereby submit the following as
my report of the mayor's court:

Geutlemen-The town council of Donaldson-

ville, upon the petition of a majority of
the real estate owners, in number and in value,
of Mississippi street and Railroad avenue,
adopted an ordinance at the meeting held June
20, 1906, ordering the paving of said two streets.
Under the law, the town has to pay one-third of
the cost of such paving, and the entire cost of
the paving of all intersections, out of its general
resources. It has been estimated that the town's
cost of the projected improvement will approxi-
mate $25,Wtu0. The town has lately increased the
liquor license from $10;3 to $70f), and its revenues
will hereafter be iargely

5 increased. The town
council has estimated that the municipal
revenues will exceed the statutory necessary
and usual charges for each year by $5000.

Now, in order to secure funds to meet the cost
of paving these two streets, the town proposes
to issue certificates of indlebtedness in amounts
not exceldling $50101: tile total amount of the
certificates to aggregate $25,000, of which $5010
will mature each year. These certificates will
be issued in accordance with Act 32 of 1902, and
will bear interest at the rate of five per cent per
annum. The town council desires to know
whether you will take up all or a portion of
these certificates of indebtedness aggregating
$25.(010, payable as above set forth.
