The Constitutional Amendments.

The twelve proposed amendments to

the Louisisna constitution which are
to be voted on st the coming election
will not be referred to on the cficial
ballot in the same oumerical order
that they passed the general assembly
and were promulgated by the secre-
tary of state. For the information of
votiog readers of The Chief and the
avoidance of cosfusion and loss of
time in marking ballots at the polls,
we cite the amendments herewith in
the sequenee  of their appearance on
the ballot:

1. Authoriziog the city of New Or-
leans to issue 8,000,000 of bonds for
the purpose 'of completing its sewer-
age, water and drainage systems, the
bonds to be based on the surplus de-
rived from the special tax of two mills.

2. Providing for the payment of the
baek salaries of public school teach-
ers in New Orleans for the yesrs 1835,
1856 and 1887, by miviog authority bo
the Board of Ligquidation of the City
Debt to issue and sell suffivent bonds
to pay this debf.

3. Increasing the salary of the At
torney General from $3000 to $5000.

4. Providing for the election by
popular vote of the seven assessors
and tax collectors of New OUrleans,
'pow appointed by the governor.

5. Authorizing one of the two judges
of ths city eriminal court of New Or-
leans to sit for the other in case of
such vacaney, resignation, absence or
disability of the other judge.

8. Relative to drainage and sewer-
agre districts.

9. Creating &n additional dlstriet
judge for the livst district, tas parvish
of Calddo.

8. Reforming the judiciary system
by creating courts of appeal for the
eoupiry parishes. i

¢. Makiog the salaries of district
judges uniformally 83000 throughout
the state.

10. Remoaving the limitations placed
on the appropriations for the Ruston
1ndustriel Iostitute, which it is now
provided shall not exceed 915,000 per
annum.

11. Providing for male or female in-
spectors of factories throughout the
state.

12. Incressing the exemption from
‘taxation by providiog that all mors-
papges given for loans on real estate,
which real estate has already borne
its dua proportion of taxation, as well
a8 mortrage notes in the hands of the
mortgagees or his or their transferees,
shall be exempt. i

While The Chief has been disposed
to favor the adoption of all these pro-
posed amendments from the standpolnt
that they are either distinetly merizori-
pus or innocuous, discussion of the
provisione of the twelfth proposition
discloses a defect that seems to warrant
‘& withdrawul of the lodorsement pre-
viously giventhemeasure. The ostensi-
ble purpase of the amendment is meraly
10 exempt from tazation mortgages on
real estate that has already borne its
fair share of tazation, and this was
no doubt the sole intent of ths framer
of the bill and of the genenal nssembly
that passed it, Ttiraospires, however,
that church parsonages and rectories
have been omitted from the enumera-
tion of property exempted from tax-
ation, and if the amendment is adopted
churches and religious congregations
will be compelled to pay taxes on the
dwellings of their priests, ministers
and rabbis, from which no revenue is
«derived. A similar omission occurred
in the: framing of article 230 of the

in 1802 by the adoption of an amend-
ment specielly exempting parsonages
aod rectories Irom taxation. The
pending amendment fails to take cop-
nizance of the one sdopted four years
ago, hence it is being sctively opposed
by members of the various religions
denominations throughous the state.

No very serious objectiopns to aoy
of the other sleven amendments have
been developed by the discussion car-
ried on in the press of the state, and
she voter may cast his ballot for all
the measures without apprehension of
doing any particular harm to himsslf
or the public welfare. 1t is true that
several of the propositions are vir-
tually identical with othera that have
been heretofore submitted to the peo-
ple and rejected, bub this ouwght not
to copslitute a valid objection to their
approval now, Bach amendment is
eniitled to be econsidered on its own
merits in the light of present condi-
tlons, and 50 judged all will doubtless
be found worthy of adaptmu exeept
the t.welft.b

- Io reply to
a guestion ae to the condition of the
cane, Col. Richard McCall, who Is
a part owner of MeManor and super-
intendent of Evan Hall, stated that it
is his opinioa that'the crop is about
as well matured as at'this time last
year, but that it is wofully short. Com-
paratively oo lmprovement has been
made during the pust several weeks.
Judging from general appesrance a
falling-08 of at least twenty-five per
cent from last year's sugar results may
be looked for at Evan Hall, but Mc-
Manor will probably fare soméwhat
better.

*The Belle Helene factory will make

November 1, and Germania will begin
operations shortly after the lst prox-
imo. Mr. Geo. B. Reuss says it is
very hard to form an accurate opinion
as to the comparative degree of ma-
turity which the growing crop has at-
talned, but he thinks the cutput will
fall at least forty per cent below that
of last year. A Newell crusher has
been installed 1o the Belle Helens fac-
tory by the Newell Company of New
York, and if found satisfactory will
be retaiped. This crusher takes the
place of the top roller on the front
mill, and its makers elaim for it that
it will increase the capacity of the mill
about twenty-five per cent. The crusher
at Belle Helene, so far as could be as-
certained, is practically the only new
machinery that has been installed in

‘any of the sugar factories of this par-

ish doring the cloged season, mothing
but ordipary repairs having been
made. There is always this falling
off in improvements as & feature of
short-crop years,

“The Wilbert Company’s Myrtle
Grove factory in Iberville parish is to
met under way on the 23rd instant,
while E, & J. Kock's big Belle Alli-
auce house is booked to start work on
the 28th. A number of skilled opera-
tives from Ascension are always in-
cluded in the lorees of employees at
these factories during the period of
crop-harvesting.
