the nation, the Republican party was
called upon to succeed the Democratic
party at the helm of state. Never be-
fore in the history of the United States
was business so depressed. The publie
treasury was empty; private enterprise
was dead; banks were closed, factories
had shut down; workingmen were idle, {
and the tramp of the army of uvoem-
ployed was heard marching to Wash-
ington to demand the expeoditure of
publie monies—ol which there was
pone—upon the public roads in order
that men might earn bread and meat
for their families. The leaders on
both sides agreed that prosperty was
the issue, and Democrats of ostional
reputation declared that the party that
brought back prosperity would be
given a vote of confidence by the
people.

in Cuba, yet preserving the integrity
of the island and republic, and, inally
in establishing this govérnment firmly
in its position of exemplar for the na-
tions of the world,

Frosperity and its conunuance, and
the continuance of = strong, wvirile,
honest adminisiration at Washlogton,
are still the issues before the people,
and thers can be no doubt that in the
approaching congresiional election, as
well us in the presidential elsction of
1908, the people will renew the commis-
sion of the Republican party. Will
the state of Lounisiane, which needs
the application of the principles of our
party as much us does any state in the
Union, if not mors so than any other,
refuse to join her sister states in re-
taining the Republican party in power?
There can be and there is no denial of
the assertion thay Lonisiana needs the
priociples of the Republican party and
is opposed to those of the Democratic
party. Our representatives in con-
gress, elected as Democrats, furnish
ample proof of this statement by vot-
ing with the Republicans on all meas-
ures; and when they are taunted with
this fact by their Democratic col-
leagues, their excuse is that they must
rise above their party to save their
constituents.

would remain, :

I have spoken of the lumber busi-
ness because, being a lumberman, I
am more familiar with econditions
affecting that industry, buat the illns-
weation applies us well to all the other
leading industries of onr district and
state. I recall that duriog the second
Cleveland administration my parish,
Therville, had oune bank within its'con-
fines with a capital stock and surplus
of $64,000 and deposits of about the
same amount. Today there are five
banks in Iberville parish with 8 com-
bined capital and surplus amounting
to $300,000 and with deposits at this,
the tightest season of the year, of over
balf a million dollars, hese banks
are lending money at reasopable rates
to many bosiness enterprises, half a
hundred o! which would be wiped out
it the troub.ous times of 1833 should
returno.

Lo the cotwon plaoter, who gets the
benefit of the protection un manvfac-
tured cotton goods) to the farmer,
who has seen his farm double 1o value
apd has enjoved a ready market for
anything hbe could grow; to the la-
borer, who has seen a premium placed
upon his daily toil; to the producer
of wealth in any and every form. In
this last category no state or section
of the Union stands abead of Louisi-
ana, where the soil is admirably
adapted to varied and high-class
producks, and where a thrifty and Io-
dustricus people have made every
effort to get the utmost out of mother
earth. ;

Protectlon to American industries is
the cardinal prineiple of the Republi-
can party, the principle io which our
state probabiy bas the grestest inter-
est, There ls yet apoother principle of
the Republican party which goes hand
in hand with the pringiple of pro-
tection, and that is interpal improve-
ments. Our people have never come
to a fall realization of the importance
of internal improverents becausa we
have pever been adequately repre-
sented at Washlogton, yet we are as
much interested in thiz priociple as
we are in protection.

To argue that the Democratie party
is in favor of lnternal improvements
is to argue & political paradox. The
Democratic party declares for a tariff
for revenue only, to mest the necessary
runuing expense of the povernmens.

The Repub-
lican party, on the contrary, declares
for a highk tariff—protectiocn to induas-
tries and plenty of revenue—this
revenue, alter meeting the expense of
government economically adminis-
tered, to be distributed shrough the
country in the shape of interpal im-
provemants,

In pursuapce of this policy the He-
publican party is eogaged io improv-
ing the waterways of the country, re-
claiming the arid lapds of the west
and buildipg the Fanama Canal. Lou-
isians has not received her share in
this distrlbution of surplus reveoue
for the simple reason that it is im-
possible uoder wur party system for
Democrats to secure from  a Hepubli-
cab congress [ur Demoeratic eoostit-
uents what Bepublicans have to fight
50 hard to getior Bepublican constit-
uents, |

This subjact affeets not only the im-
provements to the Misslasippi river
and other streams and waterways of
Louisiana, but applies likewise to the
levees of the Mississippi river.

party affuirs without let or hindraoce
from partisapn beards. When such a
condition is brought about we will
have clean politics anid the role of the
majority honestly ascertained. To
secure these reforms the Republican
party must buckle on its armor, and
if redress is denjed elsewhere, it must
kooek at the door of the congress of
the United States.
