This cage Is
about one-third full of spberical ivory
lgcketa an ipgh and a quarter io di-
ameter.

A porter turns &
handle that rapidly revolves the cage
for half s minute, then opens a door
into which the little girl reaches and
draws out one of the ivory balls, which,
when opened, reveals a number—the
first number of the capital prize. This
process ig continued until four such
numbers are securcd, constituting the
capital prize. The other prizes are all
approzimation prizes.

One of the customs still adhered to
is the anclent ritual of the burpiog of
Judas—a dummy stuffed with straw
and fireworks. This ceremony of
burning + mock Judas, & burlesque oo
the traitor of the bible, is & time-hon-
ored one among Latio- American races
snd was performed in one of Panama’s
busiest streete & short time sioce.
On thig occasion an unusoally large
crowd had congregated in the sireet
and all baloonies and windows in the
vicinity were crowded to their utmost
capacity. ‘The ceremony bhad just
begun with the readiog of the will of
the deceased {a farcical document)
when an overcrowded balcony gave
way, precipitating several dozen peo-
ple into the street below. Iun all seven-
teen people were seriously injured,
but after the wounded were removed o
their homes and to the hospital the
ceremony was completed.

An American but needs to visit a Co-
lombianp city, and especially the ceme-
tery, when regardless of the amount of
fauls he formerly found with his native
land, he will ever afterwards consider
the United States a *'God’s country’’
in every sense of the word, and this
appellation is one by which the United
States is widely known throughout the
tropics. A party of excursionists se-
cured a few days leave cf absence in
order to see something more of the
world, aud a trip to a near-by Colom-
biap city was taken. The prime object
of the tour was exploration, conse-
quently opothing was overlooked. Tha|
first point of interest was the jail. It
was o massive building of concrete,
stone end masoory, extendlog from the
main street to the sea-wall over a city
block distant. Beneath the ground
Roor was a cellar extending the full
length of the building and out under
some of the near-by streets. This
place was catacombed with dungeons
which compared favorably with those
of apcient Rome. How many sub-esi-
lars aod deeper dungeons there were
conld not be ascertained. The whole
place was full of rats and in & fear-
fully unsanitary condition. Some of
the cells extended out under the sea-
wall and during high tide the sea
covered the floors to a depth of four
fest, eoneequectly some unfortunate
creatures were compelled to spend four
hours out of every twelve in water that
gradually resched a height of four
feet, with no way to escape it. Once
in several days a new bunch of meat
dried in strips was hunpg in the pas-
sageway where prisopers from several

1 cells could reach it through the bars.

This was all tha food they got.
Nothiog of unusual interest was ob-
served until the cemstery was reached,
when there was beheld the ‘“‘evicted
skeletons? ‘we had beard about, It
was an ipstitution whose existence is
derogatory to the self respect of & com-
munity, outrageous to publie decency
and disgraceful to the ideals profeseed
by aso-called civilized nation. Theres,
within & few minutes’ walk of the heart
of a leadiog and ancleot cliy, were to
be ween things that severely shock the
moral sensibilities and cause one to
lose his beariogs for the moment and
wonder whether he is really in a mod-
ern civilized country or in some Tar-
tar cemetery or battlefield when the
after carnage was complete. On enter-
ing the cemetery the first appearance
wag that of a tidy, well-ordered place
which, to the -imagioative wisitor,
might breathe an invitation of tran-
quility aod repose. The vaunlts were
in good repair and, mounted with
beautiful immortelles, gave no sugges-
tionof the gruesome sights which Iater
awalted ihe visiters. A listle atroll
over the grounds aod the pleasant il-
lnsion just received was dispelled and
in its place came the revulsion and
nausea which ‘ordinarily follow a
zhastly discovery. For within a few
yards of the well kept vaulis were to
be seen a number uf open graves and
distributed arouad and about them
were a number of disjointed humap
skeletons, mixed with spiinters and
coffin boards, shreds of semi-decayed
clothing und other like fragments’
thrown up in exhumation.  Between
ihe graves aod oo the mounds oo
either side wers ribs and thigh bones,
whole and broken, stickisg out in pro-
fusion, while grioning skulls attracted
the attention by bidsous pantomime.

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The Tulane Lease.
The committee of attorneys to whom
the guestion was submitted by the
board of administrators of the Tulane

‘University unsnimously reported that

there was nothiog either legully or
morally wroog ip the lease of the Ba-
ronne street property of the university,
which includes the sites of the Tulane
and Creszent theatres; apd that the
fact. that the wife and son of Judge
Charles E. Fenper, then president of
the board of administrators, were io-
terested io the lease, constituted no
reflection upon the judga or anyone
else concerned io the transaction.
Following the reception and ap-
proval of this repori by the board,
Judge Fepper, who had previously
resigped his ufflee and membership,
tendered to the adwinistrators a sur-
render of the interest held by his wife

-in the Baronne strest lease, and the

pramtical]yij-udn,a son, Chas. P. TFenner, has

made & like tender of his interest in

‘the same lsase, both oifers being con-

ditioned upon the refunding of the
amounts expended by the lessees for
the purchasze of the shares and im-
provement of the property.

These geperous offers wers gladly ac-

‘cepted, as they involve the agquisition

by the administrators of four-ninths
of the stock represonting a profitable
busiceéss investment, and thers should
be general recognition and commenda-
tion of the high-minded motives that
actuated Judge Fenper and his wile
and son in making this voluntary sur-
render of valuable interests in order
that oo possible disadvantage or in-

i jury might be incurred by Tulane

University because of the criticlsm
growing out of their connection with
the lease in question.

The Boston Herald has published a
full retraction of and apology for its
article severely animadverting upon
the management of Tulane!s affairs
by the board of adminisirators, hence
there will be no prosecution of that
paper for libel, but the aunits of the
eight administrators for $10,000 sach
‘against the New Orleans Daily States
—based mainly on the reproduction
of the Herald’s article—are still pend=
ing. The States admits thkat the moss
objectionable statements in that arti-
cle were palpably ineorrecs, but ad-
heres to its own criticisms of the lease
of the Baronne street praperl:y irom
the standpoint of business’ judgment
and the interests of the univaersity.
The main objection to the transaction
is the unusually long term of the lease
and the absence of any provision for
the university’s participation in the
pecuniary beneflts arising fromthe in-
creased and increasing value of the
property, but this objection should
not be coostrued as reflecting npon
the integrity or motivea of the distin-
guished and honorabls gentlemen who

composed the Tulane board when the
lease was effected.

Under the provisions of the new
railroad rate law the railroads can no
longer adjust their export rates on
cotton to meet chenging econditiona
without previcusly giving thirty days®
notice.
