The police jury and town council
held a joint conference Wednesday
afternoon with a view of devising
ways and means to solve the ferry
problem, but no conclusion was ar-
rived at. Another meeting of the two
bodies will be held at the courthouse
at noon next Wednesday, and it is to
be hoped that some way out of the
pending dilemma can be found.

Lots of citizens right here in As-
cension are going to allow themselves
to be disfranchised next year by not
paying their poll taxes before the
31st of next month. And when they
will be anxious to take a hand in the
fight being waged all over the country
against corporate greed, political
graft and boss rule,. it will fill them
with anger and chagrin to find that
their own neglect has deprived them
of the right to cast a ballot.

Ulysses J. Esneault, a son of Ceci-
lien Esneault of Faubourg la Pipe,
was severely scalded about the right
side last Sunday afternoon by the
bursting of a water pipe in the Oak
Alley factory, St. James parish, where
he was employed as water-tender. The
young man was attended by Dr. Numa
Himel and brought home that evening,
and while his injuries caused him
great suffering, The Chief is glad to
note that he is doing as well as can be
expected under the circumstances.

Among the local items appearing in
last week's issue of The Chief was one
to the effect that Arnodid Ramirez, "a
former Donaldsonvillian who for the
past several years has resided in New
Orleans," had spent several days here
as the guest of relatives and friends.
Mr. Ramirez calls our attention to the
fact that this statement may create the
impression that he ia. a permanent res-
ident of New Orleans, which is not the
case. He adds: "My legal residence
is still Donaldsonville, Ascension par-
ish, where I am a registered voter and
where I pay my poll taxes."

SUGAR SQUIBS.

Items of Interest from Field and Factory.

Progress of the Grinding Campaign
in Ascension and Elsewhere.

The weather during theepast week
has been decidedly variegated and pe-
culiar, and at this writing is still in an
unsettled condition. Sunday, like its
immediate predecessors, was almost
unprecedentedly warm, but during the
night the mercury took quite a tumble
and Monday dawned clear and cold.
Tuesday was equally as clear but
somewhat colder, the mercury in Ob-
server W. D. Park's government ther-
mometer registering 33 degrees at 7 a.
m. Frost was plentiful and it is said
that ice formed in secluded places,
but this must be taken with a grain of
salt. The temperature rose to above
normal Wednesday forenoon and
shortly after midday a hard rain fell
for a period of about twenty minutes,
the total precipitation aggregating ap-
proximately half an inch. The re-
mainder of the day was clear and
warm, the sun shining with such in-
tensity that all traces of the welcome
shower were removed within a few
hours. Thursday was warm and
cloudy, and the same conditions pre-
vailed yesterday, with the addition of
a high wind that arose during the after-
noon and blew right merrily until after
nightfall. Today the weather is warm,
cloudy and altogether unseasonable.
Indications point to rain, but there is
no telling what may happen in a
meteorological way at this season of
the year.

Wilbert's Sons' well-equipped Myr-
tle Grove factory in Iberville parish
got under way on the 30th ult., and so
far nothing has occurred to cause a
cessation of operations. As pre-
vioxusly noted, D. Ohlmeyer, of Don-
aldsonville, is holding down the posi-
tion of chief sugar-boiler at Myrtle
Grove, which is tantamount to saying
that the sugar and molasses turned
out at this house will command top
prices on the market. Mr. Ohlmeyer
is assisted by Theodule Michel, of this
plac , and Lucas Melancon, of Plat-
tenville. Alexis Poirrier, also of
Donaldsonville, is in charge of the
double-effect.

J. C. Klos, of Belle Helene, was in
Donaldsonville Wednesday attending
the regular monthly meeting of the
police jury, of which body he is a
prominent and influential member. In
response to an inquiry as to what
progress is being made at the big
Belle Helene central factory, Mr. Klos
said: "Well, we run a little and close
down a-plenty. However, everything
is working smoothly and when we do
run we travel some." The Newell
crusher recently installed at Belle
Helene on trial is operating without a
hitdi and will probably be retained.
The claims of the manufacturers that
the crusher will increase by 25 percent
the capacity of any mill to which it is
affixed seem to be fully sustained, and
the latest addition to the mechanical
equipment of the Belle Helene factory
promises to prove a valuable "find."

