Goverpor Blanehard has issued a
prociamation calling for a specisl
election to be heid throunghout the state
of Lounigiana on Wednesday, Jan. 16,
1807, for tha purpose of electing six
judges to preside at the sessions of
the recently created circuit courts of
appeal for the country parishes. Before
the sadoption of the constitutionsl
amendment peovidiog fortheestablish-
ment of thesseourts, there already ex-
isted secircuit courtof appeal for the
parish of Orleans and theonlyefectthe
amendment will have upon that body
will be to ipcrease the salaries of lts
three judges from $4000 to $5000 per
appum each.

The country circuits are to be made
up as follows:
