% Wall Strect Hates and the
Teople Love Him,

articles yet published descriptive of
the strong personality and indomita-
ble faithfulness to private conviction
and public trust manifested by the
present occupant of the White House
is contributed to the January number
of Pearson's Magazine by James
Creelman, and we regret that the space
is not at our disposal for a reproduc-
tion of the entire eontribution.

The Komans
said it of St. Paul when they beheaded
him; the Swnarts said it of Cromwsll
when they hung .his exhumed skeleton
on a gibbet; The Thirty said it of
Socrates when they made him drink
hemlock; the Diet of Worms sald it of
Luther; the Seignory sald it of Sa-
vopnarola, and burped him in chains;
the Salamancan sages said it of Co-
lambus; the Vatican sald it of Bruno
and Qalileo; Kinp George said it of
Washington, and the greed of half &
contivent said it of Lincoln,

Mr, Roosevelt 18 & meddler. It is in
his blood. He has been & meddler
since boybood. He has meddled with
the predatory elements of life, four-
legzed apd wwo-legged; the erack olhis
rifle in the west has been no more de-
structive than the whisk of his official
pen in the east; he has trailed his game
as faithfully in Wall street as in the
mountaing of Colorado or the Dakota
bad lands; nor has he failed to briog
down the big beasts of politics.

Iy is oot 50 mapy weeks since Ed-
ward Henry Harriman, president of
the Union Pacific Railroad Company
sod overlord of countless American
corporate combinations representing,
Hterally, a billion of dollars, said
privately that President Roosevelt
must be got rid of politically at any
c¢ost. Mr. Harriman is a Hepublicen
and has secretly exereised great powsr
in his party.

HBut if you put Roosevelt Dut- of
power you will have to take Bryan or
Hearst. Are you prepared for that?”
“Yeg,' said Mr. Harriman, pas-
sionately. “I°ll take Bryan or Hearst
rather than Roosevelt. We cannot be
worse off than we are now with that
man in the White House. 1’Il take
any cne rather than Roosevelt; for,
if it comes to that, we can get at the
other erowd.’!
