Asking Uncle Sam to Build the
Lafourche Lock.

The Atchafalaya and Lafourche Ba
sin levee boards have evolved a nes
plan of procedure with reference to tbhi
important matter of the constructioi
of a lock to take the place of the dan
which now cuts off communication be
twgen Bayou Lafourche and the Mis
sissippi river at Donaldsonville,. anc
the people of the Lalourche valley.
who are deeply concerned in the re.
demption of the promise that the loclt
would be built, will watch the devel.
opment and result of the new project
with great interest.

At the meeting of the Atchafalaya
board held at Port Allen on Monday
last, the 14th instant, resolutions were
unanimously adopted indorsing the
declaration of the president of the
body, V. M. Lefebvre, to members of
the Louisiana congressional delega-
tion that the board "would be willing
to spend as large an amount as it
could possibly afford for the con-
struction of the Donaldsgnville locks
consistently with its levee building
obligations," and specifically offering
to turn over $250,000 to the general
government for this purpose, provid-
ing the Lafourche board would con-
tribute a like sum and that the United
States government would undertake
the building of the lock.

Capt. V. Maurin, president of the
Lafourche board, says that similar
action was taken by that body at its
session held at Gretna on the 10th in-
stant-though for some unexplained
reason no reference to the matter ap-
peared in the published proceedings
of the session-and that he and Presi-
dent Lefebvre have already authorized
Congressman Robertson of this dis-
trict to submit the proposition to the
federal authorities.

The assent of congress will no doubt
be a prerequisite to the acceptance of
this proposition, and it is to be hoped
that the Louisiana delegation can ob-
tain the concurrence of the house and
senate in a resolution authorizing the
secretary of war or other proper officer
to direct the construction and expend
the funds provided therefor. Even if
half a million dollars is not sufficient
to defray the entire cost, the work is
one of such public character and im-
portance that the general government
can justly and properly undertake its
execution and bear a share of the ex-
pense. Everybody would rather see
the lock built by Uncle Sam than any-
body else, and there will be general
satisfaction with an adjustmnent of the
question on the basis suggested by the
levee boards.

Another Disastrous Earthquake.
The beautiful city of Kingston,

Jamaica, lying on the shores of one
of the finest and safest land-locked
harbors in the world, has been visited
by a terrible calamity, similar to
those which devastated San Francisco
and Valparaiso during the past year.
Several severe earthquake shocks were
felt at Kingston Monday afternoon,
beginning at 3:30 o'clock, which caused
great destruction of life and property.
The seismic disturbances were followed
by outbreaks of fire, as is usual in
such cases, but the flames seem to have
been gotten under control much more
readily than they were in either the
Californian or the Chilian city. Re-
ports are so indefinite and conflicting
that it is impossible as yet to correctly
estimate the extent of the disaster, but
latest advices indicate that the loss of
life may reach 1000 souls, with many
hundreds of persons injured, and that
the value of the property damage will
approximate $25,000,000.

As a fearful sequel to the original
catastrophe, the entire coast line of
the city and vicinity is said to be
sinking into the sea. Two lighthouses
at the mouth of the harbor have dis-
appeared and it is apprehended that
the whole city may be engulfed before
the terrifying downward movement of
the land is arrested.

The civil and military authorities
of the stricken city are doing all in
their power to succor the sufferers,
preserve order and mitigate the effects
of the calamity as far as possible,
and extensive relief movements are
already under way in England and the
United States.

Further details and developments of
the visitation will be awaited with in-
tense interest and anxiety.

While the river is admittedly very

full for this time of year, and while
the weather bureau at Washington
has deemed it wise to issue flood warn-
ings announcing the steady rise of the
Ohio and the likelihood of further
rises following heavy rains that are
expected to occur in the Ohio and
Mississippi valleys, no special anx-
iety over the situation is expressed
by the Louisiana state board of engi-
neers, so far as the lower river is
concerned. Any different feeling will
depend entirely upon the character of
the weather and the volume of water
that may be precipitated in the terri-
tory affected during the next several
weeks. Exeept for the incomplete con-
dition of certain scattered pieces of
work the present stage of the river
would give but little concern to the
levee authorities. These unfinished
pieces, which for the most part are
small and not important, are scattered
along the Red, Atchafalaya and Mis-
sissippi rivers, from the state line tothe Gulf of Mexico. -No alarm is
therefore to be felt at this time, ac-
cording to the opinion of recognized
authorities, as flood conditions in the
lower river can only be brought about
by continuous rainfalls above, the oc-
currence of which later on is now
merely conjectural.

Weather Conditions Favorable for Fiel•

The Ascension correspondent of the
Louisiana Planter furnishes that jour-
nal with the following interesting
batch of weather, crop and planta-
tion items:

"After several weeks of clear, sum-
mery weather, a light rain commenced
to fall early Wednesday morning and
continued in the form of a drizzle
throughout the 'greater part of the
day. All of the planters in this sec-
tion have made rapid progress in
planting operations and would wel-
come a good rain, provided it is not
followed by too severe or too sudden
a cold spell. Under the influence of the
unprecedentledy balmy temperatures
which have prevailed for some time
past, cane and other vegetation has
made a wonderful degree of growth,
and is therefore in a position to suffer
serious damage in the event of a hard
freeze. In other words, the beautiful
weather of the recent past will be a
blessing if it lasts, but there will. be
the de'il to pay if Old Boreas should
get into the game and handle the cards
for the remainder of the season.

"A gentleman in touch with condi-
tions on the Miles Company's group
of plantations at Burnside writes:
'Not since 1890 has the prospect for a
full cane crop seemed better. There
is a large acreage on all the places.'

"J. C. Mire and J. C. Klos, who
have heretofore worked the Belle
Helene Company's Ashland planta-
tion on the tenant system separately,
have effected a merger and will work
the place jointi !,.r their own account
this year, of culurse.under contract to
furnish their cane to the Belle Helene
factory. Col. C. D. Gondran and
Manager John T. Many have effected
a like combination and will work
Bowden plantation for their joint ac-
count on the same plan that Messrs.
