President E. Sundberry appointed as
the committes of five provided forip the
resolutions, C. C. Bartor, E. L. Mon-
not, B. J. LeGardeur, R. C. Martin,
Sr., and Louis Corde, and the meeting
fixed Napoleonville, February 2, 1907,
at 2 o’clock p. m., as the place and
time for the assembling of the joint
committee representing the four par-
ishes of the Lafourche valley to take
such further action as may be deemed
advisable towards promoting the ob-
ject in view—the substitution as soon
as practicable of a lock for the present
dam that shuts off Bayou Lafourche
from its natural connection with the
Mississippl river.

Mayor Charles Maurin of Donald-
sonville, who is alsc ranking officer
of the local progressive league, has
appointed Messrs. R. N. Sims, G. A.
Gondran, E. N. Pugh, Walter Le-
mann, W. D. Park, §. Goetts, A. D.
Vega, Sr., Meyer Netter, Michael
Tobias and J. B. Duke to represent
Ascension parish at the Napoleonville
meeting, and is understood to have
received the promise of all these pen-
tlemen that they will be in attendance
and give their earnest atteniion to the
work Io hand.

This movement to have the senti-
ment and wishes of the people made
known and carried into effect will tend
to emphasize the necessity for prompt
and unequivocal action on the part of
the levee boards. The proposition to
furnish a half-million dollars towards
defrayiog the cost of the work and to
relegate the latter to the general gov-
ernment, is all right if the concurrance
of the federal authorities can be ob-
tained., Otherwise, the levee boards
must undertake the task themselves,
in mecordsoee with their volu
promise, pledge and agredifieflt, and
the citizens' committes ey prove an
invaluable adjitct in promotiog and
encourigiog such & course of pro-
cedure. il

Tillman Gets a Trouncing.

Senator Tillman of South Carolina
received a well-earned tongue-lashing
from Senator Spooner of Wisconsin
on Wednesday of last week, in the
course of a speech made by the Wis-
consin senator in defense of President
Roovsevelt's dismissal of the negro
troops concerned in the Brownsville
outrage. Mr, Spooner, who is justly
regarded as one of the ablest lawyers
and most trenchant debaters in the
senate, was repeatedly ioterrupted by
Mr, Tillman with guestions and Hings
at the president, with the result that
the speaker finally turned upon his
questioner and excoriated him unmer-
cifully for his intemperate utterances
on the lecture platform and in the
senate, his malicious and unjustifiable
assanlts uvpon the president and his
pernicious attitude with reference to
mob lynchings and the race guestion.

Accvording to the Associated Press
report of the iocident, *‘the South Car-
olina senator was subjected to one of
the most stinging indictments ever de-
livered by a senator against & col-
league.” ' In reply to Mr. Willman’s
question, ““Why did not the president
adopt Major Penrose’s recommenda-
tion for ferreting out the guilty#!" Mr,
Spoorer said: “‘The president of the
United States will never reguire any
defense from the attacks of the sen-
ator from South Carclina. He has
developed a manis for attacking the
president. He is 50 filled with =ani-
mosity for the president, and has so
often taken occasion te express it, that
1 do not believe his attacks will be
taken seriously by the people.”

The speaker ridicaled Mr, Tillman's

claim that he stood for the fund smental
principle-of American and English lib-
erty, that every man is innoesnt until
he has besn proven guilty. The prin-
clple is correctly stated, said Mpe.
Spooner, but the South Carolina sen-
ator had belied v in his speech on the
race gquestion by convicting the whole
black race for the offenses of a few
individnals. '“We shot 'em, wekilled
‘em, and we’ll do it apain,’” he had
declared in justifyine lynching in the
south, and his utterances were guoted
to show that he had defended the burn-
ing of negroes at the stake. ‘‘No man
ought to encourage such & horrible
thing,'" sald Mr. Spooper; ‘'t is a
crime against civilization to uvphold
it. I have been shocked by the atti-
tude of the senator from South Caro-
lina oo more than one occusion when
ke has spoken here in support of Iynch-
ing. Thers 15 one man above obthers
who should not encourage it—the man
who sits here as the maker of laws.”

