The Harvey Canal Locks.

The opening to traffic yesterday of
the locks connecting the artificial wa-
terway koowo as Harvey’s Canal with
the Mississippi river was an intereat-
ing and even a highly important event.
This canal affords a short all-water
ronte between this city and the vast
extent of territory to the southward,
west of the Mississippi river, TFor
years it has been shut off from direct
conpection with the river, and con-
sequently it has enjoyed much Iless
than Its proper share of the trafic of
tha large section for which it has
served a8 an artery of commerce. NOw
that the canal is opened by means of
safe apd serviceable locks, it can be
utilizbd to its full advantage, and New
Orleans secures another and impor-
tant water connsction with the rich
fishing and oyster district of Bara-
taria, with Grand Isle and with the
whole Bayou Lafourche country, and
there is & possibility of eventually
openiog up a short water route to
Morgan City and the rice section of
the lower Atchaialaya.

Cheap water transportation is of the
utmost value to commerce, and the fack
that the rallroads no longer are able
to handle the commerce of the country
expeditipusly gives & new value to
waterways, whether natural or arti-
ficlal,. The Harvey locks constitute &
private epterprise, and their success
should serve to oreste new interest in
the great locks of Bayou Plaguemine,
which haye been building for 50 many
years nuder government supervision,
The Plaquemine locks should have
been completed long ago, and would
have been completeéd had they been
constructed as B private enterprise.
Just why the improvement has been so
long delayed is one of those mysteriea
which nobody, even those interesied,
bave been able to fathom. When the
Plaguemine route is opened New Or-
leans will have another and much
ghorter sll-water route to the rich
Teche district and the important lum-
ber district around Morgen City. It
is also hoped that in doe time locks
will be installed at the point where

Bayon Lafourche formerly joined the
Mississippi river, but where thers is
now a dam wallicg out ail nayigation
with the rich Lafourche basin.

Every movemest that tends to im-
prove navigation of the waterway con-
pections with thé surrounding country
iz deservipg of encourapement, hence
the opening of the new Harvey Canal
locks was appropriately celebrated as
an imgﬂrum public event.—New Or-
