with all the other great ports of the
world.

Lafayette is right in the middle of
a circle, whose radius is a thousand
miles-or even more. It is warm here
in winter and cool in summer, rainy
during the dry season and clear and
crisp in wet weather. Clouds are
lined with silver on one side, gold
on the other. The sky comes down
equidistant on all sides. The moon is
full the year' round, but shines only on
dark nights, thus providing for the
greatest economic efficiency.
'The people of Lafayette are what

make the town go. And whenever
they pull all together it goes whizzing.
This curious fact has been observed
by other historians in all ages-that a
long pull, a strong pull, and a pull all
together will make the boat go; and
it has been proved afresh by Lafay-
ette. All that is necessary is to bring
out clearly to the community-con-
sciousness what common goal is to
be reached, and they will reach it.
The most cohesive motive that has in-
fluenced the communal activity of La-
fayette in the past ten years has been
the cause of education. The three
greatest appropriations the people of
all political groups or factions have
stood for in the time specified, have
been: 1. The tax of two mills for
ten years as an inducement to the
state to locate the Industrial Institute
here; 2. The appropriation by the
town council of 86000 a year for the
public schools; 3. The voting of 860,-
000 of bonds for the erection of two
new school buildings-a small one for
$10,000 and a large one for 850,000.
No other town of the same or similar
size and circumstances in the state
can make a better showing for educa-
tional interests.

And all these things we have said
about the town refer also to the par-
ish-which lies just outside of the
town. It is a small one in size, but
makes a noise all out of proportion
to its area, which is about 240 square
miles. Its population in 1900 is quo-
ted in the census as 22,825. It has
two progressive little towns coming
along, Broussard and Cardncro, be-
sides the promising villages of Scott,
Youngsville, Duson, Pilette and oth-
ers. The parish also voted, at the
same time with the town, the two-mill
tax for ten years, amounting in all to
over $80,000, which was given to the
state as an inducement to locate the
Southwestern Industrial Institute
within its borders-this action being
in successfulcompetition against offers
of other parishes in the same district.
Moreover, Lafayette parish was the
first in the state to appropriate as
much as $1000 a year for the salary
of a parish superintendent and then
offer the position to a non-resident
school teacher whose only "pull" was
his professional fitness for the ofilce!
If this statement can be gainsaid we
beg to be corrected at once, with par-
ticulars; otherwise it goes authorita-
tively into the record and will remain
to the credit of Lafayette parish for
all time.

The parish of Lafayette also has
a new wrinkle in school doings that
we wish our brethren of the press to
witness, if It can be so arranged, and
that is what we call "the annual con-
vocation of the public schools," which
brings together 2000 school children
in a joint celebration, once a year.
From every school in the parish they
come in wagons, bringing a banquet
in baskets. They form a parade more
than a mile long, each school having
its banner, singing patriotic songs as
they march. They usually assemble
at the courthouse square and march
to the grounds of the Industrial Insti-
tute, where they engage in athletic
contests, in spelling matches and va-
rious other helpful rivalries, for all of
which generous prizes are awarded by
public-spirited citizens of the town
and parish. This, too, is a feature in
which Lafayette has taken the lead,
and one that is worthy of general
adoption throughout the state. It is
noted that our neighboring parish of
Vermilion and others are making
plans to put similar movements into
effect during the present year. It is
hoped that the school children's con-
vocation this year can be held during
one of the days the press convention
is here, allowing at least time enough
for the members to see the parade
and hear the spelling match, which is
always a thing of breathless interest.

But Lafayette is not planning to
put the press convqotion to school;
this is only the School Review's point
of view as an educal4onal journal. All
the usual modes of entertainment are
being provided by the local committee
and the "press gang" will be made to
feel quite at home. So come along,
one and all: See Lafayette-and livel

sued; to receive, purchase, hold, lease, sell and
convey, as well as to mortgage, hypothecate
and pledge, under the corporate name, prop-
erty, real and personal; to borrow money; to
execute the objects and purposes of this cor-
poration; to issue notes or bonds therefor, and
to secure same by mortgage or other security;
to consolidate with any other corporation in
such manner as may be permitted by law now
existing or hereafter passed; to sell all or any
portion of the property of the corporation, and
to receive the price of said sale or transfer in
money, lands, stocks, or bonds; to name and
employ such managers, directors, officers,
agents and employees as the interest and con-
venience of the corporation may require; to
make a corporate seat, and to break same at
pleasure: to create by-laws, rules and regula-
tions for the proper management and control of
the affairs of the corporation, and the same to
alter and change at pleasure, and, generally, to
do all and everything necessary and expedient
to carry out the objects and purposes of this
corporation.

ARTICLE TWO.
The domicile of said corporation shall be in

the town of Burnside, in the parish of Ascen-
sion, state of Louisiana. Citation and all other
legal process shall be served on its president,
and in the event of his absence from the state
or disability, on the secretary- thereof.

ARTICLE THREE.
The objects and purposes of this corporation

are to own, hold, purchase and convey timber,
timber rights and timber lands in the state of
Louisiana; to manufacture timber into lumber
in all of its shapes and forms; to erect saw mills
and other means of executing the purposes of
this corporation; to erect, construct and main-
tain a railroad or tramway to be operated for
theepurposes aforesaid; and, generally, to do
and engage in any other business and enter-
prise connected with, or incidental to the pur-
poses above stated.

ARTICLE FOUR.
The capital of this corporation is hereby fixed

at the sum of six hundred and fifty thousand
dollars, divided into and represented by six
thousand five hundred shares of one hundred
dollars each, which shares shall be issue4from
time to time and paid for in such manner and
in such amounts as the board of directors may
determine. Such stock may be issued in whole
or in part for cash paid to the company, or for
property, either real or personal, or timber
rights conveyed to the company, or for labor
actually performed. The corporation may
commence business as soon as three thousand
dollars of the capital stock shall have been assb-
scribed and paid for. Transfers of stock iMll
be made only on the books of the corporalon,
by the stockholder, or his attorney, but no'ioek
shall be transferred until and unless any in-
debtedness due by the holder of said stock to
the company shall have been paid and extin-
guished. No stockholder shall sell any share of
said stock to any person not already a stock-
holder, unless he shall have first offered such
share or shares to said corporation at the same
price, and, when the offer is made to the cor-
poration, it shall be its duty to advice the re-
maining stockholders of said offer that they
may have an opportunity to purchase the stock;
which option, however, they must exercise
within twenty days from the receipt of notice
by the company.

AltTICLE FIVE.
All the corporate powers of this corporation

shall be vested in, and exercised by, a board offive directors, each of whom shall own at least
one share of the capital stock of this company,
and any female stockholder shall be eligible to
this office. The directors shall be elected by
ballot, under the supervision of two commis-
sioners, appointed by the board, at the meeting
of the company preceding the election. Each
share of steck shall be entitled to one vote and
said ballot may be cast by the shareholder in
person or by proxy. The election for the board
of directors shall take place on the first Mon-
day of January, in each year, unless that day
proves to he a legal holiday, in which event
said election shall be held on the day sncceed-
ing, and the board thus elected shall hold its
first meeting as soon as possible thereafter.
Three members shall constitute a quorum of
the board, and it shall have power to fill all va-
cancies in its own body; to hold office until the
next general election, and until their successors
have been elected and have qualified. Notice
shall be given of the annual election by mail
addressed to the last known address of each
stockholder, at least five days before the meet-
ing, and no other notice is required. Any mem-
ber of the board who may be absent from the