Col. J. S. Webster's Point Houmas
factory will begin grinding next Mon-
day morning, an earlier start having
been eschewed because of the imma-
ture condition of the cane.

Both the cold snap and the shower
of the past week were gladly welcomed
by sugar planters in this locality, the
former being needed to hasten the
process of maturity and the latter to
abate the dust and facilitate the work
of stripping the leaves from the cane
being cut for the mill. If we should
be vouchsafed a spell of clear and
reasonably cold weather the work of
harvesting the cane crop will be
greatly facilitated and the output of
sugar materially increased, but if
there should come a sudden freeze, fol-
lowed by temperatures such as have
succeeded this week's cool snap, it will
spell disaster to the sugar interests
and put the finishing touch on what is
already a very disappointing and un-
satisfactory season.

Teachers' Institute.
The regular annual parish teachers'

institute will convene in the local high
school building at 10 o'clock a. m.
next Mcnday, the 19th inst. All the
teachers of the parish are expected to
be in attendance.

Addresses of welcome will be de-
liveted by Mayor Chas.

Prof. J. W. Heckert, training
teacher, and Miss Jessie Bowden,
critic teacher of the State Normal
School, have been secured as in-
structors.

B. Aswell and State Institute Conduc-
tor J. E. Keeny will be present during
the week.

On Thursday night State Superin-
teudent H. L. Whitfield of Mississippi
and Superintendent Aswell of Louisi-
ana will deliver public addresses at
the Gondran Theater. Prof. Mayer, a
well-known vocalist of Baton Rouge,
has been engaged to sing on this oc-
casion. A real treat is in store for
all who attend. Admission free.

The regular work of the institute em-
braces the following subjects: The
business of the public schools, home
and the school, functions of school of-
ficials, duties of teachers inside and
outside of school, lesson plans, teach-
ing of various subjects, discipline,
school libraries, school gardens, nor-
mal training, consolidation and trans-
portation, local prt.blems, etc.

Proceedings of the Police Jury
Parish of Ascension.

RE3ULAR MEETING.

Donaldsonville, La., Nov. 14, 1906
The police jury of Ascension parish met this

day in regular session, at the courthouse, and
was called to order at 12:30 p. in. Present-
Sidonius Goette, president pro tem., third ward;
L. W. Armitage, fifth ward; J. V. Klos, sixth
ward; M. G. Sevario, seventh ward; J. T. KiIg,
eighth ward; R. Prosper Landry, clerk. Ab-
sent-G. B. Reuss, president, first ward; George
Bergeron, second ward; Albert Esueault, fourth
ward.

The reading of the minutes of the last pre-
ceding 'meeting was dispensed with.

The following communication was read and
received:

Donaldsonville, La., Oct. 6, 1906.
To the Hororable President and Members of

the Police Jury of the Parish of Ascenioun:
Gentlemen-During the two years of my las-

see-ship of the ferry privilege at Donaldsounville
I have made a consistent and earnest test of
the tariff of tolls placed in operation by you,
and, with the exercise or the greatest econo y
in operating expenses, I have found that under
the rates as established it is impossible to oper-
ate a steam ferry at this point without heavy
loss.

I therefore ask that joint action on your part
looking to an amendment by increase of the
rates be had, in order that through this relief
to me I may be enabled to continue my contract.

A communication from the secretary of the
town council of Donaldsouville, accompanying
a copy of the resolution adopted by that body
at a special meeting held Oct. 29, 1906, was read
and received.