Concludiog his speech, Mr. Spooner
said he had looksd with admiring eyes
upon the efforts of Gov. Vardaman
and the executives of other southern
states to suppress mobs taking the
lives of negroes without giving them
trinls for the crimes they were sus-
pected of havipg committed, and de-
elared his belief that a majority of the
people of the south did oot entertain
the radical views that had been ex-
pressed by Senator Tillman. He ad-
mitted the difficulties and hardships of
the race problem in the south, and said
that the people of the north felt that
the best way to ail in the solution of
these diffieulties v as fot them to refrain
from discussing them. Hedid notbelieve
the agitation of Mr. Tillman could
have the effect to qulet or improve the
situation, and he knew no better way
to perpetnate the struggle between the
two races than to be consthntly and
violently declaring such trouble immi-
nent and unavoidable.

White with anger, Mr. Tillmano gave
notiee that he would la the near future
have something to say in answer to
what he termed the insulting allusions
that had been made to him, and he car-
ried out this announcement by deliver-
ing a characteristically vituperative
address last Monday, in the course of
which he likened the senate to a min-
strel show and otherwise vented bis
gplesn in an unseemly and undignoi-
fied manner, but we doubt if his
fulminations will break the fores of
the castigation he has received or al-
ter the public verdict that he richly
deserves all he got and more to boot.

Better OQutlook for the Imtercoastal
: Canal.
Notwithstandiog the unfavarable re-

port of the board of army engineers
on the project to coanpect the Rio
Grands and Misslssippi rivers with a
great intercoastal canal, the prospect
for committing the general governmeut
to the recognition apd ultimate ¢on-
struction of the important waterway
is decidedly hopeful.

A Washington speclal despaich to
the New Orleans Times-Democrat,
dated January 17, says that “‘a definite
and final agreement bes at last been
reached with respect to the intercoastal
capal by the sub-committee of the
rivers and barbors committee, which
has had the matéer in hand. The full
committee has agreed to the sub-com-
mittee’s report on the case. Under
this agreement the rivers and harbors
bill will carry provisions for the im-
provement of the following sections
which go to make up the whole scheme
of the intercoastal canal: From Frank-
lin, La., to the Mermentau, $289,000;
from Aransas Pass to Matagora
Bay, Tex., 8%158,000; deepening the
Guadalope river, where the canal
passes its mouth, to Vietoria, Tex.,
$151,000, and the improvement of the
Brazos-Galveston canal on the Texas
and. Thus approximately £600,000 will
be, appropriated _for the general
scheme, that sumtiing about equally
distributed botween Louisiana and
Those sections of the canal
which the board of army engineers
for rivers and barbors reported
against will be referred back to the
board, in order to maintaln their
gtatus as purts ‘'of the whole inland
waterway project, thus commitbing the
government to the scheme as a whole,?!

Congressman R. F, Broussard of
the third Louisiana district, advised
Mayor Maurio of Donaldsoaville thay
the board of engineers on Friday last
refused a rebearing on the canal ques-
tion, but would adbere to its fuvorabla
réecommendations as to certain see-
tions of the waterway, leaving the
other sections for future reconsidera-
tion and report.

Great confidence ia felt by the lead-
ing promoters of the proposed im-
provement that the desirability and
importance of its construction will
eventually receive general recognition
and that the canal will surely be con-
structed.

Hore Time for Building the Lock,

A press dispateh from Washington
under date of the 22nd instant brings
the information that the rivers and
Larbors committee of the lower house
of congress accepted the amendment
o the peoding sppropriation bill pro-
posed by Coogressman 5. M. Robert-
son of this district, extending to' Jan,
1, 1910; the time designated for the
completion of the lock which is to re-
place the present dam in Bayou La-
fourche at Donaldsonville. ‘‘Ag in-
dictied by the delays in completiog
the Plaguemine lock," says the des-
patch, *the Donaldsonville lock eould
not be completed whhin the time
originally specified, and the extension
will give the levee boards time in
which to raise the pecessary mopey.”

rounded the permission given fto open
the Company canal and Harang's
canal into the bayou by provisioos
which will exclude salt water from
Bayou [.afourche should they become
4 menace in that direction.

tii ATl of these canals wil give a large
supply of fresh water to Bayou La-|
fourche during periods of rainfall, but '
du~ing periods of drouth they canoob|

water, as the basina with which they
connect fall, at those tlmes, as low as
the level of the Gulf.

u iTn grder to supplement these canals
your board established a plant of five
18-inch siphons ascross the dike ak
Donaldsonville. These siphéons run
paturally when the river is high, and
are assisted by & floating pumping
plant, situated at Donaldsonville, dur-
ing the period of low water. These si-
phons have a capacity well over 50,-
000,000 gallons per twenty-four hours {
during high water, and the pumping
plant was designed so as to give them
a 50,000,000-gallon capaecity at low
water season. Upon test, the pumping
plant fell somewhat short of this ca-
pacity, delivering 47,439,000 gallons
of water over the dike instead of the
required 50,000,000 gallons.