On motion of Mr. Sevario, seconded by Mr.
King, the following resolutions were unani-
mously adopted:

Be it resolved by the pelice jury of the parish
of Ascension, That whereas in a contract exe-
cuted before B. J. Vega, notary public, by and
between the police jury of the parish of Ascen-
sion and the town of Donaldsonville on one
part and H. u. Whiteman on the other part,
under date of the twenty-fourth day of Au-
gust, 1904, it is stipulated and agreed that the
said H. C. Whiteman, lessee of the franchise
and privilege of running and conducting a steam
ferry between the town of Donaldsonville and
Darrowville, in the parish of Ascension, for the
carriage of passengers and freight, shall at all
times furnish a strong and substantial boat
capable of carrying not less than six vehicles
and one hundred passengers and provided with
two cabins, one for white and one for colored
passengers, and all of the requisites of a well-
appointed boat, the said boat to be kept in con-
stant operation during the existence of the said
lease and up to its expiration; and, whereas, the
said H. C. Whiteman, lessee aforesaid, is ac-
tively violating the terms, conditions and stip-
ulations of the aforesaid contract of August 24,
1904, especially and particularly in not furnish-
ing a boat of the kind and dimensions as ie-
quired by said contract, the boat now being
used by said lessee being a tug and not a ferry
boat and not answering in any particular the
boat required to be furnished under the con-
tract; therefore be it
OResolved, That the said H. C. Whiteman is
in default under his said contract and has ac-
tively violated the same.

Resolved further, That the said H. C. White-
man, lessee. and the said E. K. Sims and J. R.
Duke, suretit a, be and they are hereby called
upon to comply at once with the terms and
conditions of the said contract.

Resolved further. That a copy of these resolu-
tions be sent to H. t1. Whiteman, lessee, and
also to E. K. Sims and J R. Duke, the sureties
on his bond guaianteeing the faithful perform-
ance of the contract aforesaid.

The public accountant engaged to audit the
accounts of the parish treasurer submitted the
following report, which on motion of Mr. Klos,
seconded by Mr. Armitage, was unanimously
adopted:

New Orleans, La., October 12, 1906.
To the Honorable President and Members of

the Police Jury of Ascension Parish:
Gentlemen-I beg to submit to you the result

of my audit of the accounts of the parish treas-

My irst step was to analyze the bank ac-
counts covering that period from July 1, 1904,
to June 30, 1906, inclusive.

BANK OF DONALDSONVILLE.
I found this account, on the parish books,

showing a debit balance at the close of day
June 30th, 1906, of $4209.84, while the statement
furnished by the bank at the same time showed
a balance of only $1754.84, after crediting out-
standing checks. It was evident here that some
omissions and errors had been made either by
the bank in crediting deposits or by the treas-
urer in giving proper credit to the bank for
checks or vouchers issued. A thorough check-
ing of the deposits disclosed that $86,237.18 had
been deposited in the Dank of Donaldsonville,
the bank statement showing $86,232.68, a differ-
ence of only $4.45. That difference is covered
by an error of 45 cents made by the bank, $596.95
being credited as $596.50 on Feb. 7, 1906, and a
deposit (apparently made June 19, 1906) of
$4.00. The bank can find no record of this lat-
ter deposit and no duplicate deposit slip could
be found, but the treasurer has an entry in his
cash blotter showing a deposit for $1 00.

The bank statements show that parish vouch-
ers to the amount of $77,243,42 had been paid by
the bank, which amount agrees exactly with
the treasurer's books.

There still remained $2450.55 unaccounted for,
and that was finally located after a thorough
checking of the school account. I found that a
credit balance, taken for granted as correct, in
the opening of the school funds account, was
wrong, an error of $834.26 increasing said bal-
ance. The statement furnished to the school
officials by the treasurer showing revenues from
police jury tex. for year ending a rec. 31, 1905, to
be $7834.26. instead of the actual amount re-
ceived, which was $7000. Finding that the par-
ish and school funds had become mixed. I com-
pared the school checks paid by the bank with
amoantcredited to the bank, as follows:

At the end of each month the treasurer

should check his cash and bank accounts, and
prep re a reconciliation statement. A special
book. ruled to three columns, shou d be kept
for this purpose. To illustrate the idea I sub-
mit an examp e on a form attached to this re-
part. At the end of a month when the treas.
urer receives his bank statement, he finds that
the bank reports more cash on hand than his
own cash book shows. Some vouchers issued
and credited to the bank by the treasurer have
not be n presented for paymentprevious to the
close of the mouth. He then proceeds to rec-
oncile the account as exhibited on attached
form. The outstanding vouchers of the longest
duration come first on the list, and thus a
qick re erence tab is kept upon them, and af-
ter a sufficient length of time has elapsed, du
plicates may be issued, or steps taken to can-
cel the payment of the outstandirgs vouchers,
as the circumstances may require.