water coming from the Mississippi
river is very good:and fresh in char-
acter, yet it carries with it a consider-
able amount of sediment, which will
be deposited a short distaoce from the
dilke, thereby filling up to a certain
gxtent the bed of the bayou and un-
doing your efforts to dredge out a
gix-foot channel. It is estimated that
50,000,000 gallons of water at high
water season will carry 200 eubic yards
of sediment, which will be deposited
in the bayou and which will have to be
removed by dredge.

“*During the winter season of 1004 5,
an unprecedented coodition of drouth
prevalled throughouot the Bayou La-
fourche region. The result was that
the Lake Boeuf canal did oot supply
any quantity of fresh water worth
mentioning. Your honorable body
deeided to build a needle dam just
sbove Haraog's canal, so as to pre-
vent the inflow of salt water into the
bayou. The work, however, was be-
gun 80 late that it was pot completed
uatil the grinding season had begun,

and a large quanptity of salt water
found its way vp the bayou-from the
sea before the dam was completed.
The erection of the pumping plact also
was bepun late; the pumps did not be-
.glo operating untll some time after
grindiog had commeneed, and for two
or three monihe safter they bepan
operating the reports show that they

never operated rmore than four
‘siphons, and sometimes only two
eiphons. Tnder the eircumstances, a

considerable amount of salt water was
t0 be found in Bayou Lafourche, ex-
tending &t times es far up as the Bush
Grove sugar refinery.

Wiy wounld be desirable to make
provisions early in the season against
a repetition of such conditions. The
pumping plant should be put in
thoroughly efficient condition early in
the season, and should be run by com-
peteot men, 60 that it oight sperate
at its maximum capacity throughout
the grinding season. The needls dam
should be repaired and put in condi-
tion early in the season, =zo as to be
efficient if it is needed. The interest
copttolling the Company camal and
Harang's canal should be called upon
to provide such pates or needle dams
as might be necessary to close thair
respective canals av goce, shonld they
hecome a source of salt water during
the grinding season, and in addition
to.this an additional source of fresh
water should be secured by opening a
canal conpecting Lake Verret with
Bayou Lafourche.’

‘T can see no reason to depart from
the recommendations méide therein at
that time, except possibly 1o somewhat
amplify the plan. The board of state
engioneers holds itsell in readiness to
submit to: you further studies of the
subject should you desire it.

“Jn this connectign I desire to re-
fute & popular misconception regard-
ing the construction of the proposed
locks at Donaldsonville. A large nu-
ber of persons are under tbe impres-
sion that the construction of locks
will insure fresh water to Bayon
Lafourche, The impression seews to
be that the locks will remain open
until sueh time as.here is daoger of
overflow in Bayou Lafourche, -and
that they will then be closed. This
is an absolutely wrong impression.
No.ilocks are, nor can be, success-
fully operated in this maooer in a
silt-bearing stream. The locks would
be kept closed at all times, and only
opened, one set of gates at a time,
when boats or water craft, went
through them. ;

It is obvious that if the locks
were allowed to remain open with a
current flowing through them, espe-
cially a current carryiog eilt, it proh-
ably would be found impossible to
close the gates when it became nec-
essary to do so, the efficiency of the
locks being thereby destroyed and
resulting io the overfiow of the whole
country. Agaiu, lock gates and their
operating mechapism could not pos-
sibly stand the strain which would
come against them if they were closed

crushed and shattered in the attempt
to close them under these conditions.
The locks would thereby be destroyed
and overfow of the whole be the re-
sult. For the above reasons, all
locks are kept closed at all times and
operated as described above, one get
of gates at a time, and only during
the passage of water craft, It can be
easily understood, therefore, that the
locks would admit oo fresh water to
Bayoun Lafourche, except such as
would be let in by ooe lock full during
each passage of water craft throagh
the locks, which amount would be io-
appreciable,

V"The construction of openiogs or
gonduits through the masonry of the
lock would ot let in any more water
than is oow let lo by the siphona.
Whatever water could be admitted in
that maoner would be heavily laden
with sediment, thereby siltiag up the
bayou and destroying its efficiency
for navigation. It is, therefore, clear
that the constroction of the locks will
not ion doy material way alter the
present status of the water supyly of
Bayon Lafourche, and that the remedy