BUDGET EALANCE.
I call your attention to the balances, in the

"budget appropriation eccounts," carried over
from year to year,as I deem it unwise to do so be.
cause your revenues cannot cover your current
yearly expenditures and also the credit balances
carried from previous years. It is preferable to
close these accounts yearly, but should it be
the sense of your honorable body not to do so,
I recommend as an improvement the opening
or a "budget reserve account" and the writing
off yearly of all balances into that account.
However, I think the latter a very poor substi-
tute for the former. The budget is merely an
estimate of revenues, and, based upon the rev-
enues to be derived for a current year, a tab-
leaux of probable expenditures is made. The
main purpose of the budget is to guide against
over-expenditures, and to make disbursements
upon an equitable basis. I would carry in my
ledger the itmounts budgeted (in red ink) only
as a memorandum to prevent overpayments,
and at the end of a fiscal year would balance
my ledger by showing the revenues and dis-
bursements. and the cash balance or overdraft.
I suggest this from the viewpoint of correct ac-
counting and should you decide to act upon
this recommendation, you will act wisely.

SYSTEM OF ACCOUNTING.
The system installed by Mr. Von Borries is a

splendid one, thorough in every particular and
yet extremely simple. The books of account
used are necessary and requisite, but the
voucher register is the ceatral figure of the
group-the final results culminating in ledger
entries. Beyond question, the main considera-
tion sought has been simplicity and correct-
ness, with a minimum of labor, the completed
result being an abstract statement of receipts
and expenditures well analyzed.

The only change I suggest is the form of
voucher and I attach a form which I urge you
to use. It is not necessary to have a stub to
the voucher and it is far better to have them in
pads, numbered consecutively beforehand.
tbs entry in the voucher register shows every-
thing the stub would show, and in a form far
superior for reference, Every voucher should
be accounted for. In case ot an error being
made and a voucher cancelled, the spoiled form
should not be destroyed, but should be filed
with the paid vouchers.

A tie for paid vouchers should be provided
for, and 1 suggest as a suitable one a document
tile section.

VAULT OE SAFx.

I cannot too strongly urge the necessity of a
vault or safe for the safe-keeping of the treas-
urer's books, records and papers. This matter
should receive your immediate attention.

BRIDGE AND FERRY NOTES.
It appears that during the yellow fever epi-

demic in the autumn of 1905 the lessee of the
Donaldsonville bridge failed to pay three notes
of $225.08 each, due Sept. 8, 1915, Nov. 8, 1905.
and January S, 1906. During the same period
the lessee of the Donaldsonville ferry detaulted
payment for one note for $25, due Oct. 21, 1905.
He also failed to . ay the note due Aug. 21, 1900.

The finance committee should take some ac-
tion on these notes. Either enforce payment by
legal proceedings, if they deem payments just
under the conditions prcvaIling at rho time, or
take some measures to cancel toe notes.

SCHOOL FUNDS.
It is absolutely necessary to eliminate the

school funds from the parish funds. To prevent
errors, or lessen the liaillity of same, the school
funds should be deposited in a bank where no
parish funds are kept. I cannot too strongly
emphasize the necessity of separate bank ac-
counts, especially nnodr present circumstances,
and I trust that the financc committee will act
promptly upon this suggestion.

There should be but one school account in the
parish ledger and the only items posted there
should be the amount paid to the schools as per
budget appropriation. The method of appor-
tionment is wrongand unneceasary. The school
a count should show only actual payments
made. A voucher should be made in favor of
the school board, whenever cash is paid to
schools, s iid voucher to be approved and signed
just the same as other vouchers. The treasurer
can then, acter proper endorsement, deposit
said veucher to the credit of the school fund,
